make the constitutional provision effective and
to pass a law providing a penalty which willnot
be a mockery. That is the plain, mandate of
the constitution. The Legislature has the
power, and for the exercise of its power it is
accountable to the people. They demand a just

exercise of power, fair and impartial, according
10 the standards of democracy. They object to
the abuse of this power by making racetrack
gamblers a favored class; they object to this un-
necessary public temptation and demoralization
Of youth: they object to this tricking of the Con-
stitution by a penalty which in effect is no pen-
alty at all.

Shall the constitution be obeyed? Suppose
the Ive^islature undertook to repeal all the pres-
ent penalties for gambling and to substitute
simply a liability to a civil suit. Suppose in
this way they threw open our state to lotteries
and public gambling establishments and made
New York the American Monaco. Would any
one say because the Legislature had power to

fix penalties that it had carried out the consti-
tutional mandate when, by imposing a penalty
ridiculously ineffective, it had permitted all sorts

of gambling to flourish throughout the state?
Could any eloquent advocate be hired to submit
such a plea? And yet that is precisely what
it has done with regard to racetracks. If this
differs In any aspect it la the more reprehensible
because it la a special privilege granted to an
unscrupulous money power and maintained at
its behest

There can he no confusion with regard
to the duty of the Legislature by any talk about
its power to provide penalties. The people
know -w hat adequate penalties are. and they will
insist that their representatives pass appropriate
laws

Then some one is heard to pay that it is wiser
to regulate the evil. That was the old argu-
ment as to lotteries The constitution does not
say you must regulate, hut it says you must
prevent. Every one knows you can put a stop

to racetrack gambling if you will pas? proper
laws. If you think it better to regulate the evil
then nsk that the constitution be amended. Do
not try to nullifyit. That is dangerous work.
Your property rights depend upon It. Maintain
it In its Integrity ifyou would be secure

Again, some one says that he fears that there
may he more poolrooms if the law does not dis-
criminate in favor of racetrack gambling. Per-
haps the desire to get something for nothing
could be taken care of by lotteries or public
gamine houses. But this Is no reason for their
establishment, either directly or indirectly, for
want of suitable penalties. Sow, in fact, the
discrimination in favor of racetrack (rambling,
instead of being an aid. is an obstacle to the en-
forcement of the law against poolrooms. Read
the records of the courts and not* the paltry
fines which have been imposed for bookmaking.
Ifyou are to deal adequately with the poolroom
evil you must deal adequately with racetrack
gambling. It if my desire that both should be
dealt with by effective penalties.

NOT GUILTY OF COERCION.
When a clear Issue like the present one Is pre-

sented what a scurrying around there is to find
some basis for collateral attack! So it is said
that the executive has been guilty of coercion.
1 wonder that any one can say it. with a
straight face. Certainly it is amusing, coming
from those who try to convert our politics Into
a feudal system with its petty tyrannies, and
find their chief delight in exercising authority
over elected officers. Is it coercion to state to

the public the grounds of my recommendation?
Is it coercion to write large before the people
of the si ite the unequivocal demand of tin con-
stitution? Ihave treated the Legislature, and
shall continue to treat It, with the high re-
..]..., r that Is <j»e to a co-ordinate branch of
government. Therefore. Ihave not sought to
bribe it;Ihave not threat* ned Its member? or
endeavored to eeduoa them by promise of pa-
tronat;0- There is no coercion but the coercion
of public opinion after discussion, and that is
the safety of the st:ite.

And then IIIs said that this- issue causes po-
litical embarrassment. As if it ever should em-
barrass any party to insist upon compliance

with the constitution! Whatever embarrass-
1. Nt there may he will follow upon opposition
to the sentiment of the state that the constitu-
tion l>e obeyed.

The responsibility for the consequences of pub-

lic indignation lie with those who have outraged
the public conscience. Ihave simply presented
ihe matter bo that the public may understand
it. It i-= not my personal affair. No personal
interest of mine is bound up in it. Ihave en-
deavored to represent the people of the state,

and If Ihave truly represented them they will
utke ire of the reckoning.

The other day some one suggested In bltter-
ness that \u25a0< .stake might be erected in front of
the Capitol at which opponents might be burned.
The irony misses its mark. The fires of execu-
tive reprisal have not been lighted during th!?
administration. Rut there is a fire which in a
democratic community should always be re-

FASSETT HAS OPERATOR EXAMINED

The speaker of the meeting was Professor
Charles Zuebtln, of the University of Chicago. His
address was on the subject of "Impersonal Immor-
tality." A belief in this does not deny or affirm
personal immortality, he said. Impersonal immor-
tality means, he said, that every infinitesimal thing
a man dor« counts and goes down through the ages
as an influence; the more a man effaces himself
and works for the pood of his race the greater will
be his Influence. Churches, lie declared. In many
Instances pay attention to little things, to personal
immortality, but are afraid to touch the lasting,
more farre&ehing subjects.

"And one particular church Ihave in mind." he.
continue^, "harbors in its midst a college president
who is doing more than anything else 10 bring re-
ligion Into disrepute by defending a number of
wealthy mer who arc throttling the life blood out
of thousands of people."

"Ido not mean the anti-gambling bill so much as
Imean ballot reform and nomination reform nnd
laws affecting the problem of the unemployed."
said Professor Smith. "The representatives of. the
people have not shown themselves such, but have
been guided by other motives than the people's
good. 1 propose that we get Governor Hughes to

come down here and start a movement over the
entire state to compel the members of the legis-
lature to pass those measures which he recom-
mends."

The notion was made by n member of the audi-
ence, "econded by a number all over the house, and
put to a viva vote vote.

Demand That Legislature Pass Anti-
Gambling and Other Bills.

Ringing tributes were paid to Governor Hughes

at a big mass meeting In the Clermont Avenue
Rink, Brooklyn, yesterday afternoon to protest

against the action of the State Senate in failing to

pass the Agnew-Hart anti-gambling bill and to dp-

mand that the Legislature at its special session not

only pass the anti-gambling measure, but also any

other important measure, which the Governor de-

sires to have enacted into law. The floor of the
rink was crowded by two thousand or three thou-

sand men and women of all religious and political
persuasions, who applauded every mention of the
Governor's name.

The Rev. Dr. 8. Parkes (adman. pastor of the
Central Congregational Church, threatened that if
the politicians continued to oppose the Governor
and his reform measures the people would get to-
gether and run an independent ticket next fall.
His words were applauded for half a minute.

William McCarroll, one of the Public Service
Commissioners and ex-president of the Manufact-
urers' Association, who presided, said;

This question touches the honor, the conscience
and the patriotism of every citizen of this state.
Yon men should make your influence felt between
now and the special session, Our st»up motto is
"K.xci'.M.ir," upward and onward. Other states have
wiped out gambling. It continues In this state.
Now we are called upward and onward to a higher
plane with a righteous Governor in the ad.

He then read the following dispatch from the
Governor:

Igreatly regret that Icannot hp present at the
mass meeting this afternoon. Ihope that the senti-
ment of Brooklyn will have emphatic expression.
This is the people's fight, and if the intelligence and
conscience of the state find voice fhpre can be no
doubt as to the result.

Is It not the free-
dom to serve our brother man? The function of the
political parties is to frame issues, but it is also to
back greal public servants. When the parties
would shackle our great men. what are we goin«

to do with them?"

Register William A. Prendergas* aroused great en-

thusiasm by asking permission to take his place as

one of the leaders in the fight to sustain the Gov-

ernor. He said :
