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FREAKS OF THE GALE

PLATE GLASS SUFFERS.

Wrecks and Collisions Barely Avert-
ed—Wind ;2 Miles an Hour.

During the rainstorm last evening the city
was treated to a gust of wind that blew at the
rate of forty-two miles an hour. It smashed
two large plate glass windows in the Harlem
Opera House and others in a candy store and a
saloon on Amsterdam avenue. The Weather |
Bureau recorded a rainfall of two-thirds of an
inch.

The wind blew in the glass front of the vesti-
bule of a Brookiyn Rapid Transit trolley car
crossing the Williamsburg Bridge to Brooklyn.
James O'Neil, the motorman, was cut about the
face and hands, and a large section of glass |
The passen-
gers rushed for the rear of the car, and the
motorman, almost blinded, let his car run wild. |
It was stopped within a yard of the car ahead.

A three-masted schooner, coming down the |
East River, was blown about like a piece of |
paper off the Charitiés and Correction Pier, East |
the wind shifting, headed
straight for the new stone breakwater in the
rear of Bellevue Hospital.
