LAPORTE DIGGING HALTS.

Secret Room in Mrs. Guinness's

Home Thought Charnel House.

Laporte, Ind, May 7.—The identification of
another of the bodies dug up on the Guinness
farm, near here, as that of Ole B. Budsberg, of
Jola, Wis., and evidence that he, like Andrew
Helgelein, of Mansfleld, S. D, had been brought
$nto Mre. Guinness’s net through “matrimonial”
advertisements, was onc of the clarifyinz feat-
vres of to-day’s developments in the complicated
case. The identification of the bundle of bones
and flesh as the remains of Budsberg was made
by the man's sons, Mat and Oscsr H. Budsberg,
who arrived here this afternoen

A soaking rain, which fell continuously for
iwenty-four hours, prevented further excava-
1iom of the premises to-day, and Sheriff Smutzer
devoted the day to unearthing possible evidence
that may be used in the trial of Ray Lamphere
on the charge of having caused the death of Mrs,
Guinness and her three children.

Postponement of grand jury action on the case
sgainst Lamphere was decided on to-night at a
conference of officials of La Porte County. The
action was taken on the advice of C. J Smith,
a Chicago detective, who was called here by the
jocal authorities to aid them in solving the
mystery of the nine bodies dug up on the Guin-
ness farm this week While Ralph N. Smith,
prosecutor of the county, had announced in the
afterncon that he was ready to proceed before
the grand jury which had been scheduled to
meet pext Monday, new evidence vnearthed to-
day led to the change in plans.

Prosecutor Smith said that the postponement
of grand jury action w&s not due to discovered
weaknesses in the the state.

“We will produce witnesses to prove
Iamphere was seen around the Guinness house
before the fire broke out and that
running away later. We shall also prove that
fire was sct to the place in revenge for actions
1aken against him by the woman, after they had
faliep out, and that this disagreement was due
to a quarrel over the murder of Helgelein, in
which crime Lamphere was impllcated, accord-
ing to o evidence”

During the Sheriffa absence this afternoon
twn men, thought to he from Michigan City,
caused considerable apprehension by breaking
into the carriage house on the Guinness farm
where the nine cadavers have been kept since
thelr exhumation. The men raised a window
on the south side of the building, and one of
them had already made his way into the morgus
when discovered by a watchman. The latter,
. M. Hudson, ordered the men away, and sent
# messenger to summon a deputy sheriff from
laporte. The intruders disappeared hefore the
officer's arrival., and efforts discover the
Sdentity of the men were fruitiess.

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This place, near a door which led out to the
barnyvard, is believed to have been the temporary
morgue for the victims. So ¥ bodies have
now been found that the authoriti liave the
woman saved her victiomrs and disarticulated the
bodies in groups and buvied them that
sewed up in gunnysacks, adding chloride
lime to the earth to aid disintegration,
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The fact that the death occurred on the farm
and not in this city is also well established.

Volunteered information has been poured in
on the authorities since the case acquired such
notoriety. Among the communications re-
celved to-day was a letter purporting to come
from Vera Shoren, of Indianapolis. It was ad-
dressed to Ask Helgelein and also to the chief
of police. The writer said she had positive in-
formation that Mrs. Guinness was still allve,
and urged that attention be given to the com-
munication. The explanation of the missive
was revealed when a detective agency asked
Helgelein to employ their men in unravelling the
mystery revealed by Mrs. Shoren.

Bessie Conklin, a young woman residing in
Michigan City, Ind., whosa former home was in
Laporte, has been arrested by Sheriff Smutzer
and is being heid in jail as an important wit-
ness. The woman, who was a friend of Ro¥
Lamphere, iz not accused of compiicity, but her
testimony is considered of so great importance
that she will remaii locked up until the grand
jury hears her testimony next week. It is said
that Lamphere, while talking to Miss Conklin,
made threats against Mrs. Guinness and said
that he had information which, if disclosed,
would hang Mrs. Guinness. ®

‘0 CENSURE FOR HUGHES.

Niagara Supervisors Kill Resolution
Decrying Special Election.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Lockport, N. Y., May 7.—The Board of Super-
visors of Niagara County tlis afternoon, by a vote
of 12 to 12, killed the resolution of Supervisor Gould,
Democrat, censuring Governor Hughes for calling
the special election in the 47th Senate District with-
out request or petition from the electors of the dis-
{rict. The resolutions said that the election would
be a great expense and a dangerous precedent.

The Porter-Stevens Republicans passed an
amendment to throw the resolution in ihe waste
basket by a vote of 13 to 12. - The Democrats and
thres Wadsworth-Merritt Republicans voted for the
resolution’s passage. Four Pemocrats who were
absent could have carried the resolutions if present.

Other resolutions were adopted censuring the
Governor for signing the bill ereating the office of
special deputy excise commissioner in Niagara

County.

Baltimore, May 7.—The feature of to-day’'s ses-
slons of the General Conference of the Methodist
Episcopal Church was the reading of the episeopal
address by Bishop D. L. Goodsell, of Boston. This
address, always important, discussed this time mat-
ters of unusual moment.

Nearly all who were on the St. Paul reiterated the
cabie accounts of the perfect discipline which pre-
vailed aboard the wrecked cruiser and the coolness
of the officers and captaln of the St. Paul at the
time of the collision.

A. E. Lahens, of this city, said: “There was a
terrific crash, and I was knocked off iy feet. I
thought that we had run into the Needle rocks,
but when I got or deck I saw what had happened.
Every passenger on the St Paul ecrowded on the
sleat covered decks. Before we had a chance to
become greatly alarmed the officers of the St. Paul
assured us that we were in no danger.

“The discipline on the Gladiator was marvellous.
They were in a bad way, but every man stood In
line ready to receive and obey orders. While the |
ships were wedged together 1 saw a stoker leap |
from the cruiser to the anchor fluke of the St.
Paul and perch there like a bird. He seemed to
be unconscious of what was going on about him.

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METZ ON “KENOCKERS”

Wants Free Lectures on City's Busi-
ness for the Misinformed.

Controller Metz begzed for less “knecking™ of
the city and a greater diffusion of actual facts
about the city than tha press affords, and Dr.
Henry M. Leipziger, the supervisor of the free
lectures of the Board of Education, described some
of the things which have been accpumlished as a
results of the lectures in the nineteen years of thelr
history at the annual reunion of the lecture corps
at the Hotel Astor last night.

“I am golng to recommend,” said Mr. Metz, “that
you include in your courses lectures about the
government of the city. Truth about the city busi-
ness is a mighty scarce Phing in this town. It =
dangerous in some quarters to tell the truth about
its business,” he continued, referring to the feel-
ings of the citizens of The Bronx and South Brook-
Iyn toward him. “Dr. Hillis sald that what we
need is a Napoleon to run this town for ten years.
Napoleon would be indicted by the first grand jury
that came along. The people ought to know about
to bond issues. There are a great many people
wio do not know the difference between corporats
stock and revenue bonds.”

Dr. Luther H. Gulick, the last epeaker of the
evening, tried to cheer him up by assuring him
that the number of “knockers”’ relatively was very
small, and declaring that “when a mosquito lights
on a spot we think of that spot more than of all
the other spots where thers ls‘no mosquito.”

The reunion was one of the most successful
which ths lecture corps has held. Notwithstanding
the stormy weather the ballroom was filled. The
chief speech of the evenlng was that of Dr. Yeip-
ziger. Among other things he said:

The interest in the public lectures lad many o
ask the question whether the schoel plant estab-
llshed at such great cost is wisely administered
when used but five hours a day for five days in
the week., and but forty weeks in the year, and
that question has been answered. The school-
hiouse is now used for parents’ meetings in the
afternoon, for recreation centres In the evening,
for vacation schools during the summer, and more
and more come requests from the people for the
use of the §cimnl buildings for laudable purposes
that shall improve the social and physical char-
acter of the neighborhood

“A man not on the bench.” said Magistrate Breen,
“may see things in a clearer perspective if 1
should be called on by the commission to tell what
I thought would be a great improvement, [ cer-
tainly would lay the greatest stress on the handilhg
of cases arising from marital differences—non-sup-
port, abandonment., and such matters. T would
suggest that in New York County there shoull be
two courts set aside for thesa cases alone, just as
the children’'s court handles juvenile crime. Among
this poor divorces are often found too axpensiso,
and instead of a separation with atimony, the man
scmetimes simply leaves the woman. «
