NO FUNDS FOR SUBWAY

Controller in Quandary Over To-
day’s Brooklyn Tube Contract.

Controller Metz is in a8 great a quandary as &
over the financing of the Fourth avenue subway,
bids for which will be opened by the Public Service
Commission to-day. On account of the growing
budget expenditures, now reaching to more than
$140.000.000 a year, getting money for a subway to
cost $23.000.000 is a serious matter.

To add te the embarrassment of the Controller,
1¥0 or three experts, John B. McDonaid among the
others, have told the Controller that no practical
railroad man is likely t¢ come forward as an op-
erator of the new Fourth avenue subway if he has
to pay a rental that.will cover the interest charge
on the cost of construction. The opinion of these
men is that the Fourth avenue subway never will
be a good paving propesition, as it does not tap a
section that ever will be thickly populated.

“Under the law the Public Service Commission.”
said the Controller vestarday, “can go ahead and
let a contract for building the various sections of
the tunnel.” The Board of Estimate and Apportion-
ment must provide the money. ‘If we've got the
money we, of course, will provide it, but if we
haven't got it, or if other improvements are more
needed than the subway, so that we decide to give
them the right of way, then there will not be
enough money for all of the subway sections. No
one can tell what will happen before the contracts
for all the six sections are awarded.”

After the Public Service Commission awards the
bids for the various sections it doubtless will ask
the Board of Estimate and Apportionment for
money. In the regular course of bu€iness the board
will ask the Controller about the state of the city's
finances, and he probably will ask the Corporation
Counsel for advice. Doing that will earry the tun-
nel project into midsummer, and perhaps over until
fall.

The citv's debt incurring capacity will be in-
creased on July 1 by the addition of the assessed
valuations, giving the city an additional feeway of
at least $40 0000 over and above the margin at
the present time "he Controller is on record as
favoring the building of two sections of the new
subway, so as to bring it up to a junction with the
present subway at ulton street and Flatbush ave-
iie also favors the early completion of the
bridge loop subway, now under way. The Ta-
fayette-Broadway section of the system has not yet
been financed.

Mayor McClellan is determined, no matter what
happens. to leave his successor with from $10.000,000
to $20.000.00 leeway when he retires from office at
the end of next vear.

FOUND DEAD IN INCENDIARY FIRE.
