Louisiana Congressman Says Nation
Is Behind the Times.

“New York Is the metropolis of the Western
Hemisphere, and in this state §ou are tryving to
build a 12-foot waterway. But they are going to
build a 21-fdOt waterway in Canada, connecting the
Great Lakes with the St. Lawrence. Then you wiil
have to look to your lasurels against Montreal '

This was one of the words brought by Congress-
man Joseph E. Ransdell, of Loulsiana, president of
the National Rivers and Harbors Congress, to rep-
resentatives of the press of this city, for whom a
dinner was given last night to meet some of those
interested in the developing the national waterways,
and to listen to their arguments= in favor of a com-
prehensive system of accomplishing this great
work. The obvious thing to do, he said, was to
connect this city with the great Middle West by
inland waterways.

That only 3 per cent of the total appropriations of
the government should be given to the improvement
of waterways, while 8 per cent were devoted to
national defence s&nd

the business interests of the nation. Our country,
he said, had no national programme for the de-
velopment of her waterways and it was to educate
the people to the importance of such a policy of
waterway development that the National ,Rlvm
and Harbors Congress had been organized.

Under the old haphazard policy of development
Congressman Ransdell showed that less than one-
half the amount needed to cary out the plan for
widening the Harlem ship canal to 260 feet and
deepening it to fifteen feet had been appropriated
by Congress in the last twenty-five years. Only
one-tenth of the amount needed to carry out the
proposition to deepen the Ohfo to six feet at mean
low water had been appropriated in the last quarter
of a century. *“Under such a system,” he said,
“what chance have 1ne other waterways of the
country?”

The opposition of the rallroads to the develop-
ment of waterwayvs is a thing of the past, Con-
gressman Ransdell believes. I firmly believe that
if they were relieved of carrying the bulky prod-
he said, “they could add to their profits. We
are greatly behind Germany, France, Holland, Bel-
gium and even Canada in waterway systems, and
if we are going to make progress commercially we
must develop our waterways, which are among the
greatest of our natural resources.”

“President Roosevelt, in his Memphis speech,”
said Congressman E. <. Ellis, of Kansas City, a
member of the River and Harbors Committee of
the House and president of the Missouri River Im-
provement Association, ‘“‘said we had been taken
off our feet by the development of railroads. We
were not only taken off our feet, but we were put
to bed and to sleep—made indifferent to the value
of our great waterways.”
