
The arrangement contemplates the creation
by Panama of a commission of electoral inquiry
with power to investigate all complaints, and
in this inquiry the United States is to Join.
Tie arrangement, with an introductory state-
ment by Secretary Taft. is as follows:

Representations were made to Secretary Taft
that there was likely to be great fraud in the
flections to be held for the Presidency of Pan-
ama on July 12, and the representations .Includ-ed affidavits tending to show that registration
had already been denied to many persons apply-
ing for the same who were entitled to register.
These matters were brought to the attention ofthe Panaman government, and It was pointed
out that if fraud was j*>rmitted in the elections
it would be likely to lead to violence and riot
ann insurrection, contrary to the interests of the
United States, and that itwould then be the duty
of the United States to i*reserve order under the
treaty and the constituted of Panama. Accord-
ingly,the government of Panama approved and
announced the followingarrangements:

1. Commission of electoral inquiry to be cre-
ated by Panama with full power to investigate
complaints of all parties.

". United States to joinin this Inquiry through
Bay agents concurrently, with right to examine
and cross-examine all witnesses concerning
past, present and future proceedings from begin-
ring to end: full righT of inspection and copy of \
ali inscriptions and ascertainment of omissions; '<
tls-o right to aitfnd all sessions of juries of in-
scription and election.

and action.
i.Official declaration h*.- Panama that it de-

fires and assures open, fair and free election
end that result shall not be open to reasonable
doubt.

5. Ifthe United Slates comes to the conclusion I
that material errors or defects are now or here-
after nv»de in electoral proceedings, or that the
right of suffrage has been or may be lost to
citizens through failure of electoral jury to
discharge duties or otherwise, then Panama will
cause same to b» remedied in some lawful man-
T'" In due course before election.

T. Official l*tt«^rs exchanged to-day embody-
ing the foreeoing and Ijhe agents to leave within
fnrty-<->i»rht hours for the interior.

House Republicans to Discuss Anti-
Injunction Measures To-night.

Washington, May 19.— The long deferred confer-

ence on anti-injunction legislation will be.. held by
the Republican members of the House' to-morrow
night, when an attempt will be made to commit
the majority to some measure which will follow
out the recommendations of the President in his
recent messages to Congress. The conference is
the direct result of the efforts of.Representative
Townse-nd. of Michigan, and others, who have
made a consistent fight all through the session for
a modified injunction law.

"Did the engagement engender any ill feel-
ing?"

"The ill feeling would not result like this,"
replied Mr. Sterry.

Mr. Kirby said that the father and son had

had some small differences over their business
relations, but that he had never heard of any
family quarrels. He said he had met the woman
and that she appeared to be about thirty-five

"So far as Iknow," he said, "Mr.Sterry's fam-
ily relations were entire'y harmonious. Mr.
Sterry just looked after the business in a gen-
era! way. while his sons attended to the details.
The only business conversations he had with
them were about the details of the business, and
while there would be at times slight differences
of opinion they never were such as could be
called disputes."

Mr. Sterry said his father was a widower, asked
if he Intended to marry again.

"He was engaged to a young lady in East Or-
ange," Mr. Sterry replied. "Ido not think It
necessary to ghe her name."

Married. -Sterry-Blatkie— At Englewood, N.
J., June 3. 1908, at the residence of Mr. and Mrs.
Cameron Blaikie. by the Rev. Brewer Eddy, of
East < >range, Rachael Briggs Blaikie and George
Edward Sterry.

He was of medium height and did not look his
age by ten years. He was a great traveller and
spent much of his time in Spain, a country of
which he was especially fond and where he had
planned to spend his honeymoon. The flrni of
Weaver & Sterry Is an old and well established
one.

George Sterry. jr.. had lived at the Manhat-
tan Square Hotel for the last three years with
his wife Mrs. Sterry was told over the telephone
Immediately after the shooting that an accident
had happened. When the newspaper men vis-
ited the hotel she met them at the desk and In-
pisted on knowing just what had happened.
The clTk told her. She collapsed.

Mr Pterry and Miss Blaikle had known each
other a long time, she and her sister Julia hav-
ing been friends of Mrs. Sterry. Her father died
two y^ars ago. and since then her brother, I'ara-
eron Blaikie. has occupied the . >lcl Blaikie home-
stead in Eng|e-\vood. Miss Rlaikie has lived in
< >range for the last fifteen years. When the en-
gagement leaked out first Mr. Starry paid, when
pressed fcr a confirmation of the rumor: "Such
an announcement should come in the customary
way, from the friends or relatives of the per-
sons immediately concerned. No one else has
any right to make the announcement, and cer-
tainly no one has any authority to do so."

Mr. Sterry was a director of the Princeton
Theological Seminary, president and a director
of the Bloomfield Mills Company, a director of
the Spring Coal MiningCompany, president and
a director of the firm of Weaver & Starry and
an officer and manager of the Manhattan Eye
and Ear Hospital.

Miss Blaikle gave up her place as teacher on
May 1 to prepare for her marriage. She went
away yesterday morning to spend the day, and
when she returned to her home she was pros-
trated at learning that Mr. Sterry had been mur-
dered. Her pastor, the Rev. Brewer Eddy, of
the Trinity Congregational Church, spent the
evening with her. Other callers were not ad-
mitted to the house.

LARGE FRENCH DEFICIT.

M. Caillaux's Plan to Raise Extra
Revenue of -$8,800,000.

Paris, May 19.--M. Calllaux, the Minister of
Finance, announces that the budget of 1909

shows an estimated deficit of $8,800,000. the rev-
enue being estimated at $785,800,000 and the ex-
penditure at J794, 600.000.

In order to make up the shortage it has been
decided not to issue short term bonds, but to

revise the collection of dues? on stock and bond

transfers and strictly enforce the existing regu-

lations looking to the prevention of the present
frequent evasions of duties In transfers of
realty. These measures, it is estimated, will
produce $6,200,000. A further $2,000,000 will be
obtained by doubling the license fet-s on all sa-
loons where absinthe is srHd, and the remainder
of the deficit willbe made up by slight increase's
in other taxes. The government also intends to

introduce a bill providing that the holders of
monopolies of the water power must pay a per-
centage in their industrial profits as well as a
rent concession.

TREATIES AFFECTING CANADA

Permanent Board of Visitors for
Military Academy.

[From The Tribune Bureau.)
Washington. May 13.

WEST* POINT VISITORS—The Military Acad-
emy appropriation bill contains an important clause
which has the effect of giving permanency to the
board of visitors at that institution. Hitherto this
board has been made up of members of the House
and Senate, with certain civilians added by Presi-
dential appointment, the latter including one. or
two army officers of distinction and rank. This
board has visited th" Military Academy on the oc-

casion of the graduation exercises, and has sub-
mitted a perfunctory report, to which little at-

tention is ever paid. It is understood that most of
the recommendations originate with the officers at

the Military Academy, who must he depended upon
to furnish such a casual board with its informa-
tion. While the report of the board of visitors Is
courteously quoted in the recommendations made
for th» appropriation- for the Military Academy, it
is never considered of much importance, the main
reliance beinsr upon the testimony of the superin-
tendent of the Military Academy before the House
and Senate military committees In determining
what shall bo appropriated. Now It is provided
that the board of visitors shall consist of members
of the Senate and House military committees, and
who shall constitute n joint committee to visit the
Military Academy every year, between November
Iand March 1. in order to see the institution In
operation. The only expense attached to this board
willbe the actual cost of travel between Washing-
ton and West Point. By this means the members
of the military committees will be able to acquire
a knowledge at first band and by personal observa-
tion at West Point and consultation with the offi-
cers on duty there of the needs of th- Military
Academy <
