Tells Rej/hum Restaurant Wouldn't
Serve Uniformed Yeoman.

"Washington. May 23
—

Secretary of the Xavy
Metcalf to-day protected to Mayor Reyburn. of
Philade'.phia. against the action of the proprietor
"fa restaurant on Market street in that city tn
refusing service to V. B. Sturtevant chief yeoman
of the United State« ship Montgomery. Sturtevant
r<T'<Jr:ed to Commander E. Simpson that on the
night of April 25 he and his wife and nephew en-
tered the cafe, but service was refused because he
was in the uniform of an enlisted man of the navy.

Commander Simpson, in his indorsement to the
department, corroborated that report and said
Sturtevant was nubjected to insults and humilia-
tion. Mr. Metcalf. in his letter to Mayor Rey-
buro. said:

The department has long been endeavoring to
secure proper respect for the uniform of the en-

listed men of tiie navy and notes with profound
regret such incidents. Sentiment throughout the
country seems to be turning favorably toward the
enlisted men of both the army and navy, and inmany cities special effort 1? being made in public
place* to show that these men in uniform are
especially welcome.

The Secretary suggests a municipal law to
punish discrimination. !f such a iaw does not al-
ready exist.

186; Jennings,
157; Goodell, 152; Cooke, 14; Dorchester, 146, and
Ma-«on. 133.

Dr. H:rig»!ey. of Minneapolis, lost fifty-one votes
on the ninth ballot from that of the eighth. This
was said by several of his supporters to be due to

the action of a man at Minneapolis in sending tele-
gram? of protest against Dr. Hingeley's election to

a number of the delegates. Dr. Hlcgeley. in dis-
cussing the anaJin I. said he knew the Bender of the
messages, and tnat it was because of personal
animosity toward him. crowing out of his stand on
certain matters of Church policy a number of years
ago.

—

Finances
Mending, He Declares.

Baron Sakatani ex-Minister of Finance of Japan,
as the guest of honor at a luncheon given yesterday
at the Hotel Astor by a committee of Japanese

members of the Japan Society, made his first formal
public statement regarding the financial and com-
mercial situation existing in Japan and the attitude
of his country toward Manchuria. Baron Sakatani
declared that the financial situation of Japan was
stable and that there should be no apprehension

about It. He also took occasion to deny the re-
peated report that he came here to negotiate a
loan for his government. As to the reports of
prejudicial treatment of foreign Interests In Man-
churia by Japan, the baron said that the Tokio
government was maintaining the policy of the open
door, as Insisted upon by the late Secretary Hay.

Baron Sakatani said in the course of his speech:

For twenty-five years Iwas in the service of
the Japanese government, butIam now a private
citizen. Iam not. therefore. in a position to say

anything as an official representative. Allow me.,
however, gentlemen, to avail myself of this occa-
sion and say something about what Ihave con-
stantly in mind.

To begin with. Imust thank the government
and people of this country for the moral support
and good will shown us during the last fifty
years. Iam sure you are all familiar with the
history of friendship between your country and
mine But you must be proud of the important
part taken by many of your countrymen since the
time of Commodore Perry In the work of leading
Japan on to the path of modern civilization.

Though at present Ido not hold any govern-
ment position, Ido not hesitate In the least to
convey to you the gratitude ojf the whole Japanese
nation. No wild rumor is strong enough to dis-
turb this warm friendship and Iam confident that
this traditional relationship will remain In the

: future just as cordial as it has been in the past.
As to the finances of Japan, the critical period

was in the time of war. Now we have success-
folly passed through that important point and
are in the period of readjustment of the war
finance.

The first step taken by the government toward
this end was to establish the means by which we
can gradually refund the principal and interest
of the national loan.?

—
say. in less than thirty

years Ithas been fixed by law that our govern-
ment shall expend annually no less than 110,000.-
000 yen as a sinking fund. At the same time,
however, the government decided to continue the
war taxes to which it had resorted as a war
measure, Strong as was the opposition, the bill
has at last passed the Diet and has become a law.

Foreign critics have often pointed out that
after the three great wars in the course of the
last fifteen years, the expenditure of the Japan-

ese government to be borne by the people has
enormously increased, and they seem to wonder
if the people can really stand such a heavy bur-
den.

It should, however, be remembered that this
apprehension is entertained by those who take
seriously irresponsible utterances of opposite
politicians before a general election, or those who
are not familiar with the real financial strength
of the nation. Ifirmly believe that compared
with some European countries our people's
financial burden is not at all too heavy In pro-
portion to their resources. Itis my great pleas-
ure to tell you that the financial programme and
the budget for the current year, prepared by me
before my resignation, were based on the state of
affairs in th» time of peace.
Ido not mean to say that foreign capital is not

welcome in Japan. Ihave always entertained an
idea that the development of communication and
transportation is the most important factor of the
country's progress. My trip to America has made
my conviction in this respect firmer than ever. I
can assure you, gentlemen, that the financial situ-
ation of our government is so stable and sound that
it admits of no apprehension whatever, yet the in-
troduction of foreign capital is certainly a desid-
eratum of our industrial community.

To my great regret. Inote that now and then
there were circulated here in America, as well as
In Europe, the rumor that the Japanese authori-
ties are acting in Manchuria somewhat prejudicial
to foreign interests there. But. gentlemen, let me
assure you that in any part of the Far East Ifall
to find any ground of conflict between America and
Japan with reference to our respective commercial
Interests. The go-called equal opportunity and
open door policy, as admirably Insisted upon by
your gallant diplomat and great statesman, the late
John H«y are just exactly what our government in
Tokio stands for.

Jacob H. SchJff In his toast to the Empsror of
Japan said that the people of this country had a
lesion to learn from Japan in regard to the spirit
of respect with which the head of the nation was
treated and the protection which was accorded to
him arainst undue criticism.

Chicago, May —A revolutionary revision of or ,
even the abolition of th* Constitution of the United
States was* advocated by Professor Zueblin, of the
University of Chicago, in an address delivered at
the annual banquet of the Psi Upsilon Alumni As-

sociation of the Northwest last r.iyhr
Professor Zueblin spoke on "The Fundamental

Fallacy of Our Government
'

He Illustrated his
theory with criticisms of American political con-
ditions. Next to the "foolishness of our institu-
tions." he viewed. with disgust the "lack of intelli-
gence of the electorate." In fact, he declared that !
the average Swiss herdsman was "thousands of
feet above the average American college graduate j
or business man in political intelligence.

"We have a habit of proudly applying to our- }
selves a phrase about "government of the people. :

for the people and by the people." said the speaker.
••We really think that It applies to us. We think
that we elect our Presidents; but we do not.

"We think that we are governed by a Congress
which we elect," he continued. "In reality, we
elect the members of a pleasant club, which meets

in Washington and selects a Speaker. Czarism Is
a modest and inadequate term to apply to the
Speaker of the House. The Senators willbe soon
elected by popular vote. But why should they be ,
elected it all? The Senate is a sort of vermiform
appendix to the body politic. In short, we are the
most hidebound , unthinking people that ever were
so conceited as to attempt self-government."

The professor prophesied the coming of woman
suffrage, and also declared that workingmen were
practically as much disfranchised as the women.
