SOCIAL REVOLUTIONISTS ON TRIAL.

A Long Struggle Over the Dreiffus
Case Foreseen.

Paris. June 6.
—
In view of the attempt to kill

Major Dreyfus on Thursday particular interest at-
taches to words uttered by Emile Zola, now made
public for the first time in the last volume of
Re'nach's history of the Dreyfus affair, which ap-
pears to-day. A group of admirers visited Zola a
year before his death and presented to him a medal
to mark his famous letter. "J'accuse." Zola told his
visitors he did rot rejoice in his victory. "Dreyfus
is free.

"
he paid, "but Frajice is still sick. The

profound malady from which the French people
suffer Is that, monarchical and Napoleonic by tradi-
tion, they subordinate justice to politics and right
to interest, which in the final analysis means to
force."

Zola paid it would require more than a few-
months or years to cure the French people of this
malady. "In every country every age witnesses
actors 1n great events that involve moral revolu-
tions, whether political or religious, and that re-
main unreconstructed to the end,

"
he concluded,

"and it is only the succeeding generation. Which
has not lived through the struggle, trmt is able to
see things from a standpoint different from that
of their fathers."

The excitement caused by Gresrori's attempt Is
rapidly subsiding. It is now apparent that the
Clemenoe&u government does not intend to play
Into the hands of the Nationalists by reviving the
old issue, of which the country is weary, and the-
Republican press generally ie co-operating with the
government in minimizing the importance of the
outrage, and ignoring the vaporings of the Na-
tionalist press.

M. Maurraa publishes to-day another violently
worded editorial in "L'Action Franchise, "

saying
that the "cause of the King" Eoon will overthrow
the "Dreyfus republic." He mentions rumors of
his approaching arrest, and defies the government
to proeecute him.

Foreign Envoys, Except Mr. White,

Severely Criticised.

Paris. June 6.—The Clemenceau Cabinet, which
came into office on October 22, 1006. has weath-
ered many storms, and its downfall has been fre-
quently predicted, but never with such confi-
dence as when If.Clemenceau, notwithstanding

his narrow majority of 150 against 107 votes in
the Senate, pluckily decided to transfer Emilo
Zola's body to the Pantheon. Events, aided by

tho hazard revolver shots of the crank Gregori.-

who aimed at Dreyfus, but who,has practically

killed the Nationalist party in France, have
made the present Cabinet, in spite of the dis-
tasteful Income tax bill, more popular .and
stronger than ever.

The opinion of the masses of the people w.is

far from unanimous in regard to the tribute

that M. Clemeneeau accorded to Zola, not be-
cause of lingering doubts as to the guilt of
Dreyfus or to disparagement of Zola's moral
heroism, but because it was thought wiser that

ten years should elapse after the death of any

Frenchman before giving his body the honor of
burial in the Pantheon. The indignation aroused
by the attempted assassination of Dreyfus has
now brought about a revulsion of feeling which
enthusiastically supports If. Clemenceau's ac-
tion concerning Zola, and the Prime Minister,

who has overturned more governments than any

other man living, is now playfully nicknamed,

even by his opponents, "Clemeneeau le Per-
petuel."

Another and unlocked for factor InM. Clemen-
ceau's renewed popularity was. the attitude of
the ambassadors and ministers accredited to *he
French Republic in regard to the national cere-
mony at the Pantheon. The American Ambas-

sador. Henry White, was the only foreign am-
bassador who was present inside the Pantheon
during the Zola ceremonies. The absence of all
the others seem? to be too singular a coincidence
to be altogether unintentional. The Ambassador
of Austria-Hungary reached Paris from Vienna
the day after the ceremony. Considerable com-
ment was caused by the absence of the Russian
Ambassador, while Pir Francis Bertie, the Brit-
ish Ambassador, the ambassador of the entente
cordiale, was represented at the Pantheon by a
modest attache., and the German Ambassador's
absence passed without remark.

This frigid bearing of the foreign representa-

tives here in regard to the Clemenceau Cabinet
is felt to be something more than mere chance,

and a prominent French ptatssman remarked to-
day to your correspondent: "The American Am-
bassador was the only one who saw fit to give

evidence of moral courage by remaining insensi-
ble to the subtle, polished irony of the reaction-
ary smart society of the Faubourg Saint-Germain
and to go in person to the Pantheon and asso-
ciate himself officially as a participant in the
honors accorded to Zola by President Fallieres
and the government of the French Republic."

Other comments elicited by this unexpected
bearing of the diplomatic corps were that on
such an important occasion the correct course
would have been for the foreign embassies to
have remained away altogether or else to have
come out flat-footed and attended the ceremony

with the ambassador himself at the head of hi3
etaff, as was done by Mr. White.

The outcome of this diplomatic tempest in a
teapot is that republican France will never bo
likely to forget the friendly act of the American
Ambassador, and also that the Clemenceau Cabi-
net Is more firmly seated in the saddle than
ever. C. L B.

Mme. Gould's brother, at the marriage is Improb-
able, as business Interests demand his presence in
the United States.

Douma Obstinate in Spite of Pleas

of Premier Stoh/pin.
St. Petersburg. June The Douma. to-night by

a vote of 194 to 78 rejected tha Item in the naval
budget appropriating $5,500,000 to lay the keels of
four battleships during the current year. This vote
Is tantamount to a vote of lack of confidence In
the present officials of the Ministry of Marine, and
many resignations from this ministry are expected
to follow.

The debate on the budget was continued to-day,
and Premier Stolypin made his final effort to obtain
the naval appropriations, the first of which is for
the, construction of four battleships. He threw the
fullweight of his personal influence and popularity
Into the scale, but he acknowledged that he was
speaking in a lost cause. M. Guchkoff. Octobrist,
and the other party leaders purported the proposal
that the appropriations be rejected. Professor
Mikhail Y. Kapustin, Octobrist, was the only Dep-
uty to make a. plea for the immediate construction
of Th?« battleship fleet.

*
C

M. Guchkoff. who was applauded by the Radicals
and the Conservatives, as well as by the Octob-
rists, attacked ex-Viceroy Alexieff. He mentioned
the former Viceroy by name as the "evil genius
who was mainly responsible for the disasters sus-
tained In (he Russo-Japanese War." Not only hari
he not been punished, the Octrobrist leader said,
but he was to-day a"member of the Council of
Empire and had a voice In deciding naval fliies-
tlons.. Continuing, M. Guehkoff alluded to tho re-
cent report that Alexieff was to be appointed Min-
ister of Marine, saying he had been unable to ob-
tain an unequivocal denial of this rumor. Reform
in the Ministry of Marine had not yet heen accom-
plished, he said, in spite of the orders issued by
Emperor Nicholas and the lavish promises of the
government, and the refusal of funds to build bat-
tleships was the only means of forcing a liquidation
of the affairs of the old naval regirnV

In closing. M. Guehkoff demanded the appoint-
ment of a commission to investigate thoroughly the
conditions in the Admiralty and the fleet and to
report to the Emperor and the Doumu.

Premier Stolypin made no attempt to palliate the
offences of the so-called "Tsu Shlma" ministry,
but he said lhe higher personnel of the ministry
had been entirely changed since the war ami that
a full reorganization of the department was soon
to be executed. Thanks to the existence of the
Douma, he said, the old evils could not he repeated.
The refusal of the appropriations, M. Stolypin said,
would leave the country whollydefenceless at sea
and would not only deprive officers and men of an
opportunity to get training on modern vessels, but
would paralyze all progress in the navy.
