TEA TRADES GROWTH

DUE TO MODERN METHODS

Has Taken New Lease of Life—
Latest Development.

1t is gratifying to note the signs of a revival in
this old trade; it really seems to have been born
again. This new birth would seem to date bacdk
to the early part of 1%06. Up to then the trade
had languished. The contributing causes were
many. but the chief of them seems to have been
jack of aggressiveness in an age of keen com-
petition, where old-fashloned trade methods, while
they may avail to keep trade enterprises afloat,
seldom win for them a place in the lead of mod-
ern mercantile endeavor.

With the appearance in The Tribune's columns
of a series of educational articles on tea—the first
of these articles was printed in The Tribune of
June 10, 1906—the tide seems to have turned.
Whether this exhaustive discussion of tea, in all
its phases, reawakened in the public an appftne
for *‘the cup that cheers but not inebriates,’”” or
whether it merely gave the venders of tea the nec-
essary inspiration and afforded inviting epportu-
nity for renewed effort, boots little, but the fact re-
mains that the matter of these articles was exten-
sively disseminated throughout the country, both
through daily and trade journals, and by the mem-
bers of the tea and grocery, trades, and the coinci-
dent increase of tea consumption must, therefore,
be in some measure accredited to that influence.

Still, an examination of tea statistics discloses
evidence of a more potent factor; and that proves
to have been the phenomenal growth in the de-
mand for the tea of Ceylon—a demand created by
the intelligent and organized etforts of the planters
of that isie of the Orient, under the auspices of
government. Some fourteen years
since, with the consent of the latter, the planters
levied upon themselves a “cess,”” or tax, the
proceeds -of which were tu be devoted to intro-
ducing their product intc other countries. For
twelve of these years, their competent commis-
sioners to this country had made steady, and
even flattering., progress in gaining a foothold
here tor Ceylun tea, then, a vacancy OCCUrring,
the “‘Committee of Thirty'—the committee having
1he “cess” in charge—opened up a competition for
the lucrative and honorable, and therefore highly
desirable, post of Ceylon Tea Commissioner to
America. From among thirty-nine theoretically
anda practically weil educatea contestants, the
“Thirty Committee,” as it is familiarly called, had
—as il has turned out—the good fortune to select
an American reared Ceylon tea planter. His meth-
ods, which—to select the least uncomplimentary
of the descriptions given them—were revolutionary
to a degree,

were most certainly a revelation o
the plodding members of the old-fashioned tea
trade. That they were bold and aggressive, it is
true, but they were born of no mean strategic
ability—which presupposes the possession of fine
powers of analysis—and of the courage and deci-
sion that mark the born pioneer, and were sus-
tained and carried to success by his unrelaxing
vigor and vigilance and through his intimate knowl-
eage and thorough mastery of all the forces that
could be brought into action.

As the subject is new to The Tribune's readers
they will find interesting this brief description of
the training which fitted Ceylon’s last American
Commissioner, Walter A. Courtney, for his arduous
task, even though it invelves the slight digression
in the way of a few words as to that young gen-
tleman's—he is only thirty-five years old—history:
The son of the Bishop of Nova Scotia, he received
his early education in the Staces—his father then
being rector of a Boston cl urch—and was after-
ward graduated with the degree of B. A. at King's
College, Windsor, Nova Scotia. It was in his sub-
sequent travels abroad that he made choice of his

career; tea culture invited him, and with char-
acteristic promptness he entered into an apprenc
ticeship at the business. English by birth and
ancestry, he natura:ly selected Ceylon, a British
possession, as the field upon which to win his
spurs. As a premium paying pupil he entered

into the employ of one of the island’s great tea
plantations.

And what a school it proved! A school in which
the hours of rest and recreation were few, and
thosé of work and study many and long; one in
which the tasks were complex and difficult, and in
which the curriculum usually consumed elght of
the best years of the ordinary  pupil's lifetime;
years in which several degrees of assisting super-
intendence had to be passed ere that of chief was
finally reached. But if they were years of travall,
this practical school turned out at last a many-
gided and well equipped business man. To muster
coolie labor at daybreak r vear after year; to
divide it into gangs and apportion its tasks,; to
supervise the latter; to adjudicate its differ-
ences, to reconcile its feuds, to heal its sick,
and to administer rewards and punishment among
those children of a larger growth; to learn
farm building constructicn; t> look after the re-
pair and running of machinery—the making of
roads—the felling and clearing of jungles, and
the preparation of new fields —the various cultiva-
tion processes—the keeping of what are said to be
the most elaborate accounts in the world—the buy-
ing of plantation supplies, and the {ssuing of
game—the daily harvesting and manufacturing. and
packing of the plantation’s products—and to inter-
sperse among these multifarious duties the scien-
tific study of soil care and culture, of plant prun-
ing, and of manufacturing processes, all these tasks,

faithfully and conscientiously undertaken, can but
result in the rounding out of a man’s character,
and in the production of a first-class man of af-
fairs. And when one breaks the record, as did
Mr. Courtney, by crowding this eight years' cur-
riculum into the space of three years and nine
months—the period at which he, still a youth,
ascended to the position of superintendent—he must
have tremendous grit and staying power, as well
as exceptional mental capacityv. It was this record
that won him the coveted post in America.

And he has Hved up to his record, here. With
ready intuition he grasped the situation in the
American tea trade,and divined the causes of its then
state of Inertia; and with characteristic prompti-
tude he set about revising old methods. These may
briefly be described as the bringing here of teas
which producers wished to sell, rather than those
which the consumers wished to buyv. He first set
about acquainting himself with the tastes of the
people of the different locales, with the characteris-
tics of their environment—as regards climate,
water, etc.—and then he proceeded to instruct his
people at home, and the middlemen here, as to
how to supply thosa varying tastes and needs.
certainly stirred things up! Even in a
country used, as this i{s, to independent methods,
old business men stood aghast at some of his
measures. Later they recognized their efficacy.
They had to; for the results justified them.

The consumption of Ceyvlon tea increased more
in the two vears of his stewardship than they had
in the five vears preceding: and these two vears
have not been propitious to trade generzlly—as this
country knows to its cost. Tt is true, however,
that in the tea trade there was no panic; on the
contrary, prices went up. It is, and always has
been, a sound and a profitable business: one in
which failures are extremely rare, and in which
that bane of all trade: the .bad debt, is seldom
encountered. Nevertheless, to have increased the
eonsumption of Ceylon tea from 18.995000 in 1905 to
24.500.000 in 197 is to have accomplished a remark-
able feat; and the *Thirty Committee” has—as
enthusiastically as it has been possible for it to

express its appreciation in the staid verbiage which !

usually obtains in the minutes of a business meet-
ing—so recorded iteelf as thinking.

For the reason that it has accomplished the pur-
pose for which it was originally levied, the estab-
lishment of a tea trade with this country, the
“cess’ has been practieally discontinued: and. as a
consequence, the office of Tea Commissioner for
the United States and Canada has ceased to exist
with the expiration of Mr Courtney’s engagement.

But so good a man of affairs has not failed to
discover in his two vears’ canvass of this coun-
try, and in his exhaustive study of its methods,
it needs and its resources, that there is a splen-
did field open here, for him. in his private capac-
itv. and somewhat along the lines of his past ser-
vice in the commissionership He has been con-
firmed in this opinion by many of the best in-
formed and most influential members of the trade
throughout the country And he has, consequent-
lv. formed the corporation of W. A. Courtney &
Co.. with offices at Nos. 97 and 99 Water street,
and in Colombo, the chief business of which will
be the impeortation of Cevlon tea and its distribu-
tion thronghout the United States and Canada
He has associated with himself the experts of the
Cevlon Tea Commission, admittedly the best quall-
fied in their line in this country, and these will be
in charge of the buyving and blending in Colombo
and here. Their peculiar and Intimate knowledge
of the requirements of the American trade, com-
hined with their Cevlon experience and connec-
tions, will, it is thought, prove one of the corpora-
tion's most valuable assets

Mr. Courtney’s ahility to complete advantageous
arrangements with one of the strongest and
shrewdest managed British banks, arrangements
that will Hmit the capital requirements of
the company. and provide for the legitimate
and practically unlimited exnansion of its
bnsiness, not only enables the concern to
enter upon f{ts career most auspiciously, but
{s in (itself tha highest bpossible indorsement
of the character and business attainments of
its president, Mr. Courtnev himself. If these
last needed any further indorsement it is to be
found in the fact that, though the subscription
books of the new company have been but recently
opened, Inscribed thereon will be found the names
of many of the representatives of America’s heav-
jest business interests. As soon as all the neces-
sary working capital 1s subscribhed, the company
will enter upon its active and, it is thought. suc-
cessful career. At a time when the great indus-
trial and public utility corporations do not offer
attractive investments, it might appear a hazard-
ous undertaking to launch a new enterprise, but
