THE U. S. LOSING TRADE.

American Railroads Rcfuse to Re-

duce Ratcs on Export Grain.

The grain export trade of New York and other
T'nited States Atlantic ports is being endangered by
the refusal of the American rallroads to reduce
tnland railroad rates on export traffic 1o a figure
that would enable the steamship lines at these
points to compete successfully with the steamers
that load at Montreal. As things stand at present
Montreal steamers can load grain at 2i; cents a
bushel Jower carriage charge than at this port, and
#s a result the Canadian citr is getting the bulk of
the trade.

Because of the higher rate here the White Star
Line, after trylng unsuccessfully to obtain from the
railmoads rates which would put the export trade of
New York on a parity with the Canadian port, has
snnounced the withdrawal from freight service of
five of it8 large cargo steamers which have been
making weekly trips between this port and Liver-
pool.

Thesa boats—the Cevic, the Bovic, the Georgic,
the Armenian and the Victorian—will be laid off a2t
Liverpool immediately. A representative of the line
#ald yesterday the present intention was to stop the
weekly service carried on by these boats until
around September, when grain from the Southwest
will begin to come in. Grain from that part of the
oruntry has to be delivered for export either at
New Orleans or New York, and the lower rates to
Montreal will not affect it. A large number of
*jongshoremen, trimmers, etc., will suffer by the
taking off of these freighters.

The grain merchants and steamship men of this
city are greatly wrought up over the action of the
raliroads in refusing 1o lower their rates, notwith-
standing the fact that they have a great number
of idle cars on hand which they could put into use,
These interests point cut that the roads carrying
ezst of Buffalo business are charging higher rates
than they have recelved in other years. The rates
now are based on 5% cents “at and east of”’ Buffalo,
whereas 3 cents heretofore has ‘been considered a
remunerative figure.

A return to the old rate, these interests say, would
put the export trade here on the same footing as at
Montreal. The managers of the Produce Exchange
have taken up the guestion, and a determined effort
will be made by them, acting in co-operation with
the steamship and grain interests, to induce the
raliroads to grant a reduction.

U. P. ALLOTMENT LETTERS TO-MORROW

Large Subscriptions for New Bonds To Be
Cut to 60 Per Cent.

Kuhn, loeb & Co. announced yesterday that
sllotment letters for the new Union Pacific first llen
&nd refunding morigage 4 per cent bonds would be
sent out to-morrow aftarnoon. Investment sub-
scriptions for small amounts will be awarded in
full, while large subscriptions will be reduced, ac-
cording to their character, down to & per cent.

It 3= understood that the amount of the jssue
aliotted to London was £4,000,000. This had all been
subscribed for on Thursday morning, and the Lon-
don issuing bouses thereupon promptly closed the
subscription. The New York issue, which was kept
open until Friday mornlug, was largely oversub-
wcribed.

Tt was explained thet the reason no syndicate was
formed was because the price which the company
received for the bonds was within s0 narrow a
margin of the issue price—the bankers, moreover,
paying the Englieh stamp of % per cent and all
other expenses of the issue—that there would have
been no profit for & syndicate unless the issue price
%o the public bad been meatsrially increased.

Coptracts for the bonds “when and as fssued”
were admitted to quotation on the 8Stock Exchange
yesterday. They are to be dealt in at & price and
4nterest from Jume 1, 19  As to the incident of
the bonds touching the price of % on the curb
oz Fritay morning, only a few bonds were sold at

that figure, and the quotation immediately recovered
to about the issue price. There is sald to be evi-
dence to prove that the sudden offering down of the
bonds to % was a dellberate bear manceuvre, ef-
fected to bring down the price of Unlon Pacifie
stock.

TEXAS CENTRAL DIVIDEND PASSED.

The usual annual dividend of & per cent on
the common stock of the Texas Central Railroad
Company has been passed. This action is due to
three serious washouts on the line of the road in
April and May and to the smallness of tij: pres
ent cotton crop. The company pald 23 per cent
a year on ite common stock from 1902 to 1904,
inclusive, and 5 per cent from 1905 to 1507, in-
clusive.

The directors of the Standard Coupler Com-
pany on Friday declared the regular semi-annual
dividend of 4 per cent oy the preferred stock, but
took no action on the common dividend. Last
December a dividend of 214 per cent was declared
on the common stock. The omission of the divi-
dend at this time is due to the desire of the com-
pany 1o conserve its resources, in view of the
business depression.

SHOOTS ENTIRE FAMIL)

Mother, Evidently Insane, Slays
Herself, Husband and 5 ( ‘hildren.
Cadillac, Mich., June 13.—Seven persons, all of

the family of Mr. and Mrs. Daniel Cooper, except
one son, were murdered some time last night, prob-
ebly by the wife and mother. Fred Cooper, the
son, was seriously wounded. In every instance the
victims were killed with & builet through the
head. The dead are: Daniel Cooper, forty-
eight vears old; Mrs. Cooper, forty-five years old;
Harry, aged fourteen: Inez, aged eleven: Samuel,
aged ten; Georgiana, aged five, and Florence, aged
one and one-half years.

It is believed Mrs. Cooper committed the mur-
ders and then killed herself. She was once con-
fined in an insane asylum, and for some time Had
been brooding over the fact that Cooper was out

of work. A few days ago she is reported to have
said she would *“‘end it allL"”
Developments indicate that the crazed mother

first chloroformed the members of the family before
shooting them. There were no signs of a struggle
nor were there powder marks, which indicates that
the woman stood some distance away in firing the
shots. A four-ounce chloroform bottle was found
in one of the rooms.
