War Waged to Exterminate the
Mosquito Pest.

[{From The Tribune Bureau, ]
Washington, June 16
MILITARY OPERATIONS FOR HEALTH.—The
svarfare on the mosguito is being continued with

great activity by the army surgeons. As a result |

of their observations, principally in Cuba and later
on the isthmus and m Porto Rico, the experts have
concluded that an improvement in army health
will be effected by the destruction of the disease
carrying type of mosquitoes. Most of the army
posts are found to have these pestiferous and men-
acing mosquitoes in greater or less volume, and
jt is @desired that means be taken to eradicate
the nuisance, which is, of course, something more
than & nuisance when it affects the health of a
military community. Careful instructions have
been prepared In the office of the surgeon general
of the army for the eradication of the pests, and
§1 is expected that these measures wiil do much to
prevent disease. The record made by the army
surgeons in Cuba since the advent of the army
of Cuban pacification has been the establishment
of a sick rate in the island which is as favorable
#s that of the United States, when it is considered
that the army surgeons have found conditions =0
much worse that the achievement is a great credit
to the system of sanitation established and main-
tained by the medical department in Cuba. These
results, it may be added, have been attained by
the assistance of the line officers ofithe army, who
have been energetic and persistent in their enforce-
ment of the regulations

TAMMANY AS A MODEL

Social Workers Urged to Emulate
Some of Its Methods.

Talking 1o the first seesiorn of the Summer School

yw at the Charities Building yeste 3

m i Professor Samuel lindsay recomme

e assembled social workers to emulate the effi-

ciency of Tammany Hall and to make friends with
the local boss.

“A city philanthronist told me,” said Professor
Lindsay, “that if there was an eviction or any such
catestrophe in the mneighborhood the Tammany
leader always knew about it before he did. The
moral from that is that we must either make Tam-
many philanthropic or make the Charity Organiza-
tion Society as efficient as Tammany.”

As for the boss, Professor Lindsay said he could
be made wery useful, though he needed education
&nd regulation.

“He knows just how much you count for,” said
Professor Lindsay. “He knows whether you are an
snfluence to be reckoned with in the homes where
wvou visit or whether you are & mere machine carry-
ing package.”

rofesser Lindsay's subject was ““The Relation of
the Social Worker to the Government,” and he
pointed out that no social worker could do efficient
work without understanding this relation.

“Pacple often say that the poor have no interest
§n the government because they have no property,
and that & vote is useful to them only because they
can sell 1t for @ cents; but as a matter of fact the
government means vastly more to the poor than to
the rich.” said Professor Lindsay. *If the govern-
ment is bad and allows our water supply to be
polluted, you and T can drink bottled water; but the
poor have no escape. If the city is not kept clean
and decomeg unhealthy in summer, the well-to-do
can take their children and go to the country. They
take themselves out of the situation, It is easier
than changing it. But the poor must stay here.
When the poor man sells his vote he sells the only
weapon he has to protect himself from a hundred
evils which the rich can easily avoid by other
aneans. JIf the poor man knew the value of his vole
he wouldn't scll it for 30 cents, and it should be the
duty of the social worker to teach him the
