Trip to Princeton To-day—lmpor-

June 2^.-All arrangements have

been made for the trip of the President to

Princeton to-morrow to attend the funeral of

ex-President Cleveland. A special train of two

cars will convey the President to Long Island

City Here a tu«r will be waiting to take him

to Jersey City, where another special train will

he taken for Princeton. If schedule time Is

made the party will reach Princeton at 4:4.»

and begin the homeward trip at 6 p. m.

Oyster Bay will he readied at 0:15.
Mr?. Roosevelt and Secretary I»eb will ac-

company* the President to Princeton, and the

usual secret service guard will be taken along

to protect the Executive.
On Saturday the President will hold an im-

portant conference with Secretary Taft and

several mem hers of the. Republican National

Committee. Itis expected that the selection of

the chairman will be announced after the con-

ference. General Luke E. "Wright, who is to

succeed Secretary Taft in the War Department,

will meet the Secretary in New York and ac-

company him to Oyster Bay.

THE PRESIDENTS PLANS.

The prohibition now under consideration Is
not new. Ithas been a feature of the municipal
law for years, but up to the present time itnan
been a dead letter.

Ample
authority Is given to that branch of the city
government to abate anything which it regards
detrimental to the public health.

the Imard has decided to suspend its order. A
slay of proceedings has been granted, ami final
action is to be. deferred for several days.

The propriety of tolerating dogs at all In a big
city is a question about which there is and al-
ways willbe a wide difference of opinion. Inmore
senses than one they constitute a nuisance. On
the other hand, dogs manifest such intelligence
and affoctlon and at times prove so useful that
they not only endear themselves to their posses-
sors but frequently excite the admiration of the
disinterested. In such a conflict of Interest, ob-
viously, a compromise is demanded which shall
permit the owners of valuable dogs to keep
them, and at the same time protect the public
from serious harm.

DTt. DARLINGTON A\D THE DOGF.
It seemed probable early this week that the

owners of dogs in New York f'Jty would learn
thai something besides a license was necossnry to

avert Interference with their pets in public
places. Neglect to get a license has hitherto
exposed these nulmals to ttie risk of seizure and
imprisonment in the pound. That danger Ptill
exists, hut an entirely different one was threat
enetj. There was a prospect lhat dogs appearing
in the ptreetfl without either muzzle or leash
would promptly be Hhot by n duly authorized
person.

We may add without offence that it ha? still
further significance than that. It has now and
then been intimated that this country hap few
or no friends among the nations of South Amer-
ica, and that all those countries are inclined to
a solidarity among themselves against us. This
present incident should be sufficient to dismiss
tliar idea. We have no doubt that Brazil is :is

willingand as glad thus to exercise her good

ofti.-es in OUT behalf toward Venezuela as she
would be to enjoy our good offices In ense she
should have a controversy with a European
power, or as we ourselves wore to serve Colom-
bia in that way when her relations with Venez-
uela were severed.-

The peculiar interest of the present case re-
sides in the identity of the country to whose
diplomatic representative American •interests in
Venezuela are confided. It certainly has not
been a common Thing for the United States thus
(o seek the good oflk'os of a South American re-
public Not many years ago to have done so
would have been to excite much remark, ifnot
protests. Now. however, the thing is done as
though it were as customary as it undoubtedly

is proper. It means, of course, both a fine degree
of friendship between Brazil and the United
States and a recognition of Brazil's equality with
the other great powers of the world in stability

and integrity.

BRAZIL'S GOOD OFFICES.
A significant and decidedly gratifying feature

Of tho suspension of American diplomatic rela-
tions with Venezuela 1? to be found in the fact
that American Interests in that country have
been intrusted

—
of course, without representa-

tive capacity or obligations
—

to Ihe Brazilian Le-
gation. The good offices of Brazil will therefore
be exercised in behalf of Americans inVenezuela
until such time as direct relations between the

two countries are restored, and communications
between Caracas and Washington willhe trans-
mitted through the Brazilian legations.

It is no uncommon thing for one country thus
to serve another. Indeed, it is a usual thing in
case of war or serious breach of diplomatic in-
tercourse. The United States has both exercised
its good offices for others and had others exer-
cise their good offices for it. On at least two oc-
casions American ministers have undertaken the
protection of Venezuelan citizens in a foreign
land, and nt least once an American minister In
Venezuela hap been charged with the protection
of the interests of another country there. The
practice is well recognized in international law
and is a commendable exhibition of International
comity.
