METHOD oOF APPOINTMENTSASAn impertant
decision has bean reached by the War Department
respecting the right of appointment of cadets-nt-
large at the Military Academy and those from the
states credited to Senators and Representatives.
A law was enacted some time ago changing the
beginning of the academic year from June 1 to
March 1, and under the statutes those who make
nominations for cadets at West Point may des-
iznate the appointee one year in advance of the
date of admission to the Military Academyf. This
is with the idea that the 'young men may be able to
yrepare themselves for the entrance examination.
This change in the date of entrance from June 1
to March 1 has a peculiar effect this year, as on
March 4 the President and some of the Senators
and Representatives will go out of office. TIf the
entrance data remained June 1 their successors in
office would have the privilege of filling the vacan-
cles in the corps of cadets at West Point. Tt be-
came a quéstion, therefore, whether the present in-
cumbents, whose terms expire a few days after
March 1, should designate the cadets who were to
be admitted to the Military Academy on March 1,
1910. Tt has been decided that since the law is
specific on the subject and the appointing power,
whether the President, a Senator or a Representa-
tive, may nominate a cadet one vear in advance of
tha date of entrance, there is no question that this
designation may be made on March 1, 1309, even by
those whose terms of offica expire three days
later,

REFRIGERATED POWDER.—The experts who
have to do with the equipment of ships of war are
now engaged on a problem which has been creatad
by the introduction of smokeless powder. It has
been found by the ordnance officers that the safety
of shipe carryving this ammunition requires that tha
magazines where it is stored ghall he protected
from excessive heat. It is necessary to install
some epecial means of lowering the temperature in
the neighborhood of magazines on account of the
little knawn affect of heat on smokeless powder.
Tt i= estimated that the temperature should be
at least 15 degrees lower than in the case of brown
powder, when it was easyv enough to preserve the
temperature by keeping all pipes away from the
magazines. Now it will be necessary to introduce
cold air & as to maintain the necessarily low tem-
perature, which means a factor of safety in the
case of smokeless powder carried in the magazines
of vesgels of war. ("onsideration was given to this
question by the officers attached to the Atlantie
fleet on the trip from Hampton Reads to the west
coast, and it has heen the subject of some special
recommendations by ordnance officers and the
naval consetructer wheo accompanied the fleet.

the population in most of the old ward divisi
has decreased. In this time, of the six wards
showing a decrease amounting to all of 22 per
cent., four are below Canal street, and the two
others just above it on the west side of the city.

janitors of office and business buildings. The old
uptown wards have shown a growth as phenom-
enal as the falling off in the lower part of the
eity. Increasing 39 per cent. in twenty-five years,
while the district between 4th and 40th streets
has remained almost stationary.

Based partly on the results of this investigation
the standing committee savs that by 1920 3312
additional hoepital beds will be required. Emer-
gency hospitals to care for the increased needs of
the city are recommended to he built at fourteen
points. By the end of the next twalve years these
hospitals or emergency relief stations will have
to be raplaced, the report says, by larger struc-
tures. Two hundred beds will be needed on the
lower East Side near the Bowery and Spring
strest: 200 more should he added to the new Har-
lem Hospital, and 200 more will have to be added
tn ecare for those sent to the new Comey Tzland
Hoaspital. One hundred beds, the report says, will
be needed to replace the suggested ambulance
stations near Flushing avenue and Broadwar.
Barongh Park and Newton, and the same numbe
af rooms will have to be added to the New Ford-
han: Hospital. Cumberland street Hospital and
the new RBRradford Street Hospital

The fulfilment of the plan would mean an aver-
age annual increase of 276 heds In the next twalve
vears, but the repert savs that the suggested pro-
;-pduro_ would give the most efficient gervice at the
lawest possible cost.

It 1= algo recomnmended in the report that steps
he taken immediately to procure heospital sites in
all the outlving districts where land may now ha
obtained at a reasonable rate. Five ambulance or
emergency stations are needed at once, savs the
report. The sites suggested for these atations are
as follows:

Tt is recommended that a hospital te contain net
more than 1.5 beds be er:cted at each end of

devoted to a park, after the remoaval of the alms-
house and penal institutions. This central space.
amounting to perhaps three-quarters of the area
of the isiand, could also be used, as the future
demanded, for additional hospital pavilions.

Concerning the recent plans for enlarging Beile-
vue Hospital, the report says:

The present plan, as approved by the city au- |
thorities, upon which construction has made some
progress. provides for an ample allowance of
floor space and cubic air space for two thousand
heds. If it were possible to reduce this number
somewhat—say to sixteen hundred beds—with-

out impairing the value of the plan as a whole,
and with a view to expending the amount so
saved in the eraction of other hospitals elsewhere, |
we belleve that sueh a step would be wise. It
cannot be too strongly stated. however, that the
total number of additional beds needed in Man-
hattan and The Bronx by 1912 will be largely in
excess of sixteen hundred. We are of the opinion.
however. that bevond enlarging Ballsvua to six-
teen hundred beds the excess should be located |
referably elsewhere than at Zfth street and the
sast River.

Homer Folks, Commissioner of (Charities under
Mayor Low, is secretary of the commitfee.
