It was
generally belioeved that Commander Peary had lim-
ited the personnel of the expedition to his captain,
his secretary, his surgeon and his crew of eleven
men, but it was said yesterday that a son of Lieu-
tenant Colonel Henry D. Borup. of the University
Club, would be taken along by the explorer.

Commander Peary will not board the Roosevelt
at Newfoundland as was expected. He is now in
Maige, but will arrive here on Monday. A tele-
gram was received from him vesterday commend-
ing the work of the crew and urging them to have
the steamer ready for departure on July 1.
