Nimbus jumped away in front, but Roseben joined
him in the first half mile, and they raced head

were passed. Roseben was on the outside, and this
in itself proved just enough of a handicap to en-
compass his defeat.

The opening closed up, however,
as he made his move, and Peter Quince almost
ran up on the heels of Nimbus and Roseben.
