Eeached Eighteen-Year Record Were Low-
ered by Business Depression.

"Washington. July Wholesale, prices reached a
higher level last year than at any time for the last
eighteen years, the high points being reached In
October, with the average for the entire year 25.5
per cent above the average for th© ten years from
ISM to 1899. These Interesting facts are gleaned

from a report Just Issued by the bureau of labor of
the Department of Commerce and Labor, contain-
ing much data in connection with the economic
situation for the year 1307 In this country.

In compiling its statistics, the bureau of labor
divides the 2* commodities of which a record is
kept Into nine groups, of which farm products

showed the highest increase attained by any of th©
groups in th© last eighteen years. Allnine groups-

farm products, food, etc., cloths and clothing, fuel
and lighting, metals and Implements, lumber and
buildingmaterials, drugs and chemicals, house fur-
nishing goods and miscellaneous showed an in-
crease in th© year 1907.

The effect of the money stringency in the latter
part of last year Is reflected In the decrease record-
ed in all commodities during November and Decem-
ber, th© average prices showing a decrease of 3.5
per cent from those of October. Of the 258 articles

on which wholesale prices were recorded, 172

showed an Increase in the average price for IPO7 as
compared with 1906; 35 showed no change, and 51
showed a decrease.
