The German Kaiser can searcely be viewing
with perfect composure the storm . which the
Grand Duke of Raden has raised by his recent
order for the restoration of Heidelherg's fa-
mous Schiogs. Iis majesty may read in the
loud complaints of his polite subjects a protest
against a fashion which he himself has just
<ot amid blare of horns and glitter of ancient
armor. Two months have not yet passed since
the Kaiser celebrated with much pomp the com-
pleted restoration of his beautiful old castle at
Tohkénigsberg, in lower Alsace. On that occa-
sion there was endless Sehwidrmerci over the
romantic idea and its successful execntion. But,
hardly u decent interval having paesed since the
sentlemen of German courts clambered out of
ancestral armor with a sigh of relief, the oft
discussed and now earnestly revived project to
repair the Neckar's glorious monument is
branded as latter day vandalism. If the Kaiser
suspects that the unanimous approval of the
ITobk&nigsherg was not entirely sincere, he is
only human. Nevertheless, the suspicion may
be ill founded.

On the question of restoring antiquities the
world eannot be sharply divided into two clash-
ing schools of sentimentalists, one yearning to
see brgone loveliness with the eye, the other
choosing to let each man's imagination do the
vestoring.  Whetlier a ruin should be made
whole or not depends upon the probable fidelity
of the restoration, the sentiment attaching fo
the ruin ss a ruin and the jotrinsic beanty of
the shattered. weather beaten remains, in con-
trast with a finished, well kept structure.

A separation of this
kind having heen effected, it should no longer
be possible for a steamship of any of the trans-
atlantic or eoast lines to plek up messages dis-
patched from war vessels, or in any other way
to embarrass the naval service. ©One further
measure is essential, hewever, to insure ihe
largest benefit from the plan here outlined.
Merchant steamers and eoast stations must re-
<ort to tuning, and it is to be presumed that the
different naval powers will do so likewise, in
their own interest. if not in consequence of the
recommendations of the Beriin conference.

With one possible exeeption, the wisdom and
justice of these regulations are ®o obvious
that they deserve universal approval. A much
wider liberty of choice in the selection  of
wave lengths is given to military interests
than to peaceful commerce. Whether the pro-
vision ought to be left unaltered is a question
on both sides of which much can be said. The
number of rates of vibration within the limits
of 300 and 600 metres which can be utilized
without interference has probably not been de-
termined. The thoroughness with which the
various tuning systems perform their mission
may not yet have reached perfection. It
pretty safe to count on more or less improve-
ment in the future, but to-day. perhaps, a rigid
enforcement of the rule might work a hard-
ghip. Still, there is a chance for a revision of
{he agreement after a few years' trial, and it
is a great thing to have the principle of govern-
mental control established. :

he fact that some sixty-nine vears have whit-
ened the long locks and bleached the brigandish
mustdche of Guffey has not cooled his fighting blood
or lessened his ardov for battle. He has felt the
sting of defeat, as he has grasped the palin of vic-
tory. but to the Pennsyivanian it has been the joy
of the fight, not the resulf, that made it worth
while.

For twenty vears he has been a Democratic lead-
er in the state which his_ancestors helped wrest
Jrom its Indian holders. William Guffey, a Lan-
arkshire Scotchman, accompanied the Forbes ex-
pedition which captured Fort Duquesne in #1758,
and in his old age became one of the firat perma-
nent white settlers on the Loyalhanna Creek, in
Westmoreland County, Pennsylvania.

Marrying the sister of a Scotch companion of
the JIndian wars, Willlam Guffey established the
line of the Pennsylvania Guffeys, who are still the
largest holders of real estate in the surrounding
counties and whose members are Iisted in the lead-
ing familics of the state.

The family ndme, but not the fortune, descended
to James Guffey, who went out and -garnered the
wealth he felt requisite to the dignity of the Guf-
feys. To-day he Is the largest individual oil pro-
ducer in the Unlited States, owns mines in Idaho,
Montana and Colorado, and his business interests
are scattered through a score of states.

In business life Mr. Guffev, who has added the
honorary title of “colonei” to his other holdings,
has been a whirlwind of enerry, industry, diplo-
macy, originality and persistency. His combative
traits have Leen reserved for his pet avocation—
politics.
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CURE WORSE THAN THE DISEASE.

From The Philadelphia Record.

“On these hot days I make the men shut down
every window and turn on the steam heat,” said
the owner of a big factory yesterday. "I know
that sounds llke a crazy man's act, but it Is the
only thing to do. Working away as they are,
almost stripped, the draft from open windows does
the men more harm than good. The thing tha?
makes them feel the heat 1s not so much the soar-
ing of the mercury as that of the humidity. Nine-
ty-nine out of every hundred prostrations are
canged by the humidity. By shutting the windows
to keep out the moist air, and by turning on the
steam heat, I thoroughly dry that which is al-
reudy Inside. The temperature is driven five to
ten degrees higher by this means, but the conse-

quent diminution of humidity more than counter-’

acts this. Before I caught on to this acheme I
used to have employes prostrated almost every day
through the summer months, and on very hot days
I had to shut down altogether. Now the men work
on the hottest days, and not one has been pros-
trated yet this year. I know it sounds crazy, but
you just try it and you'll be surprised at the re-
sult.” »
