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RACING DATES CHANGED

FIFTEEN DAYS AT SPA.

Empire City Meeting To Be Held
at Brighton Beach.

Saratoga will race fifteen days, instead of eleven,
&8 announced a few days ago, and the Empire
City Racing Association will conduct its mideum-
mer meeting at Brightor Beach, instead of at its
own track, near Yonkers. These changes were de-
cided on 2t a meeting of representatives of the
Baratoga Racing Association, the Empire City Rac-
ing Associstion and James W. Wadsworth, chair-
man of the State Racing Commission, at the
Brighton Beach racetrack yesterday.

The Saratoga meeting will begin on Thursday,
July %0, and run to and including Saturday, August
35, while the Empire City meeting will begin at
Brighton Beach on August 15 and rum until Au-
gust 28, the day before the opening of the fall
meeting of the Coney Island Jockey Club at
Sheepshead Bay, when the Futurity will be de-
cided. Under this new arrangement the Empire
City Racing Association will lose four days and
the Saratoga Racing Association seven days, un-
der the original allotment of dates, but a _confiict
$s avolded except for one day—August 15—whereas
under the old plan there would have been a con-
fiict of ten days. So far as could be jearned, no
other changes of dates were considered, and the
wvaricus fall meetings will be conducted as planned,

The Brighton Beach Racing Association offered
fts track to the Empire City Racing Assoc ation
free of charge, and this generous and sportsman-
like offer was accepted by Mat Winn, general
manager of the Empire City Racing Assoclation,
with a view to saving horsemen the extra ex-
pense of trensportation to Yonkers. and with the
3dea that Brighton Beach would be more at-
tractive to racegoers, on account of its nearness
to the ocean, in the middle of the summer.

The announcement was halled with delight by
horsemen, not only because it gave them a few
extra days at Saratoga, but because they dreaded
the long trip to Yonkers at a time when the
wresther is almost sure to he unduly warm. James
Butler, president of the Empire City Racing As-
soclation, who only a year ago was fighting hard
for recognition, has quickly earned the good will
©of horsemen and racegoers, as it was said again
yesterday that the stakes will be run off as
planned, even if it is necessary to face a Joss.

The racing at Brighton Beach vesterday
marred by an accident in the third race, when Dis-
aster crossed his legs and feil in the rush for the
first turn, giving Fuerst an ugly fall.

Main street, Buffalo, where the cars checked out
this morning at 10 o'clock, was packed with persons
watching the start. Teddy Day in a Pierce Arrow
was the first off, and two other Plerce cars fol-
lowed. The three Peerless cars attracted much
attention because of their color, the first red, the
second white and the third blue Thirty cars
started for the Glidden trophy and fourteen for the
Hower. The cars were sent away at one minute
intervals and shortly after 11 o'clock the tour was
fairly on.

It was a pretty run to-day for those who drove
at reasonable speed, as they had a chance to see
Lake Erie on one side and rolling green hills on
the other. Mile after mile the road was straight
and flat with a good surface, which induced some
of the drivers to go at a fast pace. Then they
overtook others and had to aat dust for miles.

From Buffalo the roads for the first few miles

were not particularly good, but once the main road
to Erie was picked up no one could complain.
After leaving Erie the last part of the rum, some
twenty-five miles, was over clay and sandy roads.
All along the road many persons waved saluta-
tions, bui they were not as hearty as the greetings
extended to the tourists a year ago.

The bumps were not numerous enough to create
a sore feeling after the day's trip, but there were
just_enough of them to intimate what is to come
going over the Allegheny Mountains. The run to-
morrow is to Pittsburg, 110 miles, and the cars will
start at 7 a. m.

YALE PROFITS FALI OFF.

Athletics Make Only $600, Despite
Football Economies.

New Haven, July 9.—Athletics at Yale University
paid poorly durins the year 1807- (8, according to
the annuai reports of the varfous sports made by
the financial union through *“‘The Yale Alumni
Weekly,” the profits being only $6800, as compared
with $18,007 the previous year.

The Increase in the expenses of conducting the
four major sports was divided as follows: Foot-
ball, from $35,552 to $41,251; baseball, from $1§691 to
$20,243; track and fleld teams, from $12.653 to $12.495,
snd rowing, from $15,183 to $16,367. The football in-

crease is due to mmprovements at Yale Field, the
actual expense being smaller.

'he reserve fund now amounts to $113.429. Of the
sports, the chief money maker is football, for the
receipts from this sport were $64,151 and the ex-
penses $41,251; baseball took in $3,064 and pald out

$20,042. The two other major sports, rowing and
track athletics, show a loss, as usual, the boat club
collecting $2,527, while its expenses were $1€,267, and
the track team taking in $1.,85 and spending §13,455.
Yale's share of the receipts of the Harvard game
last vear was $33,645, and from the Princeton game
$22,506. The total receivrts for the year were $33,585,
as compared with $106,21% the previous year,
