THE DEMOCRATIC CONVENTION IN SESSION, DENVER.

Congressman T. J. Heflin, of the latter state,
then spoke briefly to second the nomination of Mr,
Kern.

As spokesman for Jowa, Martin J. Wade an-
nounced that the state had Intended to present the
name of Jerry B. Sullivan. “In view of the bright
galaxy of candldates already named,” he con-
tinued, *Mr. Sullivan gallantly has asked that his
name be not offered.””

“New York,” sald Mr. Cohalan, ‘‘came to the
convention without a candldate elther for the Vice-
Presidency or the Presidency. We were under in-
structions from our state convention to consult
with leaders from all parts of the country to sce
what best might be done for the party. We are
convinced that the voice of the party in no uncer-
tain terms called for the nomination of Willlam
Jennings Bryan, and we now feel there is the
same call for Mr. Kern. New York, therefore, de-
sireg to second Mr. Kern, and in behalf of the
militant Democracy of the Empire Stats I desire
to pledge our earnest support and to say to you
that all that can be done by harmony, intellect,
energy or force to bring about victory in Novem-
ber for our ticket will be done.”

“Gentlemen of the convention,” sald Mr. James,
who was again in tlie chair, “you have heard the

motion. Are you ready for the question?”
“Question,”” “‘Question,”” came from all parts of
the hall.

Mr. James stated it, and at 405 o'clock a roar
of ayes made John W. Kern, of Indiana, the nomi-
nee for Vice-President of the Democratic party.

The convention was instantly in great confusion
and was brought back to order with difficulty.

A large number of resolutions and motions were
offered, and by their adoption the national com-
mittee was directed to flll any vacancles that may
occur on the national ticket just nominated., and
the various state central and state committees were
empowered to fill any vacancies from their states
on the nationxzl committee.

HOW BRYAN WAS XOMINATED FOR A THIRD TIME

. The story of the disorderly and tempestuous
proceedings of the Denver convention in the
early hours of yesterday morning which took
place too late for publication in yesterday’s
Tribunse will be found below. The running
story is taken up at the time that Governor
Haskell of Oklahoma began to read the plat-
form.

Derfver, July 10, midnight.—Scattering epplause
greeted the various planks as they were read by
Governor Haskell. The portion of the plank on
finance referring to the guarantee of bank deposits,
one of Mr. Bryan'’s favorita policies, elicited the
warmest applause given up to that time.

The reading of the injunction plank was heard
with the deepest attention, end the declaration In
favor of ‘“a revision of the injunction law’ was
first applauded and other sections were warmly
approved, and when the plank was finished the
conventfon broke into cheers.

The declaration in favor of the election of Sen-
ators by direct vote was heartily applauded, as
was the plank on waterways, and that In favor of
the independence of the Philipines.

The reading of the platform was finished at 12:58,
Governor Haskell having read for a few minutes
less than one hour.

“Mr. Chalrman, I move the adoption of the re-
port,” said Governor Haskell, turning to the chair-
man.

““The question is on agreaing to the report of the
committee on platform. All in favor of the plat-
form as read will gignify by saying ‘Aye,”” an-
nounced Chairman Clayton. 3

The chorus of affirmative votes was unanimous
and the adoption of the platform was loudly
cheered.

John E. Lamb, of Indlana, reported from the com-
mittea on resolutions a recommendation that the
1Mth anniversary of the birth of Abraham Lincoln
be appropriately observed throughout the country.

After the ayes had chorused their approval
Chairman Clayton said that as a son of a Con-
federate soldier and slaveholder he declined to put
the negative, and declared the vote unanimous.

I. L.. Straus, of Maryland, asked if the vote on
the Lincoln resolution was unanimous, and being
informed that such was the case he declared that
he desired to move a reconsideration of the vote.

A storm of hoots and cries of “No, no!" were
directed at Straus, and Mr. Lamb moved that the
motion of Mr. Straus be laid on the table. The
motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Straus in private conversation declared that
his idea in asking for the reconsideration was to
amend the motion by addng to it the name of
General Robert E. ILee. He left his seat, and, golng
to the stand, explained his motion to the chairman.

When the call of the roll of the states for Presi-
dential nominations was resumed Florida yielded to
A Thomas, of Missouri, who made a sec-
onding speech in behalf of Mr. Bryan.

Mr. Thomas proved to be one of the most elo-
quent and attractive sprakers of the session, and
aroused the delegates to renewed enthusiasm. The

There
was no response, and he called again. Still there
was no response, and “Georgia” was called for the
third time.

“gpeaking for the minority of the Georglia delega-
tion, 1 pledge its thirteen votes to Bryan in No-
vember."”

A roar from the convention, and the Georgia man
was cheered frantically by the Bryan men.

JAMES SPEAKS FOR BRYAN.

When Maryland was called I. L. Straus was re-
cognized, and there were cries of “No!"" “Sit
down!” and hisses. Mr. Straus endeavored to ex-
plain that in offering an amendment to the Lin-
coln motion he desired to have incorporated therein
the name of Robert E. Lee, but the convention de-
clined to hear him. He finally gave up the attempt,
and with the announcement that Maryland sec-
onded the nomination of John A. Johnson he re-
sumed his seat.

Massachusetts yielded to Utah, and Judge O. W.
Powers, of that state, made a brief speech second-
ing Mr. Bryan. Judge Powers started out by pay-
ing a tribute to Massachusetts, but the delegates,
in disorder, soon demanded that he speak to the
point. Judge Powers proceeded to finish his speech,
unheeding the disorder that prevailed throughout.

When Michigan was called Edward Ryan, of that
state, took the rostrum to second the nomination
of Bryan. The conventjon for a time declined to
hear him, but finally diad so.

A delegate from Mississippt attempted to make a
speech, but for several minutes he was unable to
make himself heard. When quiet was finally re-
stored he declared that Mississipp! desired to sec-
ond the nomination of Bryan.

DELEGATES GROW IMPATIENT.

The delegates had grown impatient and unruly
vivhon the State of Missour! was reached on th@
list, and the chairman had some difficulty in restor-
ing order before David R. ]-‘fancjs could announcs
that Missouri’s word for Bryan would be spoken
by James A. Reed, of Kansas City. Mr. Reed de-
clared that if the delegates would vote in November
as often as they had called "time” on the speakers
of the evening the Republican party was beaten
beyond the peradventure of a doubt.

“Time!” yelled a delegate, amid laughter.

But the convention was attentive until after
speaking for several minutes, Mr. Reed s;'dd, I
want a moment of your time,” and the delegates
called, “No!” The speaker took the delegates se-
verely to task, telling them it required no intellect

to shout “Time’ after hearing it so often. *“A par-
rot could de it as well!” he shouted. Paying |
tribute to Mr. Bryan, the speaker said the Ne- |

He sat down on the
railing to awalit the stilling of the uproar, and then
announced that he Intended to finish his speech in
a few minutes if not interrupted, and in thirty if
the convention did not ajlow him to continue un-
disturbed.

CLAYTON’S VOICE FAILS

Chairman Clayton used his gavel vigorously in
an effort to restora order, but his voice through
overwork had almost left him and he could not say
a word that was audible three feet away. Mr.
Heflin was unable tp continue, and for 1
minutes stood waiting for the crowd to cease its
uproar, but finally gave it up and ended his re-
marks amid great comnfusion.

Tennessee, through Senator Taylor, seconded Mr.
Bryan, and Texas simply announced that ths state
would give Mr. Bryan the usual 150,000 plurality in
November. “But we want the rollcall now,” added
the chairman.

Utah announced that it already had been heard,
and a similar $tatement was made by Virginia.
West Virginia said that it had no candidate, but
had fourteen orators present, but “we are going to
save our amrunition for the cheering.” The state
then declared for Bryan.

The chairman of the Wisconsin delegation, in sec-
onding Mr. Bryan, claimed the distinction of being
first in the field with a delegation instructed for the
Nebraskan. Wyoming, the last of the states called,
seconded Mr. Bryan.

The territories, the District of Columblia, Hawaif
and Porto Rico all seconded Mr. Bryan, and the
list was complete.

“I¢ there are no other nominations,” said Chair-
man Clayton, “the secretary will call the roll of
states,” and the vote was begun.

ROLL OF STATES BEGINS.

Thomas F. Smith, secretary of Tammany Hall,
was selected as the clerk to read the roll of the
states.

“Alabama!!” he shouted, and there came the
quick response:

“Alabama casts her twenty-two votes for Bryan.”

Arkansas cast eighteen, California twenty and
Colorado ten.

The first split delegation was that of Connecti-
cut, which cast nine for Bryan and five for John-
son.

“Delaware!” called the clerk.

“Six votes for Judge Gray.” was the reply.

Georgia divided her votes between all three can-
didates.

A roar went up when Illinois cast her solid vote
for Bryan. Iowa and Indiana followed sult.

Maine cast ten for Bryan, ons for Johnson and
one not voting.

Marvland cast nine for Johnson &nd seven for
Bryan.

Massachusetts cast a solid vote of thirty-two for
Bryan.

Michigan announced that it desired a poll of the
delegation, but after some debate this was denled
by the chairman, and the vote was cast solidly for
Bryan.

Minnesota cast her twenty-two votes for Johnson.
Missouri cast thirty-six for Bryan, and solid Bryan
votes came from Montana, Nebraska and Nevada.

New Hampshire cast one for Johnson and seven
for Bryan. New Jersey went solidly for Gray, and
then there were calls of silence all over the hall as
Charles F. Murphy rose to his feet when the state
was called.

““New York is voting under the unit rule and
casts seventy-eight votes for Bryan,” he said.

A wild yell of enthusiasm went up as the Empire
State for the first time declared itself.

North Carolina had just cast her twenty-four
votes for Bryan when Judge O’Conor, of Utica,
N. Y., one of the state delegates, arose and shout-
ed:
York, and demand that the delegates be polled.”

The chairman announced that the poll would be
taken. ' -

George Brennan, of lllinois, raised a point of
order that the poll should not be taken without evi-
dence of fraud, inasmuch as the state had already
declared its vote. His point of order was overruled.

EX-JUDGE PARKER ABSENT.
“Alton B. Parker,” called the clerk, in beginning

the poll. There was no response, and he called
the name thrice. Ex-Judge Parker was not in the
hall.

“Charles F. Murphy,”

Iewis Nixon was next. “Bryan,” he called.

gation, but a continuous chorus of “Bryan” came
in response to the calls of the clerk.
