DOUMA, ADJOURNING, CHEERS CZAR.
St. Petersburg, July 11.— The budget passed its

third reading in the Douma this afternoon. Im-
mediately thereafter an Imperial ukase adjourn-
ing' parliament until October 'ft was rend. The dep-
uties cheered th« name, of Emperor Nicholas with
much enthusiasm. The proceedings came to an
end with divine worship in the lobby of the palace,
conducted by two bishops who are members of
the Douma.

Privy Council Dismisses Appeal inDominion
Creek Lease Ca:e.

Vancouver, July 11.—A two years' legal contest
between McLean Brother*, contractors, of thin
city, and the Yukon government over the validity
of a lease of rive miles of Dominion Creek lias
ended in victory for the local firm and defeat for
the government, which will have to pay the costs
of the suit. The property on which the, suit hinged
Is worth several million dollars.

The government had cancelled the. lease and Mo»
l>ean Brothers brought suit to compel the govern-
ment to restore It. They lost at the. trial, but won
on appeal to the Supreme Court at Ottawa. From
that decision the, Yukon government appealed to
the Privy Council, which dismissed the appeal yes-
terday, "with costs.

YUKON GOVERNMENT LOSES SUIT.

Arias Adherents in Panama to Stay

Away from Polls.
Panama, July 11—The Presidential election* to

be held throughout the Republic of Panama to-

morrow undoubtedly will be orderly, as the sup-
porters of Doming0 de Obaldia will meet no oppo-
nents in the field because, of the action of Ricardo
Arias, the oth'-r candidate, in withdrawing from
the content. Thf* Arias committee lias issued
orders that the followers of Reiior Arias shall ah-
stain from voting or even going near th*» polio; this
is for the purpose of preventing any possible dis-
turbance wbich might result In the occupation of
Panaman territory by American forces.

The Obaldia. committee has ordered all its ad-
herents to cast their votes. Should any violence or
fraud be discovered the perpetrators will at once
be brought before the American Election Commis-
sioner nearest*"thai voting, place, who will obtain
proof of the occurrence in the form of affidavits.

The last of the Americans who are to act a*

election inspectors left Panama to-day. The. rainy

season hete is In full swing, and the roads in the
interior of the republic are in fearful shape. This
makes the~work of the commissioners particularly
disagreeable.

"Times Estimate of Bryan—
pecting Taft's Election.

London, July 11—The nomination of Bryan

has not caused excitement among the rich
Americans lounging about the London hotels.
Sound gold Democrats like Joseph Bryan, a
newspaper owner of Virginia,have been anxious

to obtain the full text of the Democratic plat-
form, so as to get their bearings for the cam-

paign, but have only been confused by the
meagre abstracts from that medley of platitude

and revolution. Leader -writers here are unable
to enlighten them respecting the new standards

of Democratic principle, but make it clear that

the English press has no intention of being

drawn Into American politics or of supplying

ammunition for either party.

"The Times" does say that Bryan, unlike Taft,

ha* never done anything but talk, but quickly

adds that he talks In language which the Ameri-
can voter understands and admires, although his

speeches and writings lack originality, states-

manship and clearness and coherence of
thought. The English press, without having

partisan preference, evidently expects that the
American people willelect a broadmlnded man
of action of the- Roosevelt type, rather than

a loose, talker, without constructive ability for
earning out the fantastic 'principles of an
anomalous party platform. If England were

not divided over a fiscal polllcy, with the cer-
tainty that tariff reform will be brought in by

the Unionists as a means for financing social
measures, there would be lively interest in the

revival of the Democratic cry"forrevenue only."

TO PEOTECT TURKS LIVINGINCHINA.
Berlin. July 11.— Foreign Office., in conse-

quence, of an agreement leached with Turkey, has
instructed the German Minister at Peking to In-
form the Chinese Foreign Office that Turkish sub-
jects residing in the Chinese. Empire henceforth
will be under the protection of Germany.

German Association Looks Forward
to Battles in Clouds.

Berlin, July 11.—An "air navy league," is being

formed In Germany. The articles of the associa-
tion declare, the object of the. league to be the pro-
motion of a big Imperial dirigible air navy and the
Construction of numerous airships for excursions
an*! commercial enterprises, which in the event <\l

hostilities would be turned over to the government

as auxiliaries to the regular fighting navy of the
air.*

According to the same agency a company called
the "Zeppelin Company" Is about to be formed.
with a capital of $2,000,000, to undertake popular
dirigible airship excursions to Swlfserland find th«
ecenic and mountain resorts of Germany and
Austria.

Bryan also has the opposition of the conservative
Democrats, who helieve that the party never will
triumph so long as he remains its leader.

Think American Platforms Similar
—One Expects Taft to Win.

Paris, July 11.— The "Temps" this afternoon says

it thinks the delirium at the Democratic conven-
tion In Denver proves that Bryan Is again In com-
plete control of th« Democracy. After saying that

the war now declared by the Democracy against

the trusts and the, railroads is manifestly contrary

to ancient Democratic tradition, which is hostile

to the extension of the federal power, the paper
concludes its article with these words:

Both parties have taken up*the same battle cry.

and a characteristic 'of the present campaign is
the similarity.of the programmes of the. opposing
forces. There is practically no difference between
them, and there is only a temperamental difference
between the two men, one of whom may be' se-
lected to apply them.

Paris, July 11.—The French Parliament, Just
on the eve of closing its doors for the summer
vacation, presents a very breezy and playful as-

pect. The ministers are trying hard to rush
through a few supplementary credits, while the
Deputies, like schoolboys in a hurry to be over

the hills and far away for their holidays, delay

voting on anything at all serious until next

autumn. Thi# attitude is gratifying not only

to Premier Clemenceau but to th? majority of
the Chamber, who do not appear to be in the
least anxious to vote certain reforms, such as

Income tax and re-establishment of capital pun-
ishment, or to complete the state purchase of

railroads bill, only half of which Is voted and

which is still subject to innumerable amend-
ments.

In fart the Chamber lacks the energy to vote

these reforms, nor has it the courage to op-

pose, them. Somewhat startled by the popular

manifestations against" the income tax and in

favor of capital punishment, the bewildered
Deputies, who keep their ears, very close to the
ground, want to have quiet chats with their
constituents. Strong doubts have already been

raised among the radicals and Socialists in re-
gard to the advisability of the proposed income

tax. They at first thought that it meant a tax

on the wealthy classes, and would be almost ex-
clusively paid by those who had nothing to-do
but to live on the interest on their In^pstments.

They now realize that it Is a direct tax on labor,

from which it was hitherto exempt, and which
\u25a0 enables the fiscal authorities to put their in-

quisitorial noses into every humble citizen's
private affairs. Deputy Pelletan is the onlymem-

ber of Parliament who has showed a desire to

hurry the income tax through. He proposed

that the Chamber should sit all through the
summer if necessary, until the project was
voted. A howl of discontent arose, whereupon

M. Pelletan tried to obtain a promise from
Prime Minister Clemenceau that he would con-
voke Parliament as early as October 15, to dis-
cuss the Income tax. This Premier Clemenceau
firmlybut good humoredly declined to do. say-

ing that if the Chamber had lost confidence in
\u25a0«<he, government it could vote what it pleased,

but as the. Cabinet still enjoyed the confidence of
the Chamber it would be ridiculous not to give it
elbow room enough to choose of' its own accord
the day for resuming work.

DRAMATIC CLASS DAY

London. July XL— American athletes whohave come to London to compete against the world
at the Olympic meeting, which will open on Mon-
day, are full of confidence as to their ability to
do more than hold their own against the repre-
sentatives of other nation's. Finding that the Sta-dium, where the games are to be held and which
was pieced at the disposal of the visitors for
practice, was overcrowded, the greater part of the
Americans went to Brighton early in the week, and
they have been working steadily and conscien-
tiously there, under the direction of Mike Murphy,
who has absolute control of the jnen so far as
their movements and training are concerned.
Mr.Murphy said to-day: "One" thing to be thank-

ful for Is that there have been no accidents suchas attended the team on Its way to Athens. None
of the men is overtrained, but. on the other hand,
some of them have not had enough work, and the'
climate of England will not permit the forcing of
work upon them.

•Ordinarily the weather is bad enough In this
country, but since coming to Brighton there ha*
been very little sunshine; In fact, there hay« been
almost continuous clouds, cold and rain. The men
will remain here until the conclusion of the games,
going to London only when called upon to take
part in the various events. They can see London,
if they so desire, after the work has been com-
pleted."

Rector, the sprinter, has shown wonderful bursts
of speed In practice, white Gilbert, the world's
champion, has broken another pole-vaulting record.
He cleared thirteen feet in practice recently, and
there seems no likelihood of his defeat unless the
present plans of conducting the vaulting and high
jumping contests are persisted' in. Th» Americans
contend that vaulters must be allowed to dig a
hole for th* pole and that the ground on the fur-
ther Fide of the bars must be dun; up to lessen the
shock of alighting. Tne Canadians and some oth-
ers are objecting to these conditions, asserting that
there should be no hole for the pole and that the
jrnipers should alight on turf.

The drawing for heats also haw been the cause of
objection. The committee in charge of this detail
decided that the drawings, should be made by the
selection of slips bearing the names of the various
contestants from a hat. but the Americans have
pointed out that this might lead to all the men of
one country being drawn for the same heat.

A greater difficulty faces the management on the.
question of whether Longboat, the Canadian Ind-
ian, shall he allowed to compete in the long dis-
tance events. The Americans hold that he Is a
professional, but have not yet entered a formal
protest against him. A meeting of the American
committee has been held to decide upon what ac-
tion shall be taken in this matter. Th« member*
of the committee are strongly opposed to doing any-
thing that is likely to Interfere with the success of
the games, but they contend that they cannot al-
low their men to jeopardize their amateur standing-
by competing against a professional.

The most elaborate arrangements have been made
for the formal opening of the games by the King.
Before his arrival, there will be a grand parade of
the competitors, although all the AmeVicans will
not be present, as Mr. Murphy says that some of
them must have every moment for practice. The
American contingent, however, will he a represen-
tative one. and will have a prominent position at
the ceremonies. Garrets, «ha bigman of th« team,
will carry the Stars and Stripes.

After the formal opening there willbe swimming
and cycling races and gymnastic*, and the first
heat of the 1.500-metre rac« will b*» run off. This
event is the only on« on the first day in which the
American competitors are Interested, although it is
not known yet which of the men will compete. In
the heat.
