HONDURAN REBELS FLEE.

Gracias Reported Abandoned— Atti-
tude of Salvador.

Tegucigalpa, July 12.—Government troops
advanced to-day on the town of Gracias, which
has been in the hands of the revolutionists for
the last week. The insurgents, who numbered
about three hundred, thereupon abandoned the
town and made their escape in the direction of
the frontier, crossing into Salvador.

General Gutierrez, at the head of one thou-
sand volunteers, is advancing on Choluteca,
which five hundred rebels seized a day or two
ago and are now holding.

It is understood here that while Salvador and
Guatemala have abstained from giving direct ald
to the insurgents they have encouraged ex-
President Bonilla in the revolutionary move-
ment., General Bonilla is at present in British
Honduras.

Advices received here say that Gutierrez Za-
mora, the Mexican Minister to Honduras, has
arrived at Amapala.

San Salvador, July 12.—It is believed that the
revolutionary movement in Honduras originated
here. A small number of revolution: ts, mostly
Hondurans, well armed, crossed the frontier and
proclaimed General Manuel Bonilla President of
Honduras. Bonilla is now in British Honduras.

The Salvaderian government, however, has
given assistance to the Honduran government by
imprisoning several of the leaders in the upris-
ing. Among the number are General Caroamo
and General Alfonso Barahona, who was the
candidate for the Presidency of this country at
the last elections. Quiet prevails here.

EXPLOSION KILLS FOUR

DEATH ENDS AUTO DASH

BURNING LAUNCH SINKS | OWNER CRUSHED BY CAR.

Two Rescued in Buzzard's Bay—In
Water Twelve Hours.

Mariou, Mass., July 12.—Four prominent sum-
mer residents of this town and Falmouth met
death through an explosion on board the 45-
foot launch Dolphin off here last night. Two
survivors were picked up to-day, after having
been in the water for twelve hours.

The dead include Roland Worthington, of Bos-
ton; John T. Trull. of Woburn, Mass.; Joseph
S. Beal, of Milton, Mass., and George Savory, of
Marblehead, Mass., engineer of the launch. A.
P. Tarbell, of Marblehead, Mass., and Edward
E. Pecker, of Boston, were rescued.

Mr. Pecker, who was clinging to an oar, and
Mr. Tarbell, who was supported by a life pre-
server, were able to swim, and they remained
together 1ntil they were picked up by Frank
Bowman, of Mattapoisett, a lobster fisherman
who was going out in the early morning tc haul
his pots. ~ His boat was seen by the two strug-
gling men in the water long before the fisher-
man himself could make them out, and it was
not until Bowman heard feeble cries for help
coming across the water that he spied the near-
ly exhausted swimmers and rescued them.

Neither of the survivors was able to give the
cause of the explosion. Mr. Tarbell, who owned
the Dolphin, said that the boat had started out
from Marion on a short pleasure cruise and was
well out in the middle of Buzzard's Bay when
the explosion occurred. Savory, the engineer,
was suddenly blown into the air gnd was prob-
ably dead when he struck the water. The boat
caught fire, and Tarbell called to his comrades
to leap overboard. He strapped a life preserver
about himself before he leaped, and Mr. Pecker,
who is connected with the Boston banking firm
of Rollins & Son, in State street, seized an oar
and followed. So far as they knew, none of the
others in the party jumped. Either they could
not swimn and preferred to cling to the disabled
launck until help came, or else they were
stunned by the explosion.

Both Tarbell and Pecker remained in vicinity
of the launch for several moments urging their
comrades to jump into the water with a cushion,
oar, life preserver or something, for the launch
One man, believed to be
Roland Worthington, was seen clinging to the
side ‘of the boat, but he could not swim, appar-
ently, and the men in the water could not reach
him.

Gradually the launch drifted further out to
sea, and Mr. Pecker and Mr. Tarbell were forced
to give up hope of deing anything to aid their
comrades. They turned landward and struck
out with slow strokes, so as to husband their
strength as much as possible. It was not until
they had been twelve hours in the water that
rescue came to them.

As soon as news of the disaster reached here
nearly every summer resident and fisherman
who owned a yvacht or launch at once went out
in the bay to search for some trace of the boat
or its occupants, but the search proved fruitiess.
The launch undoubtedly sank with all on board.

The party had gone out for a cruise in the
bay at the invitation of Mr. Tarbell, who came
here yesterday from Marblehead Neck. Mr.
Worthington, who was spending the summer at
Falmouth, wax a large owner of real estate in
the Boston financial district, but had retired
from active business. He was forty-nine years
old. In addition to membership in the Eastern
and Corinthian Yacht clubs, of Marblehead, he
belonged to various clubs in Boston. His father,
the late Roland Worthington, was a prominent
figure in Boston's affairs for many vears, being
eollector of the port under President Grant, and
at one ti--. owner of “The Boston Traveler.”

Mr. Trull, who was sixty-six vears old, was
well known in Boston mercantile circles and had
a place of business at No. 76 Chauncey street.
He lived in Woburn, but spent his summers in
Falmouth. For a long time Mr. Trull was con-
nected with the print eloth manufacturing con-
cern of the David Nevins Company, of Woburn.
¥'e was vice-president of that company, but re-
tired when the plant moved to New York, a
few vears ago. He leaves a wife and three chil-
dren, one of whom was Mrs. Edgar A. Bates,
of New York. .

Mr. Beal was connected with the office of the
Oscenla Consolidated Mining Company in Bos-

ton.
Mr. Savory, the engineer of the craft, was
twenty-nine years old and unmarried. He

WOTOR PARTY ON ROCKS.

Caught in Little Hell Gate Tide—
Police Save Girl and Three Men.

A girl and three men were rescued from a
motorboat pounding on the Rip Saw Reef, in
Little Hell Gate, by the police of the harbor
squad yesterday afternoon. The current at this
point is lixe a torrent, and the police were forced
to resort to heroic measures to save them. Will-
tam McGurn, of 84th street and the Nerth River,
the owner of the boat; Miss Janice Lawrence, of
No. 218 Wilson street, Brooklyn; Edward Maher,
of No. 28 Charlton street, and Charles Smith,
of No. 103 Waverley Place, were the rescued
ones.

The party was on its way to College Point,
Long Island, in the motorboat Grace. McGurn,
not knowing the dangerous currents which rush
between Randall’s and Ward's islands, tried to
make a short cut, and the tide carried the boat
on to the rocks. Men on Ward's Island saw
the plight of the party and telephoned the police.
Launch B, in charge of Lieutenants Deascher
and McKeon, with several patrolmen, could only
get within two hundred feet of the reef. They
got a rowboat, anchored the launch and drifted
to the wrecked party and rescued them. They
were landed at 120th The motorboat
was hauled off the rocks safely.

Speeding Machine Plunges Into
Ditch on Long Island Road.

Another death was added to the long list
caused by chauffeurs speeding over the Van-
derbilt Cup course on Long Island yesterday
afternoon, when a racing car, No. 52,244, N. Y.,
travelling at the rate of fifty miles an hour and
driven by Frederick Molt, of No. 387 West 82d
street, went into a ditch a short distance east
of New Hyde Park, fatally injuring the chauf-
feur and one of his friends and killing the owner
of the car, Dimiani H. Liverani, of No. 745 Am-
sterdam avenue  Frederick Donnelly, of No.
320 East 43d street, the chauffeur, is not ex-
pected to live. 2

Molt, with his, employer and Donnelly. left
the city late in the afternoon, going over the
34th street ferry to Long Island City and out
through Long Island on their way to Lake Ron-
konkema. According to persons along the road,
they passed through Floral Park at a high rate
of speed and on to the Jericho Turnpike. Molt
was driving the car, Liverani sat beside him in
front, while Donnelly occupied a single seat in
the rear. 3

The machine passed car after car along the
road. Many machines pulled to one side when

they heard the Molt var coming behind them at |

an express train speed. Through New Hyde
Park it passed, while the residents, accustomed
as they are to racing machines, stood in open-
mouthed astonishment as it flew by.

About half a mile east of New Hyde Park,
where the course is barely thirty feet wide,
Molt saw a large touring car ahead in the mid-
dle of the road.
Molt attempted to pass the machine.
of the roadway is a narrow ditch, and as the
car swung aside one of the rear tires exploded,
throwing the car over into the ditch. It con-
tinued its course out of the ditch and up a steep
embankment, where it struck a tree, which
turned the car, completely around.

Liverani, who lost his seat as the car struck
the ditch, was thrown between the car and the
tree and badly crushed, living only ten mirutes
after the arrival of help. Molt was hurled fully
thirty feet over a four-rail fence, landing in a
cornfield, where ne lay for some time before be-
ing discovered. Donnelly was also tossed into
the air, striking the fence with a thud. He was
injured internally and his right eye was torn
out.

Christopher Dottsch, living near by, was the
first on the scene. He telephoned for medical
assistance. Dr. Stumps, who lives some distance
down the course, was the first to respond, and
he attended to the two injured men, after which
they were rushed in ambulances to the Nassau
Hospital, at Mineola, three miles away. Al-
though the accident occurred shortly after 6

VANDERBILT WINS AGAIN.

Seasick II Adds to Laurels by Tak-
ing Classic French Stake.

Paris, July 12.—W. K. Vanderbilt added an-
other classic French stake to his long list of turf
victories to-day, when his bay colt Seasick II
won the prize of the President of the Republic,
valued at $£20,000, at Maison Laffitte. The race
was at one mile four and a half furlongs, and
Seasick II, following the tactics of Mr. Vander-
bilt’s Northeast, which captured the Grand Prix
de Paris on June 14, took the lead at the fall of
the flag.

He was soon overtaken, howeven, by Camille
Blane’s Grill Room, and the horses ran with
little distance separating them into the home
stretch. The Vande:bilt colt had much the bet-
ter staying qualities, as it proved, and forged
ahead in the run to the wire, winning easily.

OLYMPIC GAMES TO-DAY

KING WILL OPEN THEM.

American Hopes Run High as
World's Athletes Wait for Word.

London, July 12.—Athletes from twenty coull=
tries are gathered in and near London for the
Olympic games, which open to-morrow and
which, it is believed, will prove the greatest ath-
letic struggle of modern times. The competitors
from the four corners of the globe constitute a
small army in themselves, almost every country,
following the example of America and Great
Britain, having entered in the various events
the full quota of men allowed by the rules, in
most cases a round dozen. As there are twenty-
five events cn the programme the total number
of athletes taking part will be nearly two thou-
sand, many of the men, of course, representing
their respective countries in more than one
event.

All preliminaries have been arranged for the
opening day. The original idea was to devote
this day entirely to the formal ceremponies, in-
cluding a parade of the athletes before the King,
but the committee in charge of the games
eventually decided to run off some of the pre-
liminaries, and the first heat of the 1,500-metre
race will be started as scon as possible after for-
malities are ended. The parade, which will be
the largest of its kind ever held, is to be the
feature of the ceremonies. The representatives
of the various countries will form into groups,
divided according to the sports in which they
are competing, and will carry their national
banners.

The preparations are on a gigantic scale. The
Stadium will seat sixty-eight thousand specta-
tors, and there is room for twenty-three thou-
sand more, who will have to stand. By making
use of a strip surrounding the Stadium stand-
ing room also can be found for fifty thousand
additional, but this probably will not be neces-
sary. ' The grounds within the Stadium provide
three athletic tracks, a swimming bath and
dressing rooms for tweo thousand competitors.
The turf track for hurdle racing, the cinder path
for running and the conerete vanked track for
cycling have all been tested and pronounced the
best in England. Several records have already
been broken on these tracks, and it may be con-
fidently predicted that more will go when the
world measure each
other’'s prowess. .

As was to be expected, some little friction has
arisen over the rules governing some of the con-
tests. The Americans have put in a claim that
they ought to be permitted the privilege of dig-
ging a hole for the pole in the vaulting competi-
tion, but the Amateur Athletic Association of
Great Britain, the rules of which will govern
the meeting, has decided against this. To be
compelled at the last moment to adopt a new
method of vaulting will probably go hard against
Gilbert, the American vaulter, who recently
made a vault of thirteen feet in practice.

The association also has decided against the
American protest in the question of heat draw-
ings. The American committee pointed out that
by the method to be adopted it might happen
that all the athletes of one country would be
drawn for the same heat, which would be mani-
festly unfair, but the association held that the
possibility of this was so remote that if need not
be taken into consideration. Slips, therefore,
bearing the names of the various contenders,
will be drawn from a hat, with the object of se-
lecting the competitors in each heat.

The sperts are to continue for a fortnight, and
will occupy the morning and afternoon of each
day. During the first days of the meeting there
will be a number of events going on simultane-
ously, but as the unsuccessful are weeded out
and the interest grows only one event of im-
portance will be contested at a time. The prices
of seats have been fixed by experts selected from
athletic associations in consultatfon with two
committees. They range from 235 cents to $5 for
the afternoon performances and about half that
amount for the morning.

The American team is attracting by far the
greatest attention. It is realized that it is the
Americans that the Englishmen have to fear
more than any other team, and experts have al-
ready practically conceded them the shorter
runs, the weight putting and some of the jump-
ing events. The Americans have been putting
the finishing touches to their training at Brigh-
ton, and will come to London only as the events
in which they are entered call them im.

PRAISE FOR VICTORIOUS RIFLEMEN.

President and General Oliver Send Congrat-
ulations—Comment by General Crozier.

Washington July 12.—The victory of the Amar-
ican riflemen a* the shoot in England gives great
satisfaction not oniy to riflemen and guardsmen
generally but to army men as well. Lieutenant
Albert S. Jones, secietary of the National Rifle
Association of America, has received the following
telegram from President Roosevelt:
“Accept my hearty congratulations, and extend
them to the team which has done so well
“THEODORE ROOSEVELT.”

General Willlam Crozier, chief of ordnance, had
this to say to-day of the team’'s victory:
performance of the new rifle
and ammunition as shown by the victory of the
American team demonstrated that the shortening
of the army rifle has not beeg followed by any de-
crease in its accuracy, as predicted, and that the
ammunition used, though not of government make,
nevertheless carried a sharp pointgd bullet similar
to the one recently adopted by this department.
Consequently the vesults of the Olympic shoot are
highly gratifying. At the coming National Rifle
Association matches at Camp Perry, Ohio, it is
cted that the new rifle and ammunition will es-
tablish aew records at all distances.”™

General Robert Shaw Oliver, Assistant Secretary
of War, cabled to General Drain the following :

“Hearty congratulations to you zad your men for

the great victory.”

General Oliver said to-day:

“This victory means much for the cause of rifla
shooting In this country. It shows that the United
States still leads the world in individual skill, but
what we want is a greater number of sharpshooters
instead of a few experts, and we are gradually
reaching that point through the instrumentality of
the annual matches, the liberal appropriations of
Congress for ranges and practice and the rifle clubs
of the National Rifle Association.™

reception to the victorious team.
