WOODRUF¥ SUGGESTS IT.

State Chairman Offers Plan to Ap-
pease State Fair Managers.

A state convention lasting one day was the
eolution proposed yvesterday by State Chairman
Woodruff for the difficulty which has arisen be-
cause September 15, the date chosen tentatively
for the convention, would interfere with the State
Fzir. He issued a statement vesterday setting
forth his ideas on that subject. and declared that
it was worthy the consideration of the state
committee, which, pursuant to his ecall, issued
yesterday, will meet on August 12 to arrange for
the ¢all for the state convention.

This compromise with the State Fair nmna*rs
followed a vicit of Senator Horace White, of
Syracuse, and James S Whipple, State Forest,
¥Fish and Game Commissiéner, to state headqfar-
ters. Senator White strongly urged on Chairman
Woodruff the objections of the upstate people 10
having the convention fall so near the opening of
the State Fair. He told Mr. Woodruff that up-
state people deemed .t the height of political
folly, and implored to have the convention
date set a week before or after the opening of the
fair. So, in the face of all this opposition, Mr.
Woodruff made public this explanation of why he
had chosen the objectionable date:

Since the announcement made yesterday that the
state convention would probably be held on Tues-
day. September 15, one€ week after the New York
City primaries, which are fixed by law for Septem-

or &, protests have been received by the state com-
mittee from those managing the State Fair, which
is 10 be held i1 Syracuse during the week begin-
ning Monday, September 14, The State Fair people
have insisteC that the state convention should not
be held during that weck.

In the non-Presidential years of 898, 1902 and 1908,

and 194 the state
conventions were held on September 4 and Sep-
tember 6.

Inasmuch as the primaries are for the election of
delegates to Assembly conventions, which in turn
elect aelegates to the state convention, it would
seem impracticable to hold the convention during
the week of the primaries, the earliest possible
date, therefore being Monday, September 14, the
day the State Fair opens. L

In order to cause as little conflict with the State
¥air as possible, the holding of the convention on
Monday, September 14, probably not eariier than 2
o'ciock in the afternocon, is well worthy of the con-
gideration of the state committee. Doubtless by
holding. if necessury, an evening session of the
convention on tHat day the work of the convention
could be concludea on Monday gght, and all would

free to attend the State Fair on Tuesday and
thereafter.

The precedent of holding the conventions one
week from the primaries has been firmly estab-
lished, even when it brought the conventions in
the Presidential years of 19% and 194 as early as
Septﬂ_nher 4 and September 6, respectively.

In New York City the Assembly district conven-
tions to elect delegates to the state convention will
'h'e held »n September 16, and even that date will
give a narrow margin.

“New York State is as surely going Republican as
if the votes were already counted,” =aid Senator
Horace White at the Waldorf-Astoria vesterday af-
ternoon. Mr. White said he would be pleased with
Mr. Woodruff's arrangement, which was the best
that could be made, but since Mr. Woodruff had
made a statement there was nothing more to be
said on the subject.

Speaking of politics, he said: “I have never seen
£0 much general satisfaction with a ticket in our
section of the state as exists to-day. The ticket
is doably strong, for there is strong local pride
in Mr. Sherman as a native son, since he doesn’'t
live far from Syracuse. The platform, too, is ideal,
which is a great contrast to the patchwork crea-
tion of the Denver The Democratic
party in our section is ba split up also, with the
Conners-Murphy the old line Demo-
crats and the Hearst men, who come mostly from
the Democratic ranks. Altogether, T can’t zee how
anybody can ewen expect a Democratic vietory
this fall.™”

When asked as to what he thought of the chance
of Governor Hughes as a candidate again, he said:
*“Of course, I do not know the Governor's inten-
tlons, but 1 that if he is willing to serve
the party ag it will most fortunate. His
popularity is increasing all the time and he would
be sure of an overwhelming support.”

A QUIET DAY FOR BRY AN.

Works on His Correspondence—Is

Considering Campaign Tour.

Lincoln, Neb., July 15.—Politicians were absent
to-day from Fairview, the home of Willlam J.
Bryan, and in consequence. the Democratic nomi-
nee for the Presidency had a quiet time. Except
for two or three neighbors; who called in the early
morning, there were no visitors, and Mr. Bryan
was enabled to dispose of some of his correspond-
ence.

As yet he has not begun the preparation of his
speech of acceptance, and the probablilities are that
he will not do so until Mr. Taft's address is deliv-
ered. The question of whether he will make an
extended campaign tour is one which Mr. Bryan Is
now considering. He said to-day, however, that
the subject had mnot been sufficiently ; developed
for him to make any statement regarding it.

The bellef is general here that he contemplates
the delivery of a number of addresses in various
parts of the. country. His first trip away from
home since his nomination will be made on July 24,
when bhe will go to Chicago for a conference the
next day with the sub-committee of the national
committee, which was anthorized vesterday to se-
lect a nntlonal chairman and other officers. It iIs
not his Intention to make any public speeches on
that occasion.

Mr. Eryan still entertains the view advanced by
him in his previous campaigns, that the Vice-Presi-
dent of the United States should be admitted to the
councils of the officlal family. He believes. that
the occupant of the Vice-Presidential chair should
have a broader fleld and should not only sit in
Cabinet meetings and take part in the deliberations,
but should also be kept informed on all affairs of
state in order that he might be the better pre-
pared to perform the duties of President should
he be called upon to assume that office.

DISGUSTED WITII BRY AN.

Reform Club Official Says Many
Members Will Vote for Taft.

Asked yesterday how the six hundred members
of the Reform Club stood on the nomination of
Bryan, Everett V., Abbot, chairman of the bulld-
ing committee, replied:

“You would have to ask the members individually
how they are going to vote, but they stand dis-
gusted. As for me, I think I shall take to the
woods, 1 shall not vote for a protectionist and do
not believe in saving the Democracy by voting for
a Republican. So, I shall probably throw my vote
away. Probably, a number of members of the Re-
form Club will vote for Taft.

“Although the majority of our members are
Democrats, we have never taken a partisan stand,
but have stood for the ideas which Grover Cleve-
land embodied. In the campaign we shall work
principally on the lines of tariff revision, our com-
mittee having declared practically for free trade.”

AW AIT GOMPERS'S NOTICE.

Labor Men Doubt Pledging of Voles
to Any Candidate.

Reports that President Gompers of the American
Federation of Labor had announced his intention
10 support Bryan caused some curiosity among
labor men in this city yesterday. They had ex-
pected that circulars would be sent by Gompers to
the international unions stating his position, but
none had been received up to last evening.

James W. Dougherty, national secretary of the
International Brotherhood of Bookbinders, said
that he only knew of the intentions of Gompers
through what he had seen in the papers.

“As to how the unions will stand,” he said, “I
could not say until T hear what Mr. Gompers has
to propose. It looks as if the labor unions were
not yet able to go into independent politics. The
Republican union men will vote the Republican
ticket and the Democrats the Democratic ticket.
just as Protestants and Roman (Catholics will con-
tinue to go to their respective places of worship,
because they always believed that way. There may
be a labor vote, representing the unanimous senti-
ments of the labor unioms, some years hence, but
not this year, T believe.”

Other labor men said that until some official com-
munication came from Gompers they could not say
how he would influence the unions to voting.
They believed that the American Federation of
Labor unions would not pledge the vote of their
membership to any particular party.

Representatives of employers’ organizations were
indifferent as to what party Gompers promised to
support. Henry C. Hunter, commissioner of the
National Metal Trades' Association, said:

“Independent of the fact that Gompers cannot
control the vote of the vast army of workingmen
voters who are unorganized, and who are far
larger numerically than the organized voters, he
has shown in the past that he cannot influence the
vote of the organized workers to any appreciable

Will Open Campaign on Friday—
To Ask Bryan to Visit Brooklyn.

Senator McCarren will open the political cam-
paign in Brooklyn on Friday night by appearing at
a meeting in Crosby Hall, Classon avenue, near
Lexington avenue, in the 10th Assembly District.
The 10th is the district of Thomas R. Farrell, one
of the ieaders who deserted McCarren before the
spring primaries, and the meeting will be aimed
against Farrell rather than against the Republican
national ticket.

In spite of the treatment that McCarren and his
delegates received at Denver, Bryan will be in-
vited to visit Brooklyn and be the guest of the
jrregular Democrats this fall. The reception for
him, if he accepts, will be held at the Kings County
Democratic Club, in Schermerhorn street, the lead-
ing Democratic club of Brooklyn. It has among its
menthers Controiler Metz, William S. Hurley and
McCarren. In the past when Bryan has been in
Brooklyn he has appeared with the anti-McCar-
ren wing, and few McCarren men met him.

This is said to be another effort of McCarren’'s to
show how reguiar he is, in spite of the opinion of
the Democratic State Convention, Justice Kelly, of
the Supreme Court, and Willlam Randolph Hearst.

A big transparency bearing the names of the
Democratic nominees was raised yvesterday over
the front door of Jefferson Hall, the building in
which the McCarren organization conducts its offi-
cial business.

MAINE DEMOCRATS NOMINATE.

Obadiah Gardner, of Rockland, Heads State

Bangor, Me., July 15.—Maine Democrats in con-
vention unanimously mnominaied to-day Obadiah
Gardner, of Rockland, for Governor and Everett M.
Mower, of Augusta, for State Auditor. FElectors of
President and Vice-President were nominated, as
follows: Jefferson M. Swett, Eastport, and Jere-
miah G. Shaw, Biddeford (at-large); Darius H.
Ingraham, Portiand; Horatio G. Foss, Auburn;
Thomas J. Lynch, Augusta, and John 8. Williams,
Guilford.

BINGHAM BEFORE JURY

ABOUT BETTING.

TELLS

Commissioner Says Elder Is “T'alk-
ing Through His Hat.”

Commissioner Bingham, Deputy Commissioner
Baker, in charge of Brooklyn and Queens bor-
oughs, and Sheriff Hobley were the chief wit-
nesses vesterday before the Kings County Grand
Jury. All three appeared by invitation. Chris-
topher J. Fitzgerald, president of the Brighton
Beach Racing Association, and John G. Cavanagh,
superintendent of the old betting ring, had been
invited to give testimony regarding the workings
of the Agnew-Hart anti-gambling law, but they
were not on hand.

Judge Dike is so impressed with the importance
of the investigation that he has decided not to
discharge the jury this month nor to leave town
himself. He has informed Acting District Attor-
ney Elder that he will keep the jury together as
long a= the investigation continues, if it takes all
summer.

Commissioner Bingham was closeted with the
jury nearly an hour. When he came out of the
room he was inélined at first to refuse to answer
questions. Finally he said:

“If there 18 any implication that the police are
not doing their duty or have not done it at the
track, let them indlet or bring charges. The
grand jury knows what to do, and so does Mr.
Elder."

“Isn't it true that betting is going on at the
track?” he was asked.

“Why, of course,” he replied, “betting i= going
on at the irack and so is crime going on in New
York, and has been for the last one hundred
vears, and the ministers and the police together
can's stop It.”

“Why is the betting going on?"”

“Why is erime golng on all over New York?"' the
Commissioner countered.

Some one said that betting was being done openly
at the tracks.

“It's no crime to make oral bets, or to pass money
on oral bets,” said the Commissioner. “We are
acting under the advice of the Corporation Counsel,
and he and Mr. Elder don't agree on some points
as to the interpretation of the law.”

“Registering bets is illegal, is il'not 7" was asked.

“Why, certainly,” he replied.

“They are registering bets every
track,” a reporter said.

“Well, you shock me!” exclaimed the general.
“To give you an illustration: If I say to a man
‘I"'ll bet you $10 on so-and-so,” and you say, ‘You're
on,' and I pass you the money, that is not illegal."”

Regarding Mr. Elder's statement that the police
could stop betting at the track in five minutes,
Commissioner Bingham said:

“AMr. Elder Is talking through his hat. The police
are doing all they If the authorities think
they are not they can indict. It's hot and T want
to get out of town. The sooner this is over the
better. All that 1 have to say about the hearing
i that we dJdiscussed the general situation at the
track, and evervthing was most agreeable and
pleasant."

“T gave the grand jury a history of all that oc-
curred at the racetrack, as I saw it from the day
after the anti-gambling bill was passed up to the
present,” said Deputy Commissioner Baker. “In
that time I had been at the track ﬁeurl}: every
day. The police have done all in their power to
enforce the law. 1 will issue a statement regard-
ing this matter to-morrow morning."

Sheriff Hobley said he had done all that he could
to enforce the law with his men. He had no
momney, he said, to increase his force.

When Mr. Elder was told that Commissioner
Ringham had accused him of “talking through his
hat”” when making the charge that the police had
been lax in enforcing the law, he said:

“The very best answer to that is that the police
stopped the illegal gambling entirely yesterday
afternoon. The grand jury was much pleased to
learn this, and it hopes that gambling wiil bé
stopped in the future. After the third race yester-
day even Mr. Fitzgerald could not have laid a bet
with a bookmaker. The police certainly dil stop
illegal gambling in a very few minutes.”

TAFT THANKS LEAKE.

Secretary Accepts Jersey Represen-
tative’s Offer of Help.

Representative Eugene Leake. a Democrat, of the
Sth Congress District of New Jersey, who repu-
diates Bryvanism and wrote a letter to Willlam H.
Taft offering to take the stump for him, has re-
ceived a reply, which he will not make public, but
admits that his services have been accepted. The
details are to be arranged by the Republican Na-
tional Committee.

Executive Committee of Republican League
of Clubs Meets in Utica.

Utica, N. Y., July 15.—The executive committee
of the Republican League of TClubs of New York
State met in this city this afternoon, President
John A. Stewart, of New York. presiding. Reso-
lutions were passed urging the leagues of the
varlous states to support for president of the
league at the Cincinnati convention John Hays
Hammond, of Massachusetts.

Other resolutions were passed pledging the sup-
port of the league to Taft and Sherman. The
national and state administrations, President
Roosevelt and Governor Hughes, were congratu-
lated, and further congratulations were extended
to United States Senator Thomas C. Platt on his
seventy-fifth birthday.

A CARLOAD CRUSHED.

Jumps Over Embankment After
W hizzing Down Incline.

Johnstown, Penn., July 15.—One man was killed
and twenty-five or thirty others were injured, some
perhaps fatally, to-night, when a trolley car on
the Johnstown Passenger Railway Company, after
striking a traction engine at a crossing a mile from
here, started backward and went over a steep em-
bankment.

That more were not killed is considered remark-
The dead man is George Kennette, of this
city, thirty years old. Men, women and children
are among the injured. The car had just passed
through the Borough of Ferndale, a suburb, and
was rounding a dangerous curve at the time of
the accident. Apparently the motorman failed to
see the traction engine, which was drawing several
wagon loads of bark at the time, for the car
crashed into the obstruction sguarely. The impact
smashed the front end of the car in such a man-
ner as to disarrange the machinery which con-
trolled it, and, the motorman having put on the re-
verse lever, it began to go backward rapidly. As
the car gained momentum, helped by a steep down
grade, the passengers became panic stricken. Some
fell oft and others were pushed off by the frenzied
crowd, and those are among the less seriously in-
jured. But the majority of the passengers were
unable to reach the exits, and as the car dashed
onward they were held prisoners. The motorman
was among those pushed off. He was hindered in
his attempts to control the car by persons who
jammed him in, and, even though the apparatus
had been in working order, he would have been
powerless. When the car reached the bridge it
toppled over, carrying with it its load of human
freight. Scores were caught underneath. As-soon
as the news of the accident reached the city help
was rushed to the scene, and the work of removing
the injured began.
