GEN. GRANT SUMS UP

PRAISES N. Y. TROOPS.

Work at Pine Camp Most Success-
ful—Soldiers Benefited.

Gengral Frederick Dent Grant, commanding the
Department of the East, returned to Governor’s
Island yesterday from the encampment at Pine
Plains, N. Y., where he has been putting national
guard troops and regulars through a vigorous
“course of sprouts.” He was sunburned and
healthy looking and said he was greatly pleased
with the results of the work at Pine Camp.

“T think it was a most successful camp,” he said.
“I worked the men pretty hard—about as hard as
they could stand, I guess, but they didn’t seem to
mind, and+I know they received much benefit from
the work there. The national guardsmen and the
regular troops worked together well About the
only thing in the way of an official report which I
can give vou is what the inspector of Pennsyl-
vania, who came up there to pay off the troops,
told me. He saild that he took a vote of the Penn-
sylvania troops on what they thought of the camp
and the work there, and 90 per cent of the men in
the ranks told him they believed they had received
much more benefit than they ever had from their
own state encampments, and they liked this plan
greatly.

“Of course, at first, the men may have been
somewhat disappointed, for they were worked hard
—there wasn't the air of recreation about Pine
Camp which some of them say they have at the
state encampments. But they gained by attention
to business. The last prablem showed that. It was
a dawn attack and the men came up to it—the men
on both sides—splendidly, almost like regular armies
in the fleld. It was almost perfect, a marked im-
provement on the preceding problems.

“The first phase lasted only eight days—the Mass-

SAYS FLIES KILI BABIES.

Physician ~ Attributes  Increased
Deaths to Their Activity.

The number of deaths of bables from diarrheceal
diseases continues to Increase. For the week end-
ed on Juiy 11 the total in this city was 359, as
against 209 for the corresponding week of last year
and 202 for the week ended on July 4. These figures
are for children under filve years old. This in-
crease is attributed by Dr. Daniel D. Jackson di-
rectly to the large number of houseflles bred and
stirred to activity by the long period of intense
heat.

Though Dr. Jackson has made no such thorough
observations of the muiltiplication of flies as those
which furnished the basis of his report last vear
to the Merchants' Association on the dissemination
of intestinal disease germs, he declares, in common
with other observers, that there are many mcre
flies this summer than last.

“1 am surprised,” said the doctor, “that the sum-
mer conference for the care of bables has made no
public reference to the immediate cause of the
marked increase in the infant death rate. Tt is not
the hot weather, but the increased activity of the
flies, which breed more rapidly and in greater num-
bers as the temperature rises, and are stimulated
by it to travel further, bearing the germs of dis-
ease, which they collect in the greatest numbers
along the city's polluted waterfront.

““The next few weeks will probably show a
marited increase in the number of typhold cases
and deaths for the same reason. This disease Is

no more due to hot weather than the summer com-
plaint of infants. Climatic conditions, by reducing
the vitality, favor the contraction of the disease,
but theyv are not the real cause of it. Temperature
does not produce the specific germ which invariably
accompanies the disease, nor, as was once be-
lieved, is the regularly recurring increase in the
number of typhoid cases in the fall due to a special
pollution of the Croton watershed during the sum-
mer."”

'CROWD SEES DEER GORE KEEPER.

Bronx Park Attendants with Pitchforks
Barely Save Man from Death.

Ajax, the patriarch of the herd of Aslatic deer in
the Bronx Park Zoo, enraged by the reflection of
the sun on a steel seythe wielded by Willlam C.
Reardon, a keeper, flashed in his eyes, attacked
him while several hundred persons looked on, help-
less to interfere.

The big bull crept behind the stooping keeper as
he was cutting the grass, and tossed him a dozen
feet in the air. As Reardon opped to the ground
Ajax came 2t him and jabbed him terribly with his
antlers. The crowd that was at once attracted to
the fence on the parkway set up cries for help, and
these, with Reardon's screams, attracted other
keepers, whe drove the animal away with pitch-
forks. The deer was bound with ropes, while Rear-
don was carried, unconscious and bleeding from
jacerations, into a nearby house, where he was
examined by Dr. Eichel, of Fordham Hospital.
Reardon may be fatally hurt.

ZOTTI'S BAIL STANDS.

Additional Larceny Charges Against

Croatian Banker.

When Frank Zottl, the Croatian banker, appeared
yesterday before Magistrate Corrigan in the appli-
cation to have his ball of $25,000 reduced to $10,000,
it was stated by the District Attorney’'s representa-
tive that there was a man in the courtroom ready
to make an affidavit charging Zotti with the lar-
ceny of $125000. This charge was not made, but
two others were made charging the larceny of
much smaller amounts. 5

One of Zotti's counsel obtained a writ of habeas
corpus from Justice Dugro, of the Bupreme Court,
which was handed to Magistrate Corrigan in the
Centre street court just as the banker's chief
counsel was making a plea to have his client’'s
bail reduced. He told Magistrate Corrigan that the
charges did not amount to more than three hun-
dred dollars, and that $10,000 was sufficient to in-
sure Zotti's appearance in court whenever wanted.
He said that Zotti’s wealthy friends were all out
of town, and that it was not just to hcld him in
such a large amount.

“T have sixteen other complainants that T can get
on ten minutes’ notice,” Charles W. Appleton, one
of Mr. Jerome's deputies, said, “and I have only
to ask a man now In court to raise his hand to
have an affidavit charging the larceny of $125,000.
That is certainly not a trivial charge.”

The writ was handed to the magistrate just as
he announced that he would not reduce the bail.
Zott's counsel withdrew the writ immediately.
“We don't want to bother with technicalities,”
sald one of his lawyers, and Zotti was led back
to the Tombe.

Postoffice inspectors made the two new charges
against Zottl. They made affidavit that they had
been told that $40 given to Zotti by Ivo Dlaka to
ba forwarded to Peter Dlaka, in Dalmatia, never
had been forwarded. Detective Lieutenant McCon-
ville made a similar affidavit that $80 left with
Zott! by Mike Tomio to be forwarded to a relative
in Austria had not been sent. The case was ad-
journed until Tuesday,

Zotti still maintains that he is the victim of a
conspiracy. “First they wreck the ship, then the
bank, then poor Zotti,” he exclaimed, dramatically,
in a personz! appeal to have his bail reduced.
“They are trying to break down my health. T am
not going to run. I am going to stay and fight.”

The Pittsburg men Zotti accuses of having in-
duced the crew of lis newly acquired freight
steamship to commit barratry last year are still
unnamed. They were hand and glove with his
rival steamship agents and bankers, he said, and
were the active agents in the plot which he says
existed to wreck him and his fortunes. When Zott!
{s taken to court again he says the whole plot will
be exposea, and that he will be completely vindi-
cated.

Take the troops from the countryy
and they know nothing about work in formation
above the unit of a company—nothing of drill by
regiments, and almost nothing of battallon driil
A1l this they got, and the men of all branches of
the service showed good results from their driiling
with the regulars and men of other commands.”

“How did the New York State troops compare
with those from othe states?” was asked.

“Very favorably,” replled @General Grant.
“Squadron A and Squadron C, Troop B and Troop
D did fine work. The cavalry as a whole was splen-
aid, just splendid. Squadron A 1s a fine body of
men."” General Grant laughed heartily as an inci-
dent of the camp life struck him.

“T take it that it was a bit of facetlousness,™ he
chuckled. “Just before Squadron A left camp a
delegation of the men called on me and said they'd
had a splendid time at the camp, had enjoyed the
work and were certain they had made great im-
provement. But they had one kick to register, they
said; they had not had enough to do. Nevertheless
I thought they had been worked pretty well.

“The New York State men showed up well,” con-
tinued the general, “and the cavalry tfoops wers
splendid. The 23d Regiment was not quite up to
Squadron A and Squadron C, but, on the other
hand, I think possibly its members gained a little
more from their camp experience.”

General Grant said he had not seen the report of
ILieutenant Colonel Glenn and Captain Johnson on
the use of automobiles In field tactics. He came
down from Pine Plains in a motor car. *“I came
through all right in my car,” he said.

The report as to the advisability of the govern-
ment's buving the territory at Pine Camp for regu-
lar encampments of this sort has been forwarded
to Washington. General Grant says the place, nat-
urally, has disadvantages as well as advantages,
but he is inclined to favor it.

“It is not so central as we could wish,” he de-
clared. “If we could get a place about one hun-
dred miles to the south and east, about 30 per cent
of the cost of transporting troops could be saved,
and the cost of transportation is one of the most
important items. But, on the other hand, there Is
a large tract of land there, the water is good, and
the land reasonable in price and adapted to work
of this character.”

FIRE WIPES OUT GARAGE.

Twelve Automobiles Destroyed in Blaze in
Bedford Avenue, Brooklyn.

Twelve automobiles and a garage were destroyed
in a fire in the Bedford garage in Bedford avenue,
near Atlantic avenue, just before 3 o'clock yes-
terday morning. The damage is estimated at be-
tween $0,000 and $60000. The building was of
brick and one story hign. In the front were the L
cffices of the Alien-Swan company, automobile
agents, and of the Bedford garage, while in the
rear was the storaga room and machine shop.
Five of the machines were the property of the
Allen-Swan cumpany and seven either belonged
to the Bedford garage or were stored there. All
of the property was insured.

FEAR LARGER ICE GORGES.

Port Deposit, Md., Protests Against Havre de
Grace Bridge Improvements.

Washington, July 18.—Secretary Wright had an
extended conference to-day with people interested
in some itngrovements to the Baltimore & Ohilo
Railroad bridge which spans the Susquehanna
River at Havre de Gracs, Md. The road proposed
to build at least four additional piers. The project,
while substantlally approved by the engineers of
the army, has not received the approval of the
Secretary of War.

A protest was filed by residents of Port Deposit,
Md., four miles above Havre de Grace, against the
erection of the piers, because of an apprehension
that they would constitute a serious hiockade to
the ice which flows down the river each winter.
They feared that {t would increase the size and
danger of the Susquehanna ice gorges. Secretary
Wright =aid he would announce his decision later.

JAMAICA BAY PLANS |

Congress May Be Asked to Set
Aside $3,000000 for Dredging.

Congress at its next session will be asked to ap-
propriate $3,000,000 or $4,000,000 toward the 347,000,000
which it is estimated will be required for the im-
provement of Jamalica Bay-

There are about 13,000 acres of marsh land sur-
rounding the bay. The demand for home sites for
the rapidly increasing population and for additional
harborage renders necessary the reclaiming of this
land with the dredgings from the bed of the bay.
The ecity’s commission of engineers, Farley, Ford
and McLaughlin, was directed last summer to con-
fer with the Secretary of War. Frequent confer-
ences have been held to devise a plan which may
be harmoniously carried out jointly by the federal
government and New York City. Upon the forth-
coming joint report of the engineers the future of
Jamaica Bay Is expected largely to depend.

In the opinion of the Corporation Counsel the
city already owns all the lands under water in
the bay and the greater part of the island, in-
cluding all east of a northerly and southerly line
through a point at about the intersection of the
northerly lines of the west and north channels.

The work of constructing bulkheads and piers is
expected to be executed by the engineers in the
city’'s employ. It is presumed that the plan and
scope of the interior improvements will he made
to conform largely to the wishes of the city’'s offi-
cials, subject to agreement as to participation in
costs.

william G. Ford, consulting engineer, a member
of the Jamalca Bay Improvement Commission, esti-
mates the cost of the improvement, exclusive of
entrance to the harbor, as follows:

Mr. Ford suggests that to balance this expendi-
ture there would be 15,920 acres of reclaimed land
completely inclosed within bulkheads, which, at
only $.,000 per acre, would aggregate nearly $80,-
00,000, together with one of the most extensive of
deep water harbors.

It is urged that as the work progressed the city
could realize a profit upon some of the lands re-
claimed and turn the moneys over to the improve-
ment fund. It is not considered desirable to do
all this work at once, and in the opinion of Mr.
Ford an annua! expenditure of from $3.000,000 to
$4,000,000 would be all that would be required at
the beginning of the work.

Mr. Ford recommends that the city adopt, with
the approval of the War Department, a definite
plan of interior improvement, capable of meeting
the requirements of the present generation, without
circumscribing those of the ones to follow, and
that it should in the near future prescribe regu-
lations for its enforcement.

Mr. Ford would make wharfage facilities and
railroad connections the most important features
of the harbor, and urges that whatever plan be
