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Petition for Standard Retrial to Rest
on Alleged Mistakes.

Chicago, July 38—United States District Attorney
Bims announced positively to-day that a petition
for & rehearing in the case of the government
sgainst the Standard Ofl Company of Indiana, de-
cifed adversely to the government by Judges Gross-
cup, Baker and Seaman in the T'nited States Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals yesterday, would be filed.
Wo other action will be determined on until after
Attorney Ganeral Bonaparte has read the opinion
of the reviewing court. Mr. Bims received the foi-
lowing telegram from Mr. Bonaparte to-day:

The newspapers misc printed an excerpt from
the record to show that where Judge Grosscup said
that Judge Landis referred to the Standard Oil
Company of New Jersey & no “virgin offender”
Jufige Landis really referred to “‘the defendant,”
namely, the Standard Oil Company of Indiana.

The two points given, it is believed, will form
the groundwork of the petition for a rehearing.

IN LINE WITH DECISION.

Handling of Rebate Cases Here
Confirmed by Illinois Court.

In the prosecution of the Standard Ol Company
of Indiana the government contended that a sep-
srate offence under the Elkins law was committed
every time a carload of goods was shipped at the
lliegal rate, irrespective of the fact that no settle-
ment was made as to each carload. When the set-
tlements were made they embraced a number of
carloads.

The Court of Appeals of the 7th Circuit in re-
wersing the declsion of Judge Landis held that
this sub-division of the offence by carloads was
improper, and that the offence was not compiete
until the freight bills were actually pald at the re-
duced illega! rate.

In this respect the decision of the upper court
was & confirmation of the theory adopted by the
District Attorney for the Southern District of New
York in the prosecution of the New York Central
Raliroad and the American Sugar Refining Com-
pany. In the case against the railroad company
the indictment contained six counts, each count
representing 2 monthly settlement and payment of
freights on ail of the carload lots shipped during
the preceding month.

The government contended that every time such
settlement was made and the railroad company
paifl & rebate from the lawful rate on ail these car-
Jjoadls a single offence was committed, and Judge
Holt sustained the contention of the government
and fined the raflroad company $18000 for each
such monthly settlement, or $108.000 in all

The American Sugar Refining Company was
prosecuted upon the same theory for receiving
these rebates, and was fined and has paid $16%,000.

MAY GET WRIT, BUT CAN'T APPEAL

Government’s Power to Bring Criminal Case

Before Supreme Court Limited.

Washington, July 23.—In reference to Attorney
General Bonaparte's statement from Lenox, Mass,,
that an appeal cannot be taken to the Supreme
Court of the United States from the decision of
the DUnited States Circuit Court of Appeals in Chi-
cage in the Standard Ofl case, it is said at the De-
partment of Justice that no appeal lles under the
present law to the Supreme Court from a final
Judgment of the Circuit Court of Appeals in a
criminal case as matter of right The government,
however, ., has a right to present to the Supreme
©Court an application for a writ of certiorari in
cases of this character, and, indeed, in all crimi-
nal cases. It is in the discretion of the court
wrhether & writ of that character prayed for should
be granted.

It is recalled that the Supreme Court has In a
jarge number of cases denied such applications,
but exoeptions have recently been made to this
rule, and the Department of Justice officiais be-
Yeve that, because of the very great importance
©f this case and the public Interest in it, the court
would grant the application. In the last few
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years the Attorneys General have several times
asked Congress to enact legislation giving the gov-
ernment the right of appeal in criminal cases on
questions of law, where there has not been a ver-
diet of acquittal by a jury, and where, in the
opinion of the Attorney General, the ends of justice
demand a review of the case by the court of last

FUTURE OF GOV. HUGHES.

Renomination Said to Have Been
Discussed by Taft and Parsons.

Although there have been hints that the name
of Governor Hughes as a candidate for renomina-
tion has been mentioned in the conferences held
between Judge Taft and Herbert Parsons, presi-
dent of the Republlean County Committee, neither
of the conferrees would say anything yesterday as
to the possibilities of the Governor running for a
second term. It is known that the situation in
this state was thoroughly talked over by the Presi-
dential candjlate and President Parsons, but
neither was Inclined to make known yesterday
what decision, If any, had been made as to the
candidate for Governor.

Mr. Parsons, of couree, has not been in confer-
ence with the Governor recently, and he avowed
vesterdey a disinclination to talk of the Gov-
ernor's plans. As to the possibilities of the Gov-
ernor running again he could say nothing. About
the chances of the state leaders deciding to accept
the Governor ag a candidate, he was equally retl-
cent.

“If Governor Hughes decides to be & candidate
to succeed himeelf, will ‘be he renominated?” Mr.
Parsons was asked.

“That is & matter for the convention to decide,”
eald the county leader. I am not dealing in fut-
ures, and the convention is so far away that I
can say nothing about it

Mr. Parsons sald that, while it was regrettable
that a conflict with the state fair could not be
avolded, he did not see how It was podsible to
earry out the suggestion of State Chairman Wood-
ruff that the state convention be held on Septem-
ber 14. There will be so much business to come be-
fore the convention, Mr. Parsons believes, that it
will be impossidle to wind it up in a day, as sug-
gested by Mr. Woodruff. With a two-day conven-
tlon Mr. Parsons thinks it would be much better
to fix the date for Tuesday, September 15, which
would give the delegates more time to get into
town. Under the primary law it would be impos-
gible to hold the convention a week earlier, and to
defer the date to the week beginning September 20
wonld seriously interfere with the Presidential
campaign, which will be at,that time in full swing.

MANY URGE GOVERNOR TC RUN.

He Refuses to Disclose Decision Until Ready
to Make Statement.

Saranac Inn, N. Y., July Z.—Governor Hughes
was ssked to-day with regard to the requests he 18
receiving that he should decla himself as willing
to accept a renomination. He declined to comament
on the matter, but left no doubt that he contem-
plated making a statement on the subject very
soon. It is no secret that he is being strongly urged
by many Republican leaders to accept a renomina-
tion, and that he is giving the matter much con-
sideration. He naturaliy is deeply Interested in the
existing poiftical situation in the state and fully
appreciates his own relation to it, but he declines
to disclose his decision until he is ready to make a
s

Many Invitations to speak are being recelved by
the Governor, but he has not declded definttely on
his engagements. He has planned too remain here
until the middle of August. It is not likely that he
will do any campaign speaking before the meecting
at Youngstown, Ohlo, where he is echeduled to take
part on September & in the opening of the national
Republican campaign in that state.

DOUGLAS WON'T TAKE CHAIRMANSHIP

Former Governor of Massachusetts Says He's
Out of Politics Forever.

Monument Beach, Mase, July 2.—“I am out of
politics forever,” declared ex-Governor William L.
Douglas to-day, when, on his return from a yacht-
ing trip of several davs, he was asked concerning
the reports from Lincoin, Neb., that he might be
named as chalrman of the Democratic National
Committee. Mr. Douglas said that he had not
been aware that his name was being considered
for the place.

“I have not been offered the chalrmanship of
the Democratic National Committes,” he said, “‘and
while I shall deeply appreciate the compliment if
it is tendered to me, I shall not accept, as I am
out of politice forever. This is final.”

TAFT NOTIFICATION PROGRAMME.

The Day in Cincinnati—Neighboring Ken-
tucky Cities to Join in Celebration.

Cincinnati, July 23.—Indications are that an im-
mense crowd will be here next Tuesday when W.
H. Taft will be officlally informed of his nomina-
tion for the Presidency. Covington and Newport,
Ky., and other over-the-river neighbors. will join
Cincinnati in the celebration.

Six historic flags will he among those decorating
the platform on which the ceremony will take
place. They belong to a collector who has one flag
from each national convention, notification cere-
mony and inaugural for the last twenty-four years.
The oldest of the flags formed part of the decora-
tions at the time James G. Blaine was informed
of his nomination.

At Omaha another delegation of business and
professional men were presented to Mr. Hitcheock
at the station. At several other Nebraska points
leading Republicans of the state were at the train,
the meetings having been arranged by telegraph
by Victor Rosewater, Nebragska member of the
national committee, who was on the train.

Linecoln, Neb., July 23/—~While in Lincoin for half
an hour this afternoon on his way east from Colo-
rado Springs, Frank H. Hitcheock stated that he
had planned a speaking trip through Nebraska for
James S. 8herman in October. He also expects to
gend Senators Beveridge and Dolliver and other
Republicans of national fame to Nebraska.

Mr. Taft will not come to Nebraska under the
present plans, according to Mr. Hitchcock. Hie
campaign will be conducted from his porch at Cin-
ecinnati. Mr. Hitchcock said that he had never
seen a better spirit manifested by political
workere than among the state chairmen and na-
tional committeemen who met with him in Colo-
rado Bprings. All seemed ready and anxious to
take off their coats and work, he said.

WATSON ASSAILS BRYAN.

Urges South to Become Politically

Uncertain Again.

Macon, Ga., July 23.—Thomas E. Watson, Popu-
list candidate for President, opened his campaign
here to-night in a speech of one hour to an au-
dtence that taxed the capacity of the Grand Opera
House. His assaults were all directed at Bryan
and his praises were for Roosevelt and Taft. His
charge against Bgran of refusing to -vete for Crisp
as Speaker in the Demecratic caucus because of

his being a Confederate was heard in silence. He
appealed tc the South to cast off her political
shackles to Democracy. He said, in part:

The i’reatmt pu{hpos. of my life now is to put the
South back into the position of national influence
which she held before the Civil War and to bring
back the reign of Democratic spr‘ncl les as they
were practised In the 40's and 50's. he greatest
obstacla in the way is the apathy of the South
itself. 1f the Southern people would arouse them-
selves, they could easily throw off the domination
of the Eastern capitalist; who exploits the South-
ern States through the machinery of the Demo-
cratic party.

You call vourselves Democrats—Andrew Jackson
Democrats, Thomas Jefferson Democrats—and you
have never stoppped to inquire what are the prin-
ciples for which Andrew Jackson and Thomas Jef-
ferson stood.

You are asked to vote for Mr. Bryan, and yet
Mr. Bryan’s platform Is one which Andrew Jackson
would have spurned and*Thomas Jefferson despised.
It represents a disgraceful suirender of principle.
In 1898 Mr. Watson claimed to be as good a Popu-
list as Bryan.

For eight years Brvan wore every shred of
clothing which Populism had in its wardrobe. In
194 he abandoned his Populist raiment and en-
tered zealously into the Parker ca.mpdsn. which he
himself had denounced as a sell-out to the Wall
Street element of the Democratic party.

GEORGIA CONVICT HELLS.

Disclosures of Cruelties May Doom
State Lease System.

Atlanta, July 23.—Tales of eruelty, including
the deaths of convicts due to flogging for
trivial offences, were told the investigating com-
mittea of tha Georgta Legislature, which is now
conducting & thorough inquiry into the condi-
tions prevailing at prison camps in Georgla, to
which state convicts have been leased.

Az a result of the disclosures made by many
witnesses, including former convicts, guards and
investigating legislators, it is probable that im-
peachment proceedings will be brought against
the members of the prison commission of the
state, and that the lease system will be doomed
in Georgia.

J. A. Cochran, a former conviet, sentenced for
life and pardoned, told this afternoon of one
negro convict near Milledgeville, who because
he was sick and unable to work was beaten so
severely that he dled at the Grady Hospital two
hours later. He told of another negro who was
beaten to death at the Chattahoochee Brick
Company’'s camp near Atlanta. His stories were
corroborated by other wifnesses.

To-night a witness told of a convict who had
a leg broken, was sent to the hospital and kept
there untii his leg rotted and he died. Witnesses
declared in one camp the beds were washed once
vearly; tasks were greater than any man could
do, guards were inhuman, cruel and the beatings
averaged over two hundred a month.

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HOME BY. WAY. OF JAIL.

Englishman, Short of Funds, Secks
Deportation by “Salome”™ Dance.

Edward Susman, a young Englishman, elected
to reach his native land yesierday by way of
a jail cell. He has reached the prison, but it
{s doubtful if he will proceed much further.
Susman was arrested by Patrolman O'Neil, of
the Fort Hamilton station, at Fifth avenus and
86th street, Fort Hamilton, yesterday, for dis-
orderly conduct. He arrived in this country
from England three months ago, and two weeks
ago he went to live in the boarding house of
Mrs. Annie Dalton, at Fifth avenue and 90th
streat, Fort Hamilton. He was unable to get
employment and became homesick. He had
run out of money, however, and was unable to
pay his passage home.

At noon yesterday he told Mrs. Dalton that
he bad a fine plan to get his way paid back to
England. About 2 o'clock he walked up to the
Fort Hamilton police station and started to do
the “Salome’” dance. Policeman O’Neil stepped in
to ‘keep Susman from disrobing altogether, as
he had taken off his coat, veat, shees and shirt.
When Susman saw the policeman he picked up
a brick and hurled it through one of the green
gas light globes in front of the atation. When
arraigned he admitted that this was part of his
plan, saying that now that he had DLeen ar-
rested he hoped that he would be deported.

MUST PAY POLL TAXES IN PERSON.

Virginia Judge's Decision Disfranchises
Half the Voters of the State.

Norfolk, Va., July 2.—In a citizen's suit against
Treasurer Herman, involving the question as to the
necessary method of paying pell taxes In Vir-
ginia, for enfranchisement at tha polls in the com-
ing Presidential and all other elections, Judge Mar-
tin decided to-day that the requirement in the new
state constitgtlon for the payment “personally’ of
the poll tax means that all registered voters before
they can vote must for six months prior to the
election have paid the tax In thelr “physical per-
son,”” and that “personally”” does not mean pay-
ment out of thelr estate by check or messenger.

This decision will disfranchise half the present
electorate of Virginia prebably for three years if it
stands. An appeal was taken. The Supreme Court
does not meet until Beptember.

BOMB EXPLODES AS DENEEN TALKS.

Illinois Governor Helps Calm Audience at
Chicago Political Meeting in a Tent.

Chicago, July 23.—A bomb was exploded fn the
tent while Governor Deneen was addressing a po-
litical meeting at Garfleld Boulevard and Prince-
ton avenue last night.
