Berlin, July 31.—The “Berliner Zeltung™ to-day
publishes a dispatchs from Constantinople, saving
that the Suiltan of Turkey is preparing to declare
himself Emperor of the Moslems, abrogating the
title of Sultan.

Constantinople, July 31.—The efforts to persuade
the Sultan to perform his -usual Friday's devotions
at the great Mosque of St. Sofia. where the im-
perial seat has been empty for many Years, have
deen futile, and to-day his majesty attended the
Selamlik at the Hamfideh Mosque, focing the
Tihidiz Palave. An immense concourse cf zll classes
of the population, including the criminals who were
released yesterday, throngad the precinets of the
mosque, waving flags and cheering Abdul Hamid
with enthusiasm. The Svitan stood up in his car-
riage throughout the drive to the mosque and
powed acknowledgmentsito the cheers of the popu-
jace and the troops.

Later Abdul Hamil meceived the diplomatic corps
fn a body, and the Jtalian Ambassador, as doyen.
addressed a few wonds of congratulation to him.
The Sultan briefy tbanked the ambassador and ex-
pressed the hope that he could count upon the sup-
port of the powers.

The Persian Ambassador handed the Sultan a
congratulatery address from Persians  resident in
Constantinople, and his majesty, after thanking
him, requested the ambassador to transmit to the
Shah his salutations and a description of to-day’'s
Proceecings. The German Minister also felicitated
the monanch.

LOSS OF LIFE IN AUSTRIAN TYROL.

‘Heavy Rainstorms Cause Much Destruction
. —~Corpses Floating in Swollen Streams.

Vienna, July 31.—A series of terrific rainstorms
bave czused destruction and heavy loss of life in
the Amstrian Tyrol. The Bukowina district and the
Ziler Walley suffered especially. Reports coming
in here indicate that the loss of life has been
heavy Corpses are floating down the swolien
streams, and houses and stock have been washed
away. The death roll in Bukowina is sald to be
fifty, wghile in the Ziller Valley upward of twenty
persons have lost their lives. The report that the
viliage ©of Mebrn, near Brixlegg, had been over-
wheimed by a landslide and sixteenpersons had
been killed is confirmed.

Paris, July 81.—The rioting at Vigneux yesterday
has resulted in rather a serfous situation, owing
to the decision of the government to arrest the
leaders of the General Federation of Labor and
Ppoesibly suppress the entire organization on the
ground that It threatens public order. The reports
in the press agree that at Vigneux the agitators
deitberately incited the men to provoke bloodshed,
and that the troops patiently submitted for hours
to insults and stoning before they fired.

The conservative papers united in demanding the
suppreseion of the General Federation of Labor as
& revolutionery organization, which 18 demoraliz-
ing the country and terrorizing the people. The
organization is expected to fight bitterly for its
existence.

ASQUITH ON ARMAMENTS.

Prudent Statesmen Must Provide
Against Contingencies of War.

2 Tondon, July 31.—The government to-night ten-
dered a banquet to the delegates to the Universal
Feace Congress at the Hotel Cecil. Lewls Har-
iw court, First Commissioner of Works, presided. The
' guests included Herbert Henry Asquith, Prime
; Minister: JT.ord Fitzmaurice. Lord Chancellor;
Lord and Lady Courtney. the Countess of Aber-
deen. James Bryce, British Ambassador to the
Urited States; William T. Stead and other promi-
nent persons.

Mr. A=quith, in proposing a toast to the intqr-

national peace movement, heartily welcomed the
delegates to the U'niversal Peace Clongress and as-
sured them of the British government's sympathy.
He said he was not consoled by the argument that
coloscal armaments were the surest safeguard
agrinst war when he was assured by a great au-
thority that the annual expenditure of civilized
nations for armaments #as somewhere near four
| or five hundred miilions of pounds sterling.
{ “We must ask ourselves,” the Prime Minister
| declared. “whether we are bound to acquiesce in
, the futile fatalism which accepts the argument as
tn fac:t.” He was not sanguine enough to belleve
. that the youngest among those present would live
| to witness the advent of universal disarmament.
| National security alwavs must hold first place
!in the plans of the government of any country,
and while communities, like individuals, remained
they were likely to be swept with gusts of pas-
sicns. and prudent statecrmen must provide against
the contingenciee of war.

But admitting all that, Mr. Arquith continued,
the plain fact remained that there was no enter-
prise more worthy of the efforts of good men than
to devise practicable means not only for minimiz-
ing the risks of international quarrels, but for pro-
viding a rational substitute for the settlement of
disputes by warfare. Among the varlous means of
progress in this direction, he sald, the first was
the growth of international agreements. He sald
he used the word “agreements” because alllances
sometimes had the contrary effect. The second was
the substitution of international litigation for the
 barbarous methods of slaughter. The translation
of these principles into practice were beset with
difficulty, though not, in his opinion, insurmount-
able difficulty.

Lastly, Mr. Asquith asserted, there was the dele-
;gatm sphere of international relations. The main
thing was that the nations should get to know
and understand one another—half of thelr quarrels
| arose through a want of such an understanding—
{ and it was in the devoted and patient efforts of the
! missionaries of peace. all of whom were co-operat-
i1 g for the same beneficent end, that the strongest
hope would be found for the greatest of all reforms
—the establishment of peace throughout the world.

The speakers tt;ok
the view that the use of airships in time of war
need not cause overmuch anxiety. They
succeed in blowing up a few generals and destroy-

When asked to-night about a report from Panama
which stated that the people there believed
the ultimate result of the American operations on
the isthmus would be the seizure by the United
States of the Republic of Punama, Secretary Bishop
said that the alarm, if there was any felt, was
absurd. He remarked that the people of Panama
did not seem to understand that the United States
was there to dig the canal, and do nothing else.

“They seem to have the idea,” sald Mr. Bishop,
“that we are there to boom thelr commerce to
four or five times its former size, and will continue
to increase it

General Wright had nothing to say concerning
the conference with the President. He sabl that
he probably would talk with the President also
on the dismissal of the elght cadets from West
Point for hazing.

Gifford Pinchot came to see the President re-
garding the work of the National Conservation
Commission, in which the President is'so greatly in-
terested.

If they
are not put in within three or four days, I will
have the tenters removed. The people have
squatted on this property without the permis-
sfon of the Park Beard. 1 find that a majority
bury their garbage in the sand near their tents

or throw it along the beach, making conditions
very unhealthful. - .

OBITUARY

THE REV. D. F. M'GILLICUDDY.

The Rev.. Danlel F. McGillicuddy, who died on
Thursday at Cambridge, Mass, was the vietim of
a malignant blood disease contracted in travelling
in the Far East. He had been pastor of the Ro-
man Catholic Church of St. Stephen, in Worcester,
Mass., since 1895. He was born In 1860, in Wor-
cester, and was educated at Holy Cross College in
that city and at the Grand Seminary, Montreal. In
188¢ he was ordained a priest. In 1906 he was
travelling in India and went with three English
army officers to Tibet. He was the first American
to enter that “Forbldden Country” and return alive.
Another American, named Cooper, from Chicago,
had preceded him, but died from a fever contracted
tlere. The English officers whom the Rev. Mr.
McGillleuddy accompanied went to Tibet to collect
the first half of the indemnity to be pald by the
Tibetan government as the result of the expedition
by Colonel Younghusband, and also to inspect the
English forts and troops. The furthest point to
which he went was Gyamtse, one of the three places
where an Englicsh garrison !s maintained. There he
learned of the death of Mr. Cooper, and he was
warned that he might experience the same fate,
‘but when he ieft the country he felt in perfect
healith. He had many interesting things to relate
in regard to his travels when he returned to his
parish. One of the Tibetan customs of which he
told was the method of disposing of the bodles of
the dead by feeding them to vultures and, after the
bones are picked clean, of pulverizing them. The
Rev. Mr. McGillicuddy was an active foe of intem-

perance and served as head of the Catholic Total
Abstinence Union of America. He was also pres-
ident of the Springfield Diocesan U'nlon. He was In
the habit of denouncing from the altar the drink-
ing of liquor. His illness did not manifest itself |
until Sunday, when it appeared about a tooth which |
kad been recently fllled. It rapldly assumed a ma-
lignant character and he was taken to the Charles-
gate Hospital.

THOMAS J. GARGAN.

Berlin, July 81.—Thomas J. Gargan, a member of
the Boston Transit Commission, dled this afternoon
in the private hospital of Professor Koerte, the
operating surgeon. The immediate cause of death
was hypostatic pneumonia, following an operation
for stomach trouble.
