Inter-Southern Still Has Chance to
Obtain Majority Control.

There is likely to be a crisis in the affairs of the
Provident Life Assurance Society in the next two
or three days, according to r:perts in circulation
vesterday. There isstill & persistent rumor that the
banks holding the majority shares of stock of the
society will dispose of them to the Inter-Southern
Life I[nsurance Company of Louisville, notwith-
| standing the growing protest against this move.

The directors of the Provident are expected o
meet again on Wednesday, when the subject of the
sale probably will come up for discussion. The di-
rectors. however, it i realized can do no more ihan
use their influence against any transfer of the
company’'s contgol that would noi tend to preserve
the interests of the company and the policyholders.

E. Rittenhouse, Insurance Commissioner of
Colorado. one of the first to protest against the
deal to turn the control of the Provideni over o
the Inter-Southern, has written to Superintendent
Kelsey of the New York Insurance Department on
the projected sale as follows:

Rahway, N. J., Aug. 2.—The breaking of an axle
tied up local traffic on the Pennsylvania Railroad. a
mile west of here to-day. All four tracks were
| blocked by the wrecking of thirteen i0-ton steel
{ ore cars. Six hundred and fifty tons of ore were
piled on the tracks in additlon to the broken and
overturned cars, which ripped up all four tracks.
The delay was not great, however, as trains from
points on the Long Branch division were sent out
over the Central Rallroad tracks from KElizabeth,
while Western trains were shunted from their own
line at Newark and sent to Metuchen, over the
J.ehigh Valley tracks. Trains bound for New York

Rushed to Washington for Treat-
ment for Hydrophobia.

From their healthful appearance and the general
cheerfulness that prevailed among the ten marines
who arrived here yesterday from Colon on the
Panams liner Finance no one would have thought
that they had been bitten by the maddest kind of
a mad dog eleven days ago in their camp on the
isthmus. They all knew when they salled north
from Cristobal that the little dog which had bitten
them was suffering from hydrophobla, the fact
having been revealed by bacteriological examina-
tions following the autopsy on the body of the ani-
mal.

I NGLAND TO TAKE PART.

Many Delegates Coming to Tuber-
culosis Congress.

Washington, Aug. 2—King Edward is the patron
and the Prince of Wales is the president of the
British Assoclation for the Prevention of Con-
sumption and Other Forms of Tuberculosis, the or-
ganization that is arranging for the parucipation
of Great Britaln and Ireland in the International
(ongress on Tuberculosis, to be held in Washing-
ton in September. The assoclation will be repre-
sented in the exhibition to be held in connection
with the congress, and will also send a large dele-
gation. Among reports already forwarded to Dr.
John 8. Fulton, secretary general of the congress,
is that of the Irish section, which was prepared
under the direction of the presildent of the Irish
committee, the Countess of Aberdeen, wife of the
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland. l.ady Aberdeen has
taken the lead in the crusade against tuberculosis
in Ireland, and the exhibitions held throughout
the kingdom this year have been organized through
her initiative. As the president of the Woman's
National Health Association she has established
branch associations in all of the citles and towns,
and has gi\"gn a powerful impulse to the popular

educational “movements in the interest of public
health.
The Royal Commisslon on Tuberculosis will be

represented at the congress by Dr. G. Sims Wood-
head, professor of pathology at the University of
Cambridge and a member of the executive com-
mittee for Great Britain. Dr. Arthur Naewsholme,
chief medical officer of the local government board

of England, one of the best known students of
vital statistics, will deliver a lecture on “Tha
Causes Which Have Led to the Decline in Death
Rate from Tuberculosis, and the Light Thrown
by ‘This History on Preventive Action for the
Future.”

Another well known resident of the British Isles
who will take part in the congress is Dr. R. Ww.
Philip. of Edinburgh, founder of the first tuber-
culosis dispensary and the inspirer of the vigiting
nurses’ house-to-house work in the homes of con-
sumptives.

An interesting contribution to the literature on
the subject of tuberculosis has been received at
the House of Congress. It ig in the form of three
publications, all printed in Japanese, and all of
them prepared by Dr. ¢. Shibayama, under the
direction of Dr. S. Kitasato, of Toklo, director of
the imperial iunstitute for infectious diseases
research. Translated into English, the sub-
jects of the voiumes are: “Prevention of Tuber-
culosig in Italy,” “Consumpticn as a Subject of
Social Education” and “The Latest Treatment of
Consumption.” The last named volume is in its
tenth edition. Dr. Kitasato is chairman of the
Japanese committee on the congress, but he has
been obliged to cancel! his American engagements.
He has been placed on the commission appointed
by the Japanese government to investigate beri-

ber!. Exhibits also have arrived from Switzer-
land, Argentina, Uruguay, France, Russia and
England.

A committee composed of representative mem-
bers of the medical profession has been appointed
to represent Italy at the congress. Professor
Guido Bacelli, of Rome, is the secretary of the
legation, and his colleagues are connected with
the universities of Turin, Naples, Florence,
Bologna and other Itallan cities.

BIG BRONX ALLIGATOR RUNS WILD.

OBITUARY.

CAPTAIN SHELDON BULLOCK.
[By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Greenwich, Conn., Aug. 2.—Captain Sheldon
Bullock, whose career of over sixty years as a
steamboat captain on the High Bridge. Harlem
and Stamford steamboat lines was coupled with
much of the oldtime steamboat history of this
country, died at his home here shortly after 12
o'clock last night. Starting when a boy of ten
years, Captain Bullock followed the sea until
he came to be one of the best known figures in
steamboat life in America, numbering among his
patrons and acquaintances many former digni-
taries of this country and many noted foreigners,
among them King Edward, when as the Prince of
Wales he visited this country.

Captain Bullock was born in Canajokarie, N. p o=
on September 10, 1830. He became captain of the
Tiger Lily, of the High Bridge Line, before he
was twenty-one years old, and remained with that
line fifteen years, the last two as superintendent.
In 1861 the Tiger Lily was taken into the revenue
service, and Captain Bullock was called upon to
bring the first six captured runners of the war
from Fortress Monroe.

Since the war Captain Bullock had been in the
active service of the Wrizhts, on the Harlem and
Stamford lines, commanding the Tiger Lily, the
Morrisania, the Asseo, the Peter Carey and the
Shadyside.
