The City of New York sold a block of houses yes-

terday in a densely populated section for about

J25.«K». \
There has seldom, if ever, been a larger crowd In

attendance at an auction sale. The sale was held

in Bayard St., between Chrystle and Forsyth. There

\u25a0were about eight hundred persons present, and the

bidders had some difficulty in making known their

bids to Alderman Samuel Marx, who acted as auc-

tioneer. The services of several policemen were re-
quired to keep the crowds in check.

The property advertised for sale is on the site

which the city has acquired to form a part of the

terminus of the Manhattan Bridge. It comprises

the block bounded by Bayard, Chrystle, Canal and
F'rsyth st».

Some of the houses were sold at what seemed
ridiculously low prices, but Controller Metz. who

attended the sale, expressed his entire satisfaction^
with the results. The lowest price of the sale was'

$250, which amount was paid for No. 40 Chrystie

st. The highest price paid was $1,900. The latter

bid was for a flathouse known as the Charlotte.
On the ground floor are several shops, and on the

second floor is a dance hall. Sam Bernard, the
actor, used to be the owner. The buyer of this
parcel was Aaron (Humpy) Hanover, "Mayor of

Avenue C."
The auction sale was held in the open street.

Alderman Marx and his staff occupying a barouche.
Controller Metz supervised things for a while from
the driver's seat. When he left the scene he dele-
grated authority to Colonel John F. Hobbs. of the

Finance Department. Colonel Hobbs announced

the terms of the sale to the crowd as follows:

Iwant to make an announcement. You tenants
In these buildings pay your August rent to the
owner or agent under the city to whom you have

been paying it up to the Ist of September. \ou
get three days' rent free, from September 1 to
September 3."and you must all of you get out of

these houses by the night of September 3.
You men who buy these buildings take posses-

sion September 4, and you must have them
wrecked and away in sixty days from September
4. The Bridge Commissioner has. notified us that
he wants this space. Now go ahead. The terms
are cash or a certified check to cover, the amount

of the purchase, and 60 per cent additional to
guarantee the wrecking of the building within
the sixty days.
