
Friends of Mr. Morse ridicule the report that
he has been plunging in the stock market ami
has made enough money in th« recent rise to
T'2v o!? the bank's depositors. It is true, never-
tii^es.s that many of the so-called Morse secur-
ities have advanced materially from the low
prices which were made in and directly after the
panic last falL

What The minority stockholders want to know
is how their interests will be looked after In the
matter of the suit. Ifwon. it -would mean Just
at» much additional value to their stock. Mr.
Morse and the other directors, who would have
to pay the money to the bank, would be glad, of
course, to have the suit dismissed. The minority
ftockholders, however, are not so sure that they

want togive up this equity in return for a liorae
administration of the bank'6assets.

Mr. Morse said yesterday that he was making
rapid progress .- his plan to take over the bank,

but refused to go into details. Where th* money

is coning from si puzzling The receiver, but he
I? waiting for Mr.Morse to "make good."

Several months ago Mr. Morse organized a
J10.000.000 corporation st Bath, Me., which he
•called the Morse Security Company. It was
\u25a0annrvunced that the company's business -was to
buy and sell stocks, bonds and other securities.
3lr. Morse has always been very secretive when
£Fked what this company was doing. Many in
Wall Street believe that it willsupply the money
necesKary to pay off the depositors. It is also
possible that The necessary $2,000,000 will come
from the Asset? Realization Company, of Phila-
flriphla, which is another recent Morse enter-
prise.

Considerable opposition to Mr. Morse's plan to

jay of! the depositors is coming, however, from
the minority stockholders. There is pending in
the federal courts a suit for over (700,a6a

brought by the receiver against the directors of
the bank under the Morse regime to recover
money alleged to have been lost by the officers

of the bank in stock" market speculation. In
case Mr. Morse's plan is successful and the re-
ceiver is dismissed, it is probable that this suit

willbe thrown out.

It is from the bank building, however, that

Mr.Morse expects to derive the greatest equity

for the stockholders in case he Is able to carry

out his plan. The bank building- at No. 43 Ex-
change Place "is owned by the Wall Street Ex-

change Euildlng Association, a stock company.

Nearly SO per cent of the association's stock.
however. Is owned by the National Bank of

North America, which means that the bank

practically owns the building. There is a mort-

p-c.- of $1,500,000 on the property. '

Mr. • -,••:-. the receiver, is understood to be
willingto sell the building for 52.300.000, which
•R-o-jld give the bank an equity of $800,000. To
Sate, however, he has not found a buyer. Mr.

Morse believes that in two years from now he
wfljbe able to get at least 53.000.000 for the
yroperty. which will give the stockholders an
eq-Gity of $1.500.000.

Charles A. Hanna. the federal receiver, who has

fe^n in charge of the bank since it suspended,

on January 27 last, has already paid two divi-

dends of *-I."» per cent each to depositors who

have filed proofs of claim.

When the bank closed its doors its deposits

amounted to £3,440.000. but other liabilities
brought its total indebtedness up to nearly

$4/100.000. Of this (.urn the receiver has liqui-

dated 50 per cent, which means that Mr. Morse

must raise J2/JOO.OOO to settle in fullthe bank's
remaining obligations.

Mr. Morse and his family own a controlling

interest In the bank's $2,000,000 capital stock,

•and it has been his hope ever since the bank

sUFr en<sed to ?aln possession of its assets - The

advantages which wll!accrue to the stockholders
unde- ~.Lr. Morse's plan are easy to see. It is

tie duty of the receiver to liquidate the assets of

a failed national bank with the greatest possible

care, but It is the interests of the depositors and
not those of the' stockholders -which he has
uppermost in mind.

Among the assets of the National Bank of

North America when It suspended were many

securities which were sure to suffer heavily in a

forced liquidation. These same assets, if care-
fullyr.itrsed and not thrown upon the market,

will realize much more money. Among them

*\u0084ere American Ice Company and Consolidated
Steamship Company stocks and bonds.

Mr. Morse baa been paying off depositors for

The last two months, and in this way has ob-

tained a large number of receiver's certificates.

He has pail the face value of accounts and

has allowed no interest. The receiver, on the

other hand, expects to pay interest at 6 per

cent a a:l balances from the time the bank
suspended. Many large depositors, of course.
hay failed to take advantage of Mr. Morse's

o*cT to settle, because it entailed a loss of con-

siderable interest which has accrued since Jan-
uary 27 last.

<Jreat Britain's adhesion to Free Trade, declared
the Prime Minister, vmid continue to her and to

many other countries an economic necessity aris-
ing from the simple fact of her inability to produce
at home, "even under the shelter of the highest
and most insuperable tariffs the protectionist archi-
tect could design, requisite food for our people and
indispensable material for our industries ."

"No sane Free Trader ever conceived, "'
Mr. As-

quith continued, "that we could be as= far ahead
of our great industrial rival? now as we were fif-

teen or twenty years ago. It is a tribute to our
system of free trade that we have beer, able to
keep so far ahead. Admittedly the tariffs of the

protectionist countries did our trade substantial
injury, but the more our experience widened the
more we realized the wisdom of Sir Robert Peel's
advice that the best weapon with which to fight

protectionist tariffs was free imports. He nevfr

doubted the ability of th<- free trade fiscal system

to provide revenue which every civilized country

needed for the purposes of BOt Lai reform."

address of welcome Lord Welby paid the pros-
pects for free "trade were somewhat gloomy, and
that tl-.r idea of protection was advancing in an
acsreaafvc manner, "but in spite of this free trade
ultimately must prevail.

"Free Trade and Its Bearing* <-n International
Relations." the subject for diFcussion. was in-
trodtteed by Winston Churchill, minliliiit of the

Board of Trade, who argued that Great Britain
was an object lesson. She had pursued the free
trade poHey, ret she remained prosperous and
powerful.

Report Favors Removal of Superin-
tendent of Poor.

Albany. Aug 4.—The report of an Investigation

of the financial affairs of Warren County, made un-
der the direction of State Controller Martin H.•
ilynn. sets forth nine separate qnd distinct causes
which, (n th<= opinion of the examiners, would jus-
tify the preferment of charges for the removal of
Arthur I^. Soper from the office of Superintendent
of the Poor of that county The nummary of the
report given out to-day says:

Criticism is made of the conduct of other officials
of that county. The present and the last preced-
ingCounty Treasurer were found to have paid bills
without audit, borrowed money without lawful au-
thority and to have expended public funds in pay-
ment of unauthorized interest. It was al?o found
that a former sheriff and a former county clerk
made illegal charges against the county, and that
the Board of Supervisors has been guiltyof negli-
gence and has practised unbusinesslike methods in
th-» discharge of duty.

The examiners found that Mr. Soper has held the
office of Superintendent of the Poor for eight and
one-half -years, expending during that time more
than $100. of public funds in cash, and yet never
kept a set ot books. He has not even retained
the check stubs from which the checks were
drawn He claims that he submitted vouchers
with his annual report to the Board of Supervisors,
but they cannot be found. They have been either
lc*it or destroyed. \ In contrast to this disappear-
ance, nearly all other important paper.- have been
preserved.
It is hardly fair to presume that this particular

class of papers would for eight years become mis-

laid or lost, while other papers before the board
at the same time would generally be preserved. =

The report further alleges that since Mr. Soper

has J>een Superintendent of the Poor tie sold the
county about two hundred and thirty acres of land
for $2,500. Four years later, representing himself
to be acting for a third person, he repurchased the
farm for $550.

WASHINGTON STATE FORESTS SWEPT.

Many pathetic storits of flight and in many

instances the death of unfortunate settlers who
-,vere caaght in the swirl of flames as it swept
through the great forests of pine and fir, are
coming in from the various points with which

communication has been re-established. Ithas
not been determined how the fire started,

whether through carelessness or design, but once
it had seined headway it swept with almost in-
credible speed, at times eating up the timber
as if it were dry tinder, lighting up the whole
country at night and fillingthe atmosphere with
a choking snv ke that often hid the sun from
view and turned daylight almost night.

Superintendent Hussey of the Provincial Po-

lice has been sent by the government of Brit-
ish Co-lumbia to the flre-s-wept region, and he

Is n ,\v in charge <>f the relief work in East
Kootenay, acting with the local authorities.
The Dominion authorities have offered to send
a detachment of Northwest Mounted Police into

the devastated region to preserve order, but
thus far the provinciaJ authorities have the sit-

uation well in hand. The foreigners employed

In the mines in that district have given no
trouble, and no looting has taken place, as the

fin* left little of value to loot. A telegram to-
day from Mayor Fink of Cranbrook says two
thousand Fernie refugees are there and that he
has r.o definite information as to who or h>>w
many perished.

Town of Michel, believed not seriously burned,

mated at $250,000.

Town of Hosmer. about eight hundred Inhab-
itants; partly burned, with loss of one life and
$250,000 in property; three hundred persons
homeless.

Town i-i Fernie. ab^m five thousand Inhab-
itants; practically wiped out. loss of twenty

lives and $4,000,000 or $f..000,000 in property: in-

surance sbout 50 per cent.

This aid has been most generous, and those
temporarily destitute will be adequately and

promptly provided for. Means of communica-
tion with the burned section have been

most difficult. Telegraph and telephone wires

were destroyed for miles in places, and this
fact, taken together with the contradictory re-

ports from trie various towns, has led to great

confusion and probably much exaggeration as
to the loss of life. A summary of the results

of the fires has been prepared here, which is

believed to lie a conservative estimate as to

loss of life and property destroyed. It is as
follows:

The property loss has been great, but this,

too, is difficult to estimate correctly. A con-
servative valuation would probably place the
amount at $0,000,000 or $7,000,000. Several
thousand person.-" have been rendered home-
less, principally residents of Fernie, which, ac-
cording to all accounts, is almost completely

wiped out, scarcely more than a score of build-
ings being left where once a prosperous town of

five thousand Inhabitants stood. There has

been suffering among the homeless, owing to

lack of food and shelter, but this has been al-
leviated or partly relieved by the prompt action
of the people of every city in British Columbia,

as well as many of those on border states, in

sending money and supplies to the burned dis-
tricts.

Flames Which Destroyed Fernic
Sicceping Sparsely Settled Districts.

Vancouver, B. C. Aug. 4.—The terribly de-
structive forest fires which have swept through

th» Crow's Nest District of the Elk River Val-
ley, in British Columbia, since last Saturday,

devastating a vast stretch of territory, de-
stroying many lives and minions of dollars in
property, wiping out entire towns and render-
ing thousands of persons homeless, are still
raging, but are now sweeping a wild and
sparsely settled country, and it is believed the
worst is over. The flames are eating through
vast forests on the mountainsides, and It is
thought they will soon burn themselves out

for lack of something to destroy.

It is impossible at this time to arrive at a
summary of the situation as regards loss of life
and property with even approximate correct-
ness. So widespread has been the destruction

and so scattered are the people who lived in the

burned area of more than fifty miles in length

and three miles in width that any estimate
of the number who met death in the flames Is
nothing mofe than guesswork. Stories of miss-
ing settlers are coming from Fernie. Cran-
brook, Michel. Hosmer and other places, but
many of these persons have turned up at some
point far from their original habitation, and it

fs not believed that the death list will exceed
fifti-.

take place in {he neighborhood of Fort Myer. Mli
expected that some of the officers— perhaps many

of them— will this year elect to walk instead of
riding on horseback. This they may do by cover-

This is prompted by the findings

of the retiring board in favor of the transfer from
the active list of Colonel Charles B. Byrne, of the

medical corps, chief surgeon of the Department of

the East, who was one of the officers who failed
in the taking of the ride at Pine Plains.
