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BANK CLERK ENDS LIFE

Shoots Himself When Two of His
Checks Are Presented.

Two checks for $20 each were ths cause of the
suicide of Charles Westerfeld, an assistant book-
keeper in the Produce Exchange Bank, at No. 12
Broadway, who went into the vault yesterday and
shot himself in the right temple. Representatives
of the bank said last night that they could not un-
derstand why he ended his life, when his standing
at the bank was excellent, and he could have had
any amount of credit within reason.

The young man's father is Charles Wuesterfeld,
a truckman. The former, who had worked for
neariy, four years for the Produce mchan'ge Bank,
changed his name to the Anglicized spelling. He
was well llked by his co-workers. He had returned
recently from his vacation, and yesterday, when
the two checks, each for $0, were handed in, the
paying teller remarked jokingly that Westerfeld
must “make good.” Nobody thought of any con-
sequences following this suggestion until young
Westerfeld had been missing for nearly an hour.
Thomas B. Nichoils, the assistant cashier, then be-
gan a hunt for him.

In the vaults Mr. Nichols found Westerfeld, lying
on the cement floor, clasping a revolver in his hand
and with a hole in his right temple. He gave the
alarm. and the usual routine of police and coroner
ensued. The body was taken to a nearby under-
taker's establishment, and when & Tribune re-
porter called at the bank yesterday afternoon a
young man who represented the president, said:

“If we had known that Westerfeld worried so
much about the two checks for $20 each, we would
have readily agreed to have the amount taken out
of his salary at the rate of §5 or $10 a week. As it
was, we can assign no cause for this unfortunate
afrair, except that he worried over those two
checks. There is absolutely no suspicion of his
having in any way mistreated the funds of the
bank. His work was entirely clerical. It is most
unfortunate and most unexpected.

Westerfeld was twerty-two years old, and lived
with his parents at No. 201 East Tith street. His
mother said she had no idea why her son ended
his life. “"He was an awfully good son,” she said.
““He was not in love with any girl and had no bad
habits.”
