MISHAPS TO AHWRSHIPS.

The most remarkabie: of accidents connected with-
trave! in the air was the complete disappearance
of Salomon August Andirée in lis attempt to reach
the North Pole by bailoon. He had made several
journeys by balloon between 1882 and 1885, and in
1897, on July 11, accompanicd by two friends, he
made a start from Northwestern Spitzbergen for
the pole. Four days later a carrier pigeon shot
on a sealér was found. to carry a small tube with
a message written by Andree two days after the
ascent. On September 11, 1899, the “polar buoy,”
which was to be cast overboard at the highest
latitude reached, was found empty at Spitzbergen.
No other trace of the vovagers has been found.

The last year has a record of a considerable
number of mishaps to aviators and their machines.
On November 30, 1907, the military balloon La
Patrie, with which French army experiments had
been made, broke loase from its moorings near the
German frontier and drifted away in a gale, with
no one aboard. Part of the basket was dropped in
Ireland. The balloon is beliswed to have fallen into
the Atlantic. On May 2 of thiz year the airship
Arfel, constructed by J. A. Morvell for the National
Airehip Company, 40 feet lomg and 36 feet in
dlameter, fell at San Francisoo from a height of
200 feet. with sixteen persons aboard, of whom all
were more or less injured, sewen seriously. While
the Wright brothers, Wilbur and Orville, were in
their aeroplane on the coast of North Carolina, in
the same month, a wrong lever was pulled, and
the machine struck the ground and was ecompletely

to the well may be verified in his own case. He
was elected four years ago by a small plurality
when the Republicans had a deadly fight going
among themseives. Two years ago it was just as
bad with the Republicans, and the Governor won
by an increased plurality.

“But there i{s such a thing as a pitcher going too
often to the well. It is just possible that Gov-
ernor Johnson's intimate friends have reasoned it
out that he wouldn't be much of a figure at the
next national convention if he should be defeated
this year. They are desirous that he should stay
out. The Republicans have nominated Jacob F.
Jacobson, a Norwegian, and the Republican Scan-
dinavians are grinning as they watch the Demo-
crats trying to decide what they will do. Jacobson
is a surdy, honest legislator, with a record of seven
or eight terms in the lower house of the State Leg-
{slature. He knows the Republicans and they know
him.

“Generaliy speaking, the Republicans . = entire-
ly satisfied with the record of the Roosevelt ad-
ministration, and they are for Taft both because
he will maintain the Roosevelt policies and for his
own sake. While the Republicans, as a rule, favor
a clause in the tariff schedules which will give us
free lumber from Canada, they are, on the whole,
enthusiastically supporting old-fashioned Republi-
can doctrines, knowing that we are sure of con-
tinued good times with a Republican administra-
tion."
