Suf-
fice it to say that our exports to America always
exceed our imports from there, and there Is every
prospect that the export trade will Increase year
by year. Regarding this export trade, Imay men-
tion that it is much larger from Yokohama than
from any of the other open ports

In view of our International relations with
America and Yokohama's position in the trade
with thaT republic. Ithink it is necessary that the
city shall take all possible sreps as a host To ex-
tend as grand and cordial a welcome- to the
American fleet on its arrival here a~ the circum-
stances may permit.

Thomas A. Edison, as a special mark of respect

4o Henry Parman, the English aviator, sprung a
surprise that caused a deep fljsh of pri*e to ptirge

over the face of his guest at the Edison laboratories
fan Orange. N. J., yesterday morning Mr. Edison
had requested that Mr. Farman and his party call
on him at his "play shop" at 11 a. m. yesterday.

He met them in his magnificent library, and
after pointing out man> curiosities, notably the
marble group of 'The Genius of Light." which
was procured at the Paris Exposition, the guests

wore next taken by Mr. Edis< n through all the de-
partments of his extensive works.

It was when the lights were lowered in the mov-
ing picture department that the unusual compli-

ment Mr. Farman eaid he would never for-
get was paid him by Mr. Edison, who sat in
the centre of the group and laughed like a boy.

From midnight blackness there suddenly appeared

the Farman aeroplane on the screen, first in Its

shed at the Brighton Beach racetrack and after-
ward in flight. Farman bowing to the spectators—

"The first time." said Mr. Edison, "that a moving

picture of your flights !n this country has been

seen by any person except our workmen."
Mr. Edison showed great Interest In the various

attempts being made in different parts of the world
to travel in the air. "It 1b coming; some one is
iiabie to solve the problem any day." he said.

"Don't you think. Mr. Edison, that the problem

is already solved, and that all now needed are scien-
tific and engineering talent and money?" he was
asked.

•No, Idon't think that. It isn't solved yet I

don't think inventora have been on the right track.
The great difficulty, of course. Is the tremendous
power required in the engine, which at the same
time must be so very light. There are lots of

men working night and day on that problem, and

Borne one will do the trick. IJable to run across

the solution any day now," he added.
He told Mr. Farman he had made experiments
