ARMED GREEKS ARRESTED

They Were Waiting for a Black-
mailer, but Police Came First.

Armed to the teeth, four Greeks, including Basio
J. Bpiropoulos, whose life had been threatened if
he fafled to give up $1.000, started out early yester-
day morning to look for the alieged blackmailer.
The men were hiding behind a clump of bushes at
180th street and Amsterdain avenue, waiting for the
arrival of the person who was to meet Spiropoulos,
when they were all arrested. The prisoners were
held in ¥300 baill each in the Harlem court, charged
with ecarrying concealed weapons.

Bpiropoulos., who, according to his business card.
is an importer of Oriental goods, has a place of
business in this city, at No. 4§ New Bowery and
No. 22 James street, with branches in Pittsburg,
Boston and Seattle. According to Spiropoulos, he
received a letter from the Greek Revolutionary
Society, demanding $1.000. He was instructed to
take the money to 1%th street and Amsterdam ave-
nue, where a man would meet him. He was to
hand it over to the person asking ‘“What time is

ACTS ON TRANSFERS

ORDER TO GET TOGETHER.

Metropolitan and Belt Line Must
Devise Plan in Ten Days.

As was expected, the Public Service Commission
took a hand yesterday in the ““to transfer or not
to transfer’” game in 59th street by summarily or-
dering the receivers ol the Metropolitan Street
Raflway Company and the officers of the Central
Park, North & East River Rallroad Company to
get together within ten Jays and establish through
routes and joint rates of fare, to be in operation
for at, least a year. The managements of the two
ecompanies have ten full working days—until August
24—to report to the commission what arrangement
they have been able to make in restoring transit
facilities between the lines of the two compahlies.

The order of the commission was passed by a
unanimous vote of the three commissioners now in
town—Messrs. Eustis, McCarroll and Maltbie—after
a public hearing on the proposed order to compel
the two companies to establish a joint rate of fare
which would be satisfactory to the public. Follow-
ing their usual custom, neither of the receivers of
the Metropolitan deigned to appear at the hearing,
which was attended by some hundred or more
representatives of civic organizations and others
who were eager to find out what the Metropolitan
receivers and the crosstown officials wouid have to
say abcut the abolition of transfers and what the
commission would do in case there should be a
pointblank refusal to make a joint fare arrange-
ment. Neither was Oren Root, the general man-
ager under the receivers, present, mor any repre-
sentative of the firm of Masten & Nichols, the gen-
eral cournsel for the receivers.

RECEIVERS ASK TIME.

Instead, the receivers sent a polite note, bearing
date of vesterday, acknowledging receipt of the
notice of the hearing and suggesting that “inas-
much as this is largely a legal matter, we are not
prepared to make any definite statement concern-
ing the subject matter of the order until we have
been afforded an opportunity to confer with our
general counsel, who is at present out of town and
will not return until the latter part of the week.”

In this particular the receivers of the Metropoli-
tan may have been misinformed. for at the offices
of Masten & Nichols, less than half an hour after
the close of the hearing. it was sald that Mr. Mas-
ten had left the city on Monday night for the
northern part of the state, but would return to-
day. No explanation was made of Mr. Masten's
departure the night before the hearing on the
transfer situation. of which he had had notice,
nor of his probable return the day after the
hearing

Augustus H. Vanderpcel and Henry Thompson,
of the firm of Vanderpoel. Thompson & Freedman,
counsel for the Central Park, North & East River
Railroad Company, with George W. Linch. who
has been acting as general manager since the lines
of the company were turned back to It by the
Metropolitan receivers last Thursday morning, were
among the earliest arrivals at the hearing. To
Commissioner Eustis Mr. Thompson. who did the
talking for his company, said that on receipt of
the commission’s notice of the proposed order for
a joint rate, his company had tried to get into
communication with the receivers and their coun-
but got no more information than contained in
the letter sent to the commission. Mr. Thompson
pleaded for more time, in order that the officials
of the two companies might have a chance to get
together. This plea was seconded by J. Parker
rlin, on behalf of tha stockholders of the Metro-
politan Street Railway Company, who thought
reasonable time ought to be given the recelvers to
consider the matter

Mr. Thompson said he waan't enough of a rail-
road man to say whether the fssue of transfers
would increase the receipts of his company instead
of diminishing them. He sald frankly, however,
the receipts of his line had largely diminished since
last Thursday when the transfer exchange system
was abolished, but thought the giving of transfers
had heen greatly overdone in New York.

Samuel M. Levy, representing Bloomingdale
Brothers and other property holders along 5th
street in opposing any adjournment of the adop-
tlon of the order, said that it was very clear that
the Metropolitan recetvers wanted to leave the
subject of transfers as a legal question, and doubt-
ed whether they had any intention of making any
arrangement with the Central Park, North & East
River Railroad Company.

LABOR MEN'S PLEA.

Herman Robinson, organizer for the American
Federation of Labor, speaking for the labor inter-
ests of New York, deciared that the people in gen-
eral belleved that fair treatment had not been ac-
corded them in the sudden cutting off of transfers.
If a question of the powers of the Public Service
Commission were involved, he and his fellow dele-
gates from the united workers of New York had
been instructed, he said, to tell the commission that
this was the time for the test.

“The public at large,” he added, ‘has been led to
believe that the Public Service Commission, which
has been appointed at a large expenditure of
money, is able to render some service to the people.
The people want that service and ask for it, and
let us at least hope that we are going to get it as
soon as possible.”

William Adams Delano, one of the trustees of the
Orthopedic Hospital, in 59th street. between Park
and Lexington avenues, sald that the patients
who visited the free dispensary averaged between
four thousand and five thousand a year. They
came, he said, largely from the East and West
sides and the poorer Italian quarters, and depended
very largely upon the use of transfers in 53th street
to get to the hospital. One of the main reasons for
the selection of the present site of the hospital had
been to get a place which could be reached with
little inconvenience by the patients, most of whom,
he said. were lame children whe could not walk.
To discontinue transfers permanently would defeat
the very object which had decided the trustees in
choosing the present site.

As soon as the hearing was adjourned the com-
mission went into executive session, and adopted
the order requiring the Metropolitan receivers and
the Central Park, North & East River Rallroad
Company to establish by August 24 through routes
over the lines of the latter, and the Metropolitan
lines hetween 34ith street and 115th street which
intersect or connect ‘with them, and to put in force
a joint rate of fare “by the use of a transfer slip,
coupon ticket or other sufficient token.” This rate,
under the order, must be maintaingd for a year,
unless modified under the provisions of the Public
Service Commissions law.

WILLBUY WAR BALLOON'

Gineral Allen Says Army Needs
Baldwin’s Airship— Another Flight.

Washington, Aug. 11.~The military dirigible bai-
loon built for the signal corps of the army by
Captain Thomas 8. Baldwin will be accepted. “We
are going to buy Baldwin's machine; we need it.”"
said General James Allen, chief signal officer. He
indicated that faflure to comply with the speed
requirements would not prevent the purchase of the
airship. It is generally understood. therefore, that
the speed and endurance trials will merely deter-
mine the price to be paid for the dirigible.

Captain Baldwin Is satisfled that he can make
twenty-two miles an hour under the conditions
prescribed by the signal corps. General Allen and
the scientists who have been watching the Baldwin
flights are of the same opinion. Colonel James
Templer, formeriy chief of the aeronauticai divi-
glon of the British army, said that he belleved Cap-
tain Baldwin's dirigible could make twenty-five .
miles an hour in still air. )

Colonel Templer has sent ‘his report to the Brit-
i{sh War Office on his inspection of the Baldwin
airship, recommending that several of its features
be incorporated in the new dairigible which the
British army is building. and which will have prac-
tically the ‘same dimensions as Captain Baldwin's
ship. Colonel Templer favors the smaller airship
in the present stage of aerial navigation.

The official speed trial of Captain Baldwin's dirigi-
ble balloon was again postponed to-day, but a
preliminary speed test was made with Mr. Curtis
and Captain Baldwin aboard. Captain Baldwin
again took a westerly course, in order to become
familiar with the official course lying in the direc-
tion of Falls Church. It is estimated that an av-
erage speed of 187-10 miles was maintained.

The airship remained aloft twenty-two minutes,
and a distance of nearly five miles was covered.
A side wind was encountered throughout the flight,
and several times Captain Baldwin had to tack.
An altitude of nearly one thousand feet was at-

tained.
