When Mr. Spofford took charge of the library it
had not fully recovered from the effects of the de-
structive fire of 1855, and contained only 70,000 vol-
umes. In a little more than thirty years there-
:fter lthhad increased tenfold and had far out-

rown the space allottefl to it in the Ca;
afforded shelf room for only 300,000 otp‘:g‘c; :221(::)
books. The alcoves and floors were piled with x;ol-
umes and documents, while the 230,000 pamphlets
and the other miscellaneous copyrighted matter
found asylum in the crypt. The librarian's desk
was surrounded by heaps of newly arrived books,
for which there seemed to be no place, and the an:
nual accessions ‘more than equalled the total num-
ber on the shelves when Mr. Spofford first took
hold. To this apparent and even actual chaos the
only absolute guide was the remarkable memory
of the librarian in chief, which was a perpetual
subject for wonder and comment.

As early as 1872 Mr. Spofford urged on Congress
the absolute necessity of speedily providing a suit-
able building for the library, with space for at
least 3.000.000 books. Tt was not, however, until
1886 that the pressing needs of the library were the
subject of legislation by Congress, which, sas
amended two years later, provided for the large
and beautiful structure in which the library has
been housed since 1897.

Before Mr. Spofford became librarian no reports
had been made to Congress, and the act which re-
quired a copy of every book protected by copy-
right to be deposited in the Library of Congress
had been repealed in 188. On Mr. Spofford's ur-
gent recommendation, in 1865, this requirement was
restored. As the copyright records were, at that
time, kept by the differentsstates, there was no
record in Washington to show what books were
due, and few were received. In 1810,_accordingly,
on Mr. Spofford’s suggestion, all copyright records
were transferred to Washington and the duties of
register of copyright were added to those of the

librarian. The result was at once apparent in ﬂw‘:

rapid increase in the size of the library. and after
a time, in some confusion in the accounts and
records of the librarian. An investigation was held
in 1898 by the committea on the library, whose re-
port exonerated Mr. Spofford of any intentional
wrongdoing and laid the blame on the ‘“‘compli-
cation of duties imposed upon Mr. Spofford” by
Congress and on his inadequate method of book-
keeping. A register of copyrights was appointed
to relieve Mr. Spofford of this uncongenial and per-
plexing work. In 1897, in view of Mr. Spofford's
advanoced years and of the increased labor of in-

stalling and caring for the library in its new home,
it was decided to retire him from the position of

man to the place. Mr. Spofford, accordingly, gave
way to Herbert Putnam, but hie valuable serviees
were retained for the library and for Congress by
making him chief assistant.

The ready helpfulness of Mr. Spofford and his al-
most childlike lack of business qualities unfortu-
nately involved him in the scandal created through
the publication, in 1889, of the p(xh“r documents of
“fhe Messages and Papers of the Presidents,” by
Congressman Richardson, as a private enterprise.
Again Mr. Spofford was the subject of investiga-
tion by a committee of Congress, but his explana-
tion that he had been merely an emplove of the so-
called “‘publication committee,” and had resigned
when he realized the nature and purpose of the
undertaking, was accepted

Mr. Spofford was a frequent contributor tQ ency-
clopzdias and periodicals of articles on historical,
economic and lterary topics. He edited many cata-
logues of the Library of Congress, an annual com-
pllation entitled “The American Almanac and
Treasury of Facts’ (1878-'88), and was oneé of. the
editors of “The Library of Choice Literature™ (ten
wvolumes, 1881-"8%). He also assisted In editing the
“Library of Historle Characters and Famous
Events” (ten volumes) and the “Library of Wit and
Humor” (five volumes). He was the author of
“Practical Manual of Parliamentary Rules,” “A
Book for All Readers—an aid to the collection. use
and preservation of books—and various other
works. He was a member of numerous learned so-
cleties, and in 18%4 received the degree of LL. D.
from Amherst College.

Mr. Spofford married, In 1852, Miss Sarah P. Par-
tridge, of Franklin, Mass.. who died several vears
ago. His chief recreation was horseback riding, an
exercise which he kept up long after he had
reached an advanced age. Mr. Spofford was a
great friend of George Bancroft, and during the
historian’'s lifetime the two scholars rode fre-
quently together, exploring the country roads in the
vieinity of the national capital.

AUTO KILLS J. M. SEARS.

Boston Millionaire Fatally Injured
Near Providence.

Providence, Aug. 12—J. Montgomery Sears, the
wealthy Bostonian, was fatally hurt in an automo-

tween Apponaug and Norwood. He died at the
Rhode Island Hospital to-day. He did not recover
consciousness from the time of the accident until
death came. The body was taken in charge by &

! local undertaking firm pending advices from the

young man’'s relatives, who are abroad, but who
have been informed of his death. George Saunders,
the chauffeur, was severely hurt.

The car was being driven at a speed of about
sixty miles an hour. At the point where the acci-
dent occurred there is a sharp curve. As the road
is a lonely one and the men had tq rely’ wholly on
their own lights, {t is presumed they came upon the
curve unexpectedly, and in attempting to round it
at the high speed one of the front wheels of the
machine broke down, the tire burst and the car
plunged over an embankment.

Another automobile, containing A. Albert Sack,
Jr., and Charles Webster, of Providence, happened
to be near at hand. Hearing the explosion of the
tire and the groans of the men, Mr. Sack and Mr.
Webster rushed their car to the scene of the acci-
dent, where they found Mr. Sears and Mr. Sauu
ders unconscious on the ground, with their automo-
bile in flames. They took the injured men in their
car to the Norwood House, and from there they
were taken in an ambulance to ihe hospital. ‘

Tt was found at the hospital that Mr. Sears was
suffering from a fracture of thé sgkull, a fractured
tr?chea and internal injuries. An operation was
immediately performed. Mr. Saunders sustained
two fractures of the leg and will recover.

Joshua Montgomery Sears was one of the richest
men In Boston. He was the son of the late J.
Montgomery B8ears, a well known and wealthy
philanthropist, and was bhorn in Boston in 1875. H;
was educated at Harvard University, where he
was graduated with the degree of B. A. in 19%.
Four years later he completed the course at the
Harvard Law Bchool, and received the degree of
LI. B. On the death of his father, in 1905, he be-
came heir of the family estate, which included
tensive real estate holdings in Boston. He paid
largest individual tax in the city, as his father had
before him. On the assessors’ hooks in 1906 the
Sears’ property was listed at $4,385,000, and it was
believed by experts to be worth far more. Much of
his property was in the heart of Boston's business
quarter, and in the choicest part of the Back Bay
district.

Mr. Sears, who was a nephew of ex-Ambassador
Joseph H. Choate, was prominent in Boston so-
ciety. He was tall and of athletic build, and espe-
cially fond of ouidoor sports and automobiling
His sister. Miss Eleanora Sears, recently gained
prominence as a tennis playver. Mr. Sears took an
active interest in Boston public affairs as well as
and recently announced his
candidacy for the State Senate of Massachusétts at
the coming election. He was a member of the
Ilemocratic State Committee. Mr. Sears was not
married. His mother is now in Paris.

STATUE BY MR. ELWELL.

“The Flag” Placed on Vicksburg
Battlefield by Rhode Island.

F. Edwin Elwell, formerly curator of sculpture of
the Metropolitan Museum of Art, returned to his
studio in Weehawken yesterday from a visit to the
battlefield of Vicksburg, Miss.,, where his branze
statue, “The Flag,” was erected recently by the
state of Rhode Island. It will be dedicated with
elaborate ceremonies in October.

Mr. Elwell brought with him a photograph show-
ing the statue in place on the battlefield, near the
monument erected by the State of New York. An-
“other, photograph of the statue was seen recently
by President Roosevelt, who remarked: “It is full
of action and spirit. I know Mr. Elwell and his
worlk."

The statue is the result of*a competition held at
the State Fouse, Providence, two years ago,
in which twenty-eight sculptors took part. The
commission—Judse Nathan R. Lewis, William P.
Hopkins and Elisha Knight—unanimously accepted
Mr. Elwell’s design, because, as they said in their
report, “It has an idea in it, typifying the wvalor
and nobility of the common soldier, who gave his
life for the Union.”

The storv told by the statue is that the color-
bearer having been shot, and, falling on the staff,
snapped it off, a private of the famous 7th Rhode
Island Infantry rushed in, grasped what was left
of the staff and flag and carried it into the thick
of the fight.

Mr. Elwell says he tried to depict not only the
glory of the act itself, but the fact that the soldier
boy knew he was going to certain death.

ADMIRAL COGSWELL DEAD

Retired Naval Officer Expires at His
Home in Georgia.

Jacksonyllle, Fla.. Aug. 12.—Rear Admiral
James Kelsey Cogswell, T7. 8. N., retired, died at
his country home, near here this afternoon, from
internal hemorr_ha.ge. His wife, two daughters
and son are now at Portsmouth, N. H., and his
body will be shipped there for burial.

Rear Admiral James Kelsey Cogswell, who was
retired in 194, was born in Milwaukee on Septem-
ber 27, 1847. His early education was received in
his native city and .in 1860 he went to the Racine
College Grammar School, where he remained two
years. He then attended the United States Naval
Academy at Newport, and subsequently at An-
napolis, where he was graduated in 1868. FHe
gerved as a midshipman in the United States steam-
ehip Powhatan at the South Pacific station in 1859.
In 1870-'T1 he was an ensign on the Saginaw, and
was wrecked on Ocean Island, In the Pacific. He
was afterward master on the Saranac and the
flagship Pensacola, at the Pacific station. After
promotion as a lieutenant and a leutenant com-
mander, he saw service on the Ticonderoga, the
Essex, the Kearsarge, the Tallapoosa and the
Marion, at the North and South Atlantic stations.
He also had shore duty at the torpedo station at
Newport, at the hydrographic office in Washington,
at the Portsmouth Navy Yard and as'inspector of
ordnance at the South Boston Ironworks. In
the Spanish-American War, in 1585, he was exec-
utive officer of the battleship Oregon and took
part in the battla of Santiago. In 1899 he was
promoted to commander, and served as lighthouse
inspector in the 1st District, and commanded the
Marietta and the Isla de Luzon at the Asiatic
station, in the Philippine Islands. He was made
a captain in 1904, and commanded the Cleveland
at the North Atlantic station. At his retirement
with the rank of rear admiral, he was advanced
five numbers for his service on the Oregon. He
made his home at Portsmouth, N. H. Rear Ad-
miral Cogswell was married at Portsmouth, N. H.,
in 1884, to Miss Annie Miller Hatch.

GEORGE AUGUSTUS ADEE.

George Augustus Adee, a lawyer, with offices at
No. 4 Pine street, died suddenly yesterday at
Stonington, Conn., where he had been visiting
friends. Mr. Adee left his home in Westchester
about a week ago. He had apparently been in good
health, and the news of his death was a surprise
to his friends in this city.

Mr. Adee was born in New York In 1847. He was
the son of George Townsend Adee and Ellen Louise
Henry Adee. He received his early education at
the Harrington Preparatory School, at Westches-
ter, and later entered Yale University, from which
he was graduated with the degree of B. A, In
1867. He then took a course at the Columbia Law
School and was graduated in 1870. In the same
year Mr. Adee was admitted to the bar.

Although he was a Republican all his life, he took
little active interest in politics. For many years
Mr. Adee devoted much time to athletic and other
interests at Yale, and was president of the Yale
Alumni Association of New York, In 1897-"98. Mr.
Adee was a member of Scroll and Key and
Delta Kappa Epsilon fraternity. He rowed on
the Yale University crew. He was a member of
the New York Historical Society, Yale, University,
Westchester Country. New York Yacht and
Larchmont Yacht clubs.

In 1871 he married Miss Adelaide Palmer Stgnton.
of Stonington, Conn., who, with three children, sur-
vives him. No arrangements tfor the funeral have

yet been made.
