VIGILANT SHOWS

LEADER IN A LONG RUN

Taormina and Avenger Win Navy
Challenge Cups on Cruise.

{By Telegraph to The Tribune.} ;
Marbiehead, Mass., Aug. 13.—William E. Iselin’s

"ghfoot yawl Vigilant Jed the New York Yacht
Club’s cruising squadron of nineteen yechts across

the finich line off Halfway Rock, at 1:58.38 to-day,
4n one of' the fastest runs ever made from Prov-
incetown to this harbor. She was the winner in
her class from the Weetamoe by 4§ minutes 52 sec-
onds. The second vacht to finish was 1the schooner
Queen, six minutes after the big yawl, then the El-
smina, three minutes 38 seconds after the Queen,
and beaten by that yacht by 3 minutes 27 seconds.
The Weetamoe was fourth, at 2:37.00

The race to-fay was for the Navy Chalienge
Cups. and the schooner trophy was won by the
time al-

‘srgormina, which defeat=d the Queen on
lJowance by five minutes twelve seconds. The cup
igor sloops was won by the Avenger, making five
tcups she has won In five successive races. She won
'y only mine seconds from the Istalena. In the
‘motor auxiliary class, the Vencedor won from the
kEmerald by two minutes 33 seconds, and in class E.
‘the Eclipse was the winner from the Miladl by five
igninutes one second. The yawl Cieona won from the
‘sloop Rosalie, in class L, by one minute 31 seconds.

Thousands lined the rocky shores of this harbor
‘this afternoon to see the yachts come In. and to-
‘might the Eastern, Boston and Corinthian Yacht
clubs are entertaining the visitors from New York,
and all are congratulating Robert W. Emmons, 24,
‘the Avenger's owner, on his many victorles.

The start was made off Long Point Light, at the
®ntrance to Provincetown Harbor, the first two
‘yachts, the motor auxiliary schooners Vencedor
mnd Seneca. getting away at 10:10, and the Emerald
® minute later. They and the rest that started
crossed the line close hauled on the starboard tack.
writh lee ralls awash and only maintopsaile set over
"gheir mainsails.

At 10:25 the yawl Cleona and the sloops Rosalie
mnd Mimosa Il got away in that order, end five
sninutes later the most sensational start of the
cruise took place just before the signal for the
'®loops in the 57-foot class was given.

The Avenger had reached the jine too soon, as
®had the Aurora and the Istalena. To avoid cross-
Snz it all three, with the Avenger to windward,
®ad to run parallel to the line, toward the com-
‘smittee boat Nonpariel. A collision either with
weach other or the tug seemed inevitable. The Au-
*yora's bowsprit was not more than fifty feet from
ithe tug when the whistle blew. Captain Butler
Duncan was in a tight place, but be luffed her
‘sharply, shouting for room, which the others gave
quickly, and in & moment the~-Aurora had cleared
the tug and all three were across the line like a
flash, with the Doris, an addition to the class from
Boston, a length or two astern.

The wind was singing a merry song in their
Figging as this quartet of erack racing craft head-
ed for the open, tacking to port as soon as they
could weather Woodend Point. All but the Aven-
ger carried their working topsails.

At 10:35 the Weetamo2 and the Vigilant started,
&nd five minutes later the schooners Isolita, Taor-
mina, Eclipse and Miladi crossed in that order. The
Katrina, of this class, carried away her main
throat halyards at 10:30 and had to anchor while
yepairs were made. As a resuit she started seven
minutes Jate. The Queen and the Eimina made a
splendid start at 10:45, both carrving smali jibtop-
sails and working gafftopsaiis.

The course to Marblehead from Race Peint light
§s northwest by north, half north, and the distance
&bout thirty-eight miles, so, after the yachts
passed Race Point, it was a fair wind for them
with sheets eased a cruple of points. Gafftopsails,
balloon jibtopsails and malntopmast staysalls
were carried on the schooners.

Victory for East in Doub’es Pilay

Wright and Little Have No Difficulty in Winning from
Southern Champions.

The Eastern champions, Beals C. Wright and
Ravmend D. Little, easily defeated the Souihern
champions, Hugh G. Whitehead and James H.
Winston, in the first round of the national lawn
tennis doubles preliminary, played on the courts of
the Crescent Athiletic (lub, at Bay Ridge. yester-
day. The match went in straight sets, -4, &3
$—2. The Southerners were nervous in the firet set
and quite unabie to cope with the sharp plaving of
Little, who was about at his best in the apening
get. When the nervous feeling wore off. White-
head. at whom most of the play was directed by-
the Bastern champions, was unable to stand the
etrain. Whether by intention or mot, most of the
#hots of the Norfolk pair came direct to Littie, and
he proved himself capable.

Wright plaved a good game, missing few chances
whéen he eould smash, and being efi-ctive on his
garvice. Winston, the taller of the Southern play-
ers, showed conclusively that he has It in him to
be a first-rate man in doubles. He was bothered
considerably by the ineffectiveness of his partner,
as well as by the fact that he could not always get
up to handle the cross-court shots after his service,
Littie was peculiarly effective on these cross-court
strokes.

The match was handled well by Leonard Brooks,
of the Crescent Athletic Club. He had rather a dls-
tinguished group of linesmen, including A. L. Hos-
kins, secretary of the United States National Lawn
Tennis Assoclation; Harold H. Hackett, L. Harry
Waidner, of Chicago; Alexander Tavlor, George
Wagner, Harry Martin and W. A. Campbell, of the
Crescent Athletie Club. In the chair was William
Powers. of the Crescent Athletic Club. Frederick
B. Alexander wene of the national committee on
foot faults, repeated his Longwood stunt of watch-
ing for errors of this sort.

Winston’s blazer sttracted some attention when
the playvers came on the field. Tt is some time since
anvthing of the =ort has been seen hereabouts. He
shed that, and he and his smaller partner took
placas across the net from Wright and Littie. After

the customary volleying, oy ~ommenced with
Wright serving the first garme. The Easterners
won this handily, Whitehead making two errors
and Little two places. 5

The second set started out with a little more en-
couragement for the Norfolk pair. They won the
second game; chiefly en errors by Littie. There
was hearty applause from the eight hundred or
persons who watched the match. Littie's pre:ty
work put the East ahead again, but there was
some really first rate overhead play by Winston
which helped the fourth game to go to the South.
That squared things at 24all. Tittle allowed the
others only one point im the fifth game, but the
persistent Virginians evened the match in the
cixth. This was a deuce game, which was at one
time 40—15 in favor of the South. However, after
a place by Wright and & net by Whitehcad made
it deuce Little drove into the net and Winston
brought off a smash.

That was about all for the South. The great
trouble with, the team was that they did not hit
the ball hard at the right time and did not try
to %ill, but merely returned lobs. Three smashes
at the net and a pretty place by Little made the
score 4—3. In the remaining two games the South
got just one point, when Wright drove a ball out
of court in the eighth géme. Three straight errors
by Winston wound up the ninth game.

There was small doubt after this set of the likely
outcome of the match. The Easterners had a little
troublea at the opening of the third set, because
they apparently let down a- little. But they soon
ran the score to 52, and then Wright served an-
other love game, In which three errors by their
opponents helped the East to take the set and the
match. =

Wright and Little meet Emerson and Waidner,
the Western team. in the next round this after-
noon. The match is scheduled to begin at 2 o'clock.
The winners will qualify to challenge Alexander
and Hackett for the natienal championship at New-
port.

BAY STATE ROAD RACE

SPEED TEST AT LOWELL.

Many Entries Assured for 250-Mile
Contest on Labor Day.

A 250-mile road race over a circult of 10.6 miles
will be held under the auspices of the Lowell Auto-
mobile Club at Lowell, Mass.,, on Labor Day. The
entries will be limited twelve cars, the ma-
chines travelling over the 2ircuit twenty-four times.
The prize to the winner will be a gold cup valued
at $500. To the second car in the race a prize of
$250 will be awarded, and the third car will win $125.
The course will be guarded by two regiments of
militia, not in uniform, and seventy-five uniformed
policemen.

John O. Heinze, presid-nt of the Lowell Auto-
mobile Club, held a meeting with the nwners of the
Briarcliff racing cars the other day. He found that
it would be difficult to secure entries unless the en-
trants were guaranteed Immunity from disquali-
fication in the Automobila Club of éAmerica con-
tests. Following the suggestion of E. R. Hollander
and A. W. Church, of Wyckoff, Church & Part-
ridge, Mr. Heinze as president and F. S, Corlew as
vice-president of the Lowell club obtained a gunar-
antee from the Automobile Club of America that
the drivers in the raece would not be outlawed in
future Automobile Club of America contests.

Immediately on receipt of this information Clare
Hami!lton, of the Isotta Import Company, made an
entry of an Isotta-Fraschinl and selected Al Poole
to drive the car. E. R. Hollander has also entered
the Briarcliff Fiat, o be driven by Ralph de Palma.
Mr. Heinze, finding that the Massachusetts law for-
bade road racing, -wvent to Boston and appeared
before the Senate Committee of Roads and Bridges,
who ecalled a public hearing. At this meeting two
persons protested against the race, while ten rep-
resentative citizens appeared as advocates of the
race, which they considered would be of mora bene-
fit to the State of Massachusetts than any other
contest that could be held.

The committee having reported favorably the bill
was rushed through the Senate and the Assembly
on the closing day of the session on a special order,
notwithstanding the fact that the Roston & Maine
merger was then being fiercely discussed. Acting
Governor Draper Immediately slgned the Dbill,
making a legisiative record of three days from its
ineipiency to its final passage.
