KAISERS GIFT TO KOCH FUND.

THIRTY-SIX DEATH SENTENCES.

Trade in Cancelled Postage Stamps Shows
Enormous Loss to Government.

Th° Moscow police nr» ocly on
the threshold of their investigation of th<" fraudu-
lent postage Ftamp business. for which thirty per-

sons were arrested yesterday, it is believed that
th*- systematic traffic in cancelled stamps which
had been renovated will develop into a colossal
swindle. The sales of six million already reported

cover only the traffic at Moscow for three months.
The operations of the swindlers have been traced
ba>k over a year. Two we!! known merchants of

Moscow are among those arrested. The business
was so lucrative that a rival organization lecently

entered the field at Moscow. Itbegan to cut prices,
and this !e«i to the discovery of the swindle. A

Moscow merchant to whom the criminals offered
to sell 1.5G0.000 stamps at half price reported the

matter to the police. The cancelled stamps were
ohta ned through members of an organization pos-
ing as philatelists. They were then sent to a
laboratory in Warsaw for cleansing, which was
d. ne SO skilfully as to defy detection with the

microscope. The stamps were sold through accom-
plices in the postoffice. or direct to commercial
houses by wholesale. The band tried last summer
to interest a revolutionary organization by offering

a commission on sales, but the offer war refused.
