TO PLEAD INSANITY.
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HELD CONSTITUTIONAL
*-Appellate Diiision Decision on Ap-

portionment Act of 1907.

Albany. Aug. 19.— The Appellate Division of

the Supreme Court. Third Department, at an

. :extraordinary session to-day unanimously up-

held the constitutionality of the legislative ap-

portionment act of 1907. The court affirmed the

decision of Supreme Court Justice Fltts. denying

the application of Alexander T. Porter, of New
York, for an order directing the Issuance of a

writ of mandamus to compel Secretary of State
Whaler, to send out notices for this year's elec-

tion under the apportionment adopted by the

Constitutional Convention of 1594. Counsel for

Porter announced to-night they would appeal to

the Court of Appeals.

The court handed down its decision without
opinion or comment of any^ kind. The Justices,

t: re were Presiding Justice Smith and Jus-

tices Cochrane. Chester. Kellogg: and Sewell.

Counsel for Porter contended that the act

passed by the Legislature "organizing the Sen-

ate districts and for the apportionment of the

members of the Assembly of the state." was

unconstitutional for the reason that the bill

•was passed at an extraordinary session. They

contended that a valid apportionment act must

-•c paesed at a regular session. They also ob-

jected to the unitingof Richmond and Rockland

counties Into one Senate district.
"-hose arguing to uphold the constitutionality

of the law contended that the Court of Appeals

having set aside as unconstitutional the appor-

tionment act of 1906. and the Legislature of

1907 having failed to pass an apportionment

act at its regular session, It was within the

power of the Governor to call an extraordinary

session. This having been done, they argued. it

was a continuing duty upon the Legislature to

pass such an act.
Teh Court of Appeals is not scheduled to re-

convene until October. Counsel for Porter

vene in extraordinary session.

Deputy Attorney General Williams and Sena-

tor Hinman. of Binghamton. appeared for the

state.

He studied at the Boston Theo-
logical Seminary in 1877 and IS7S, and was ordained
a clergyman of the Methodist Episcopal Church
in 1*79. H«- held pastorates at Harwich and
Maiden. Mass.. Utica. Buffalo and Rochester. For
several years he was principal of Cazenovia Semi-
rary and Genes*"- Wesleyan Seminary, at Lima.
He. became subject to fits of despondency as a
result of overwork and was at the Middletown
State Hospital for nearly six years, being dis-
charged as cured. He then became, pastor of Ply-
mouth Methodist Episcopal Church, In Buffalo,
where he was stationed until 1899. when he was
elected treasurer of Syracuse University. For sev-
eral summers he directed the work of the Metho-
dist Institute at Thousand Island Park. He had
been connected for some time with "The North-
ern Christian Advocate." serving it as correspond-
ent. Syracuse University gave him the degree of
U. D. Dr. Plie!i«« married "Miss Helen Ursula
Weaver, of ITllllll1. who. with five Rons, survives
him.

Deducting J21.808.279 64,

the debt of the counties exempted by the constitu-
tion, and J190.104.644 02, sinking fund holdings minus
the water bonds, made the net debt on June 80, 1908,

J539.36G.439 52. Net contract liabilities amounted to

J51, 108.334 15. Lands acquired but not yet paid for

•by the city made liabilities amounting to $21,764,-

352 25, and revenue bonds issued upon uncollected
taxes amounted to J34,755,210. Also there were con-
tracts awarded on June 30 amounting to J3.690.000
not taken Into consideration, because at that time

they were not yet certified by the Controller.

HEARING OX DEBT LIMIT.

Lawyers Expect to Free T. Jenkins
and Get MildSentence for Brother.

F. Mclntyre and Joseph S. Shay, recognizes the

impossibility of getting Captain Halns off without

any penalty whatever, but the lawyers expect to

get T. Jenkins Hams free.
At the lnqu«st last night in Flushing, whim re-

sulted in both the brothers bein X held for the Brand
Jury, some of the questions asked of Charles H.

Roberts, of Flushing, the only lay witness, indi-

cated definitely the plan Intended nt present to be

followed by the defence at the trial. This ap-

peared to be that all efforts of the defence will be

devoted to getting Captain Halns off with as light

a sentence as possible, on the plea that he was

under a great emotional strain, amounting to actual

insanity, at the time of the murder. The defence

Major John Powell Halns, brother of the slayers

of Annis. after the inquest said he was sanguine

of his brothers' acquittal. He was asked if he

thought ills brother was Justified In shooting Annis

without givinghim a chance to protect himself.
"Ican best answer that question by recalling an

incident that happened to me at Fort Riley." ha

said. "Iwas about to put on my boot one morn-

Ing when Ifound a snake in it. Iquickly drew my

revolver and shot the snake. It is the same with

my brother; Ido not believe he should have given

Annls a chance."
"Knowing what you do of the case, would you

do the same thing?" he was asked.
"Imost certainly would," he answered emphat-

ically.
-Is it true, as the District Attorney says, that

your brother, Thornton Jenkins, Instlguated the

shooting?" he was asked.
"Not at all," he replied. "For a long time Thorn-

ton and myself have tried to dissuade our brother

from killingAnnis for the sake of our gray haired

father and mother. Out of consideration for them

our brother restrained himself, but finally the

strain became too great and he acted. Peter would

have killed Annis sooner had itnot been for this.

•My brother's home was invaded while he was
away on duty demanded by his country. It seems

to me that the government should either protect

the homes of its servants, or allow them to do It

themselves. There is no doubt of my brother's

acquittal."
Just as the inquest was over this question was

asked T. Jenkins Hams by the newspaper men:

"Do jou still feel that your brother was justified

in shooting Annis? Do you still feel satisfied with
your part Init?''

Halns's faoe lighted up, and his whole manner

and expression Indicated that he was about to an-
swer "Yea." when Mr. Mclntyre interrupted him

and forbade him to say anything more.

DENY SEEING LETTERS.

District Attorney Darrin went to the Bayside

Yacht Club late yesterday afternoon. Among those

be talked to waa Commodore Smith. The chief

result of his visit was a denial that letters warn-
ingAnnis of the attack which mightbe made upon

him by the Halnses had been found in the dead
mans pocket. Every member of the club who
was about Annis when he was killed or visited his
room after the shooting denied that they had or
had had such letters. District Attorney Darrtn is

as yet by no means satisfied that such letters were
not in existence a few days ago. He will try again

to-morrow to find some trace of them.
Although eoiw- of the allegations against him

have been Indignantly denied by friends of
Captain Halns, Mr. Darrin will go to Fort Hamil-
ton this afternoon to investigate the stories per-
sonally. Both officers and enlisted men. will be
examined by him in an effort to clear up the
domestic relations of Captain Hams. To-morrow
afternoon he will be at the Bayside Yacht Club,

where he will hold an informal sort of court. In
which he will conduct an examination of all the
members of the club who know anything about
Annis or wer« present at the shooting.

The feeling against the two brothers at the yacht

club is most Intense. Commodore Smith, in his
talk to Mr. Darrin. said that the shooting was
most cowardly and absolutely without justification.

He said that he had known Mr. Annis for some
time as a most estimable person, and that he had
never seen anything or had heard anything to in-
dicate that Captain Halns had any reason for
Jealousy. IfMrs. Hams ever visited the club, he
said that it certainly was not with Annie.

With Mr. Darrin when he visited the clubhouse
was James Johnson, under sheriff and chief en-
gineer of Queens County. At one time he was in
business with Julius yon Huneblne, the father of
Mrs. Annis. He was at the funeral Tuesday night,
and afterward he had a long talk with the widow.

"Do you think thdy had any reason for shooting
Will?" he asked her.

"They certainly did not," she replied. "His
first thought was of his home. He provided for
me and for his children and never neglected us.
Ido not know what he did outside of his home,

but he could not have done anything wrong."

MRS. ANNI33 FAITH.

The grounds for the faith of Mrs. Annis in her
husband were substantiated by Mr. Johnson and
Commodore Smith. Johnson told how, •when Annis
visited Lake Ontario last year, na kept in constant
communication by telephone and telegraph with
his wife. Two years ago Mr. and Mrs. Annis lived
all one summer on a small launch off the Bayside

Yacht Club, and their devotion, according to Com-
modore Smith, was remarked at the club.

The advent of Mr. Mclntyre appeared to cheer
Captain Hams and his brother a good deal. Mr.
Mclntyre, after visiting the brothers in jail, paid

the symptoms of insanity were already strongly

marked in Captain Haine.
How serious the fight for their lives Is to be

was foreshadowed by.the selection of counsel yes-

terday. John F. Mclntyre is acknowledged to be

ono of the beet criminal lawyers in practice to-
day.

emotions, must have suffered the same effect and
both gave way.

"The greatest contributing cause of Captain

Hainss breakdown was the charges made in the

answer to his divorce complaint. Such charges

must inevitably prey on the mind of a man like
Captain Haiti,*,and they helped to break down the

mind of his brother, affecting the family honor as
they did. The in«et cruel part of it all is their

absolute untruth, for they are merely the product

of the imagination of a wildlyJealous woman."
