London, August 8

An International council has been one of the
resources of Cobdenism in a defensive campaign
against tariff reform. Representative Free
Traders from America and the Continent have
peen welcomed by the Cobden Club, the Prime
Minister and Mr. Winston Churchill, and have
jent their moral support to & government which
4= making 8 determined stand against an or-
ganized movement for a revival of indirect taxa-
tion. Ministers and the Liberal press behind
them heve shown more sympathy for this as-
sembly of foreign theorists, who have failed 10
direct and influence the fiscal policies of their
own countries, than they displayed a year ago
for the Imperial Conference, in which Premiers

ted with authority the deliberate opin-
jon of the self-governing colontes. That is a
point which tariff reformers naturally em-
phasize. The intervention of the colonial
Premiers was coolly received, if not openly re-
sented, because tle experience of the states of
the empire corresponded with that of foreign
d was in favor of national. colonial
snd imperial tariff systems. Onutside assistance
from jrresponsible faddists and dreamers was
effusively welcomed because the Free Trade gov-
ernment was in the last ditch, with the by-elec-
tions going heavily against it and its own re-
gources for financing social reforms virtually ex-
hausted. This reinforcement is not likely to
prove helpful.

The oldtime formula that universal Free Frade

He pulled himself together, and
1n-horinusly explained how prosperous England
still was under Free Trade and how fortunate
other nations would be if they could be induced
1o follow her exampie. Mr. Asquith, without los-
irg his grip upon the native =oil, reinforced the
argument by references to recent achievements
in debt paying, the necessity for untaxed su_r\-
plies of food and raw material and the favin.ms
for obtaining as much revenus 2as is reqguired
without change of fiscal system. )

The doctrinaires, while repeating “their plati-
tndes, were startled by a spasm of English sense.
Mr J. A. Hobson, instead of making a conven-
tional Free Trade speech, declared that a good
deal had happened in the course of sixty vears
and that the oldtime arguments had lost their
force. The Cobdenites had assumed that the
world was governed too much, that industries
must neither be protected nor regulated, that
competition must be unfettered, and that laisser
faire was the highest statesmanship. Mr. Hob-
son warned the wiseacres that these ideas were
as antiquated and rusty as the apprentice sys-
tem. and that the fortress of Free Trade must
be defended on more modern lMnes. The world
was not governed enough: industries and cor-
porations required scientific regulation; combi-
nation had taken the place of competition;
trusts were not confined to tariff countries, but
fiourished in Free Trade England; laisser faire
would no longer do; and since it was impossibie
to keep down national expenditures by retrench-

measures. The Tariff Reformers knew how the
money could be supplied for meeting largely in-
«reased national expenditures. The Free Trade

Ministry would go down unless the Chancellor
ot the Exchequer could devise ways and means
Tor satisfying discontented classes and pension-
ing veterans and disabled workers. That was a
more practical issue than M Guyot's vague

generzlities about the biessings of unfettered
international exchanges, or Mr. Pierce's start-
ling djscosures of American immorality in tariff
legislation, in which scant justice was done to
the courageous efforts of a Hepublican admin-
'stration to appeai to public conscience and to
grapple with the evils of unregulated combina-
Uons.

The Free Trade press is already printing in
black type some of the juiciest passages from
the American speeches at the congress. In due
time these will reappear in election posters and
tanvassers’ addresses when the Liberal govern-
ment appeals to the country against Tariff Re-
form.

DOCUMENTS OF EARLY NEW YORK.

Additional Light on the Papers Left by
Berthold Fernow.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: In your issue of August 16§ you give an
interesting account of some documents found among
the papers of the late Berthold Fernow, state
archivist of New York. I think I can throw some
light on these papers, and tell you where you
can find the translation and Mr. Fernow's own de-
scription of their value and interest. The Colonial
Dames cof the State of New York published, a num-
ber of vears ago, “The Minutes of the Orphan
Master's Court” of New Amsterdam, 1655-'63,
translated from the Dutch for the society by Mr.
Fernow The second volume, published in 1907,
contains. besides the last half of the Orphan Mas-
ter’s Court, some other records which the com-
mittee thought assisted in the historical value of
the records, and these are “The Minutes of the
Executive Boards of the Burgomasters of New
Amsterdam’™ and “The Records of Walewyn Van
der Veen, Notary Public, 1662-1664.”

The first entry In these records is:

“friday, February 11, 1661.—At the City Hall—
Present, Messrs. Allard Antheny and Paulus Leen-
van der Grift,” etc.. and the last entry:
“On the 20th May, 1664, Eisie Jans, wife of Hen-
drick Jogheinsen, late widow of Adriaen Peters,
from Alkmaar,” etc., etc.

The recerds of Van der Veen were much injured,
Mr. Fernow said, as, indeed, nearly all those he
had translated, and hence have many spaces where
the words have been broken out. “Appeared . . .
the worthy Nathaniel living at Boston," etc.,
etc. May, 1662, about the date. These end Juns,
1664 MARIA D. B. COX.

DENIAL BY N. Y. CHILDREN'S SOCIETY.

To the Editor of The Tribune

Sir: Recently several newspapers printed a pa-
thetic story to the effect that a young woman. a
girl of sixteen years in fact, had committed sui-
cide as a result of the forcible removal from her
of her infant child “by the Gerry soclety.”” One
newspaper liscussed the subject editorially, and the
news exchange distributed the story to many out-
of-town papers, which printed It. The unfortunate
voung woman lived in long Island City. There
are t(hree distinet societles for the prevention
of cruelty to children in the greater city of® New
York, viz.: (1) The Brooklyn Society for the Pre-
vention of Crueity to Children, covering the bor-
oughs of Brookivn and Queens; (2) the Richmond
County Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children, covering the Borough of Richmond, and
3y the New York Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Children, covering the boroughs of Man-
hattan and The Bronx. FEach society is an inde-
pendent organization, governed by its own di-
rectors and in no wise connected with or respon-
sible to any other. All, however, work in the ut-
most harmony.

The girl suicide’'s case was made the subject of
immediate investigation, which developed that her
correct name was Maria Sicari Taolmina; that she
married on March 20, 1907, and was deserted by her
husband during December, 1907; that her child was
born on February 1, 1908, in the husband's mother’'s
house; that the young woman and her mother-in-
law did not agree, and that the young woman's
father took her to his house, leaving the infant at
its paternal grandmother’s; that the young hus-
pand returned to Brooklyn during June, 1908, was
arrested at his wife's instance, but became recon-

cfled and again went housckecping with Lim; that

she was driven to suicide in despair, according to
her own father. The husband of the suicide was
seen and had no statement to make as to her act.
It was learned that the paternal grandmother per-
sonally took the child to an infant asylum at the
instance of a priest whom she knew and upon
whose written statement it was admitted, with the
approval of the Brooklyn Dspartment of Charities.
There was no forcible separation of the mother and
child, as the printed statement alleged. It was the
grandmother’s voluntary act, taken with the
mother's approval, and could in no wise be con-
nected with the tragedy. No society for the pre-
vention of crueity to children or “'Gerry society,”
as our societies are sometimes known, had any-
thing whatever to da with the case at any time. .

The society has been communicated with by a
large number of correspondents in other states,
where the news articie has been copled and made
much of. It is needless to say what Injustice has
been done the work by the publication of this story
and what serious misapprehension has arisen in
the minds of casual readers who take their opinions
from the press and who, unless this correct state-
ment 1s brought to their notice, will have no way
of knowing that the girl's suicide did not result
from ‘the infant's forcible removal.

The Belasco was fllled last night from the
pit to the gallery at exactly five minutes before
the curtain went up, and by the time a reporter
for The Tribune reached the Garden Theatre it,
too, was crowded.

David Belasco has reached the conclusion that
George Arliss's Devil is about the most artistie
creation New York has seen in many moons.
Despite the fact that Mr. Arliss is no star of his,
Mr. Belasco wastes no words in making known
his opinion of that actor and of ‘The Devil" as
a play. “It is a human play,” he sald last night,
“and Mr. Arliss is a great actor.”

Harrison Grev Fiske reachad the same conclu-
sion and had Mr. Arliss’s name placed in the eiec-
tric sign over the Belasco. He said that, having
performed that formality, he considered Mr. Arliss
a real star.

The speculators appear to have childlike faith
in the Devil. They were ready to greet him at
both playhouses yesterday morning, and when
the public arrived at the box offices it found those
energetic fellows had, by some means, procured
many of the really choice seats. Neither Mr. Fiske
nor Mr. Savage made any visible effort to check
their operations. There was a line of speculators
from 42d street and Seventh avenue to the Be-
lasco Theatre, and thev completely circled Madison
Square Garden. By 9 o'clock the speculators at
both places said they had sold out.

Mr. Savage announced last night that he would
give $1,000 to the Actors’ Fund Soclety If his good
friend, Harrison Grey Fiske, could produce papers
showing that Mr. Fiske had entered into any agree-
ment with the author of *“The Devil,” Ferenc
Molnar. More, the colonel announced that he
would give another $1,000 if the *said Harrison
Grey Fiske” would give substantial proof that he
had paid in advance any royalties to the author.
Meanwhile the ‘‘devils” will pursue their solemn
avocation of exhibiting the ease with which poor
humanity becomes subject to their power.

_MISS DUNCAN AT THE CRITERION.

Isadora Duncan appears on the stage of the
Criterion with only a thin covering to hide her
graceful limbs, but there is not a vulgar gesture
or an unnecessary exposure of the bare feet from
the beginning to the end of her performance.
There is grace in her every movement and gesture,
and she is especially pleasing in the interpretation
of dances of a boisterous nature—dances in which
are exhibited the exuberant emotions of women such
as the composers of classical music had in mind
when they wrote their masterpleces.

Last night she gave her poetic interpretation of
sections of Gluck's “Iphigénte en.dulide,” and It
was thoroughly enjoyed by a large audience. She
was recalled time and again, and at the end of her
performance executed several special dances of a
mirthful kind.

1L.—THE PARTY OF EXPANSION.

1he Republican party was founded upon the prin-
ciple that this government was established to pro-
tect for all times the rights and opportunities of
every individual from abridgment. 7That principle
it has successfully maintained. Through the Clvil
War it consecrated a reunited country to free and
equal American citizenship. It has kept the chan-
nels of interstate commerce open for all, and,
thmutgh the national banking system, the refund-
ing of the national debt, resumption of specie pay-
ments, the gold standard and the emergency cur-
rency law, has sustained the life current of national
integrity.

As trustee of the national wealth it has investi-
gated mineral regions, surveyed soils, developed
waterways, including the Panama Canal; irrigated
deserts, conserved watersheds and husbanded the

ublic lands. Pretecting American labor by regu-
ating immigration and by taking at the custom
house, to pay American taxes, foreign capital’s ad-
vantage from low wages, it has preserved to Ameri-
can industries the home market of eighty millions
of the world’'s greatest consumers, and so laid the
surest basis for American competition in foreign
markets. Uniting capital and labor thus in a com-
mon prosperity and common source of increased re-
ward, it has created opportunities, improved condi-
tions of employment, brought about a higher stand-
ard of living and more widespread distribution of
wealth and wellbeing, and made expansion moral
as well as material.

Intrusted with insular possessions, it has brought
them peace and progress, and provided for the ex-
tension and protection of American trade, for the
national defence and for the honorable discharge of
the responsibilities of world greatness. Maintain-
ing peace at home, with foreign nations and among
them, it has given American rights and American
opportunities new meaning throughout the nation
und throughout the world.

IL.—PARTY OF PROGRES3 AND PROSPERITY.

Promising progress and prosperity, it has been
politically sincere. It has never had a candidate of
a section, prejudice or class, nor a platform of
negation, scheme of repudiation, programme of
scuttle or doctrine of despair.
