Controller Metz Says Abuse of Cus-
tom Has Hurt Business.

“Things in the business and ﬁnarzv!nl wnrld are
on a better basis now than for some time. said
Controlier Metz, who is in an excellent position !9
judge, for in additicr to his official position he is
the head of H. A. Metz & Co. and the Consoli-
dated Color and Chemical Company., manufactur-
ers of chemicals and colors, with branches all
over the Ncrth American continent; also of the
BEttrick Mills, of Worcester, Mass., manufacturers

m""l‘h:p:'eports 1 get from all our branches are dis-
tinetly favorable, and show a steady increase of
busln.oss." continued Mr. Metz, “and, you know,
we cater to sretty nearly every line, including
food products.

“We make colors for the cotton, W
<ilk trade, leather, paper and paint lines; in fact,
any line thzat requires chemicals and colors. A
vear ago the falling off was heavy, but now orders
are coming along in much the old way. The panic
did some good to business in general, as 1t weeded
out the shaky concerns, and the field is now much

oollen and

stronger. Then the panic resulted in a pulling in '

of credits, and I hope in future the manufacturers
will not run riot and give such promiscuous credit
and along such lines as have prevailed the last
few vears. Prosperity of such greatness made
manufacturers prodigal in the conduct of busi-
ness, many taking unheard-of risks and granting
such terms as made them in reality the real finan-
cial backers of retailers and even wholesalers and
jobbers throughout the country.

“Long credit is the curse of business to-day, and
there should be united action on the part of man-
ufacturers in competing lines to reduce it. Where
the custom is four months’ dating and four
months’ time, making elght months, and then often
to be obliged to accept a three to four months’
note, a vear is covered. That Is not right, for we
must meet a regular weekly payroll, buy materials
and pay in thirty days, and in order to carry cus-
tomers we have to become borrowers. Now, thirty
days is leng enough time on any bill, and if mer-
chants only realized it they would prefer shorter
credit and lower prices to long credit and higher
prices—prices that must cover the Interest for
carrving a retailer for six months to a year.

“Short credit would also prove an excellent aid
in averting panics, for in times of unrest the
manufacturers and merchants would not find them-
selves with credit overextended at their banks.
I believe that in the new currency law steps should
be taken to embody the French custom of making
bills receivable bankable. That would help some,
and not make & hardship in carrying the load our
credit habits build up for us.

“Jt is well known that some retailers—ves, and
wholesalers—buy of manufacturers on long time,

| sell the goods virtually for cash, and thereby make

the capital of the manufacturer their capital.
““The evils 0. the credit system as now conducted
favor the large manufacturer and act against the
gmall fellow, and yet it is the latter who is likely
the longer terms. It is a great mistake,

on short time bases and all stick to it. Of course,
any such movement- must start with the larger
firms, and a strict adherence to short credit would
soon result in all in the trade following suit. It

is only equitable and just that the manufacturer
should sell the finished product upon the same
terms as he is compelled to pay for the raw
article; that is, thirty to sixty days.
