CALLS AMERICANS “BOUNDERS.”

English Professor Makes Causti¢ Criticism on
Lack of Culture in Education.

By Telegraph to The Tribune. )

Chautaugua, N. Y., Aug. 22—American education
has been advanced at the cost of culture and re-
finement, if the statament of Watson Selvage, one
of the th.m American professors in English uni-
versities, is true. The professor declared, in his
address here to-day, that the universities of Ox-
ford and Cambridge are narrow and behind the
Americam colleges, but are centres of culture, and
because American athletes and Rhodes scholars
lack the essentials of gentlemen Mr. Selvage be-
lieves Englishmen are unwilling to accept them as
equals. The professor also afirmed that the influ-
ence of Germany was making graduates of Ameri-
can universities irreligious.

“It is true that American universities are ahead
of any in England,” said the instructor, ‘‘but edu-
cation has advanced at the cost of appreciation of
culture and good taste. The Rhodes scholarship is
an absurdity, because the entrance requirements of
the English university are one-half those of Amer-
ica, but Oxford is a centre of culture, ard resents,
with other English institutions, the all-prevalling
presence of American bounders.”

Germany’'s liberal treatment of American schol-
ars, in contrast to England’s narrow policy, Mr.
Selvage declared to be the cause of the strong
German influence in American education, and he
said that this influence would account for the irre-
ligious feeling which characterized American in-
stitutions and American college men.

Dat's where we missed it sure; but say, is de river
where we's goin’ on de level?”

Ameng the ehildren returning from Tenafly last |
week were three sisters whese stay had been cut
short by news of their father's death. They were
not told unmtil they were almost at their home, and
then by one of their friends ameng the neighbor-
hood children. The information was given as a sort
of triumph as being the first to tell. The mether
looked at her children absently when they arrived.
She seemed daged. When the little girls kissed her
she broke down and wept bitterly. She realized
fully what the death ef her husband meant for the
children and for herself as their sole provider.
These tragedies eome very near to the Settlement
workers, adding tc their cheerfully undertaken
tasks.
