Mrs. Rosenbloom, who is fifty-seven years oid,
gnd her daughter, who is sixteen, were arrested
this morning at- their home, No. 1526 Bast Balti-
more street Mrs. Rosenbicom and her daughter
had lived In & fiat at the East Baltimore street
house since July 1 last, having come to this city
from Windber, the scene of the murder, because
onme of the sons of the family, Harry Rosenbloom,
bad employment here. They had been Mving quietiy
and had no idea that their presence was known to
the police until yesterday afternoon, when they
were told that the house was being watched.

Mre. Rosenbloom said that on the night of the
murder her husband quarrelled with her and with
her son and daughter. She and her daughter, she
#aid, went upstairs to their room. They heard
Joi.4 words in the store benmeath. In the morning,
when they came downstairs, her husband was not
there.

They asked her son, Alexander, where his father
was. He replied that he had “gone away.” Later,
JMrs. Rosenbloom said, her son said to her:

“] have killed father because he quarrelled with
all of us 2nd beat you and Eva”

Mre. Rosenbloom says she did not know of her
son concealing the body of his father in the trunk
and that neither she ner her daughter ever asked
him any gjestions. They sold trunks in the store,
she said, and she supposed that her son placed
the body in one of the trunks and carried the trunk
#nd body into the siable in the rear of the store,
where he kept it untll he was ready fo take it
eway.

Mrs. Rosenbloom said that she did not know of
her son's whereabouts and that he went away a
few dave after November 12

The mother and daughter will be heid for the
Pennsvlvania authorities. As yvet no formal charge
has been lanid against them.

Mrs. Reosenbioom and her daughter have con-
sgented to return to Windber without waiting for
requisition papers. 8. W. MecMillan, chief of po-
lice of that town, is expected here to-morrow.

Johnstown, Penn., Aug. 24 —District Attorney
Juhn Lewie. of Somerset County, has asked the
county commissioners 1o offer a reward of $1.000
for the arrest of Alexander Rosenbloom, who is
now charged with the murder of his father at
Windber, Penn.

W. Va,
Rosenbloom, of Charieroi. Penn. None of the three
thought it resembled S. J. Rosenbioom. The body
#hown them, Mr. Weller says, was that of a
heardiess man not more than forty years old, while

__Mr. Rosenbloom was over sixty and wore a beard.
*Traces of broken bones in the leg and wrist sus-
tained by Mr. Rosenbloom were lacking in the
Camden body.

At the request of Chief of Police McMillan of
Windsor, Penn., Detectives Fogarty, De Mar ini
and Wood, of Police Headquarters, last night ar-
rested Joseph Adier, tweniy-three years old, and
his brother, Louis, twenty-eight vears old, both of
No. 120 Monroe street, on the ree of murdering
Samuel J. Rosenmbloom. a merchani Windber,
for whom the brothers formeriy worked.

Developments have sprung up in New York re-
cently in connection with the cas which indicate
that Alexander Rosenbloom, the son of the dead
man, who disappeared soon after his father, was in
New York shortly after the murder and was under
treatment by Dr. Nochin Sapiro, of No. 223 East
Broadway. This discovery, the police believe, may
have an important hearing on the case.

The two prisoners taken last night toid & story
to Captain Carey, of the homicide bureau at Po-
lice Headquarters, which, if proved, will virtually
cisar them of the murder, since they claim to have
been in New York City b«fore and after the elder
Rosenbloom disappeared.

Shortly after the merchant’s disappearance in
Windber Mrs. 8. J. Rosenbloom, the widow, wrote
to the police here and asked them to investigate
& statement found in her husband’s desk after his
disappesrance, indicating that he had taken treat-
ment from Dr. Shapiro, in East Broadway. This
statement was signed by Dr. Shapiro, and was
jeft, presumably, by the husband to reassure
l friends as to the cause of his absence. The state-
| ment, dated November 21, 1907 read:

“This is to certify that 8. J. Rosenbloom was
under my treatment for a serious disease.”™
Dr. Shapiro has identified a picture of Alexander

Rosenbloom, the son, as the person who visited

his office. Dr. Shapiro refused to tell the police
| the nature of the disease for which he treated
! Rosenbloom.

The climax of the doctor's part in the case came
only recently. when a young woman calied at his
office and asked about the vwisit of Rosenbloom.
Dr. Shapiro gave a minute description of the pa-
tient, and then, according to Dr. Shapiro, she ex-
claimed -

“That was my brother. He killed iny father.”
The police here say that there was a large insur-
ance policy on the father's life, which is thought
to have some bearing on the case. This, il is un-
deretood, was made pavable to the missing son,
Alexander.

Eludes Sheriff —Said to Have Been

Surrounded in Woods.

Hackensack, N. J., Aug. 24.—William Monroe,
the desperado who on Friday murderously at-
tacked five persons on the Deyo farm, at New
Paltz, N. Y.. and then burned a barn, was ar-
rested by Sheriff Decker and two deputies from
Orange County near the home of his halfbrother,
John Harris, at Camp Gaw, this morning, but he
was only in custody a minute or two, and al-
though the three men had guns he ducked away
from them. leaped a fence. got into a cornfield
and made his escape.

He
gave a hasty glance at the automobile and the
men and then started to run. The automoblle
soon caught up to him, and the thres officers, re-
volvers in hand, alighted and placed him under
arrest, He walked along with them quietly for a
few yards, then suddenly ducked and slipped away
from his captors. He jumped over a fence, went
through a bit of a swamp, and was soon jost in a
cornfield.

“Stop or we will shoot!” cried the sheriff and
his deputies.

The officers fired at the fleeing man five times.

thority to call for sworn reports,

In the fifth suit brought by the Lackawanna |
the commission and the Rahway Valley Rail-
road Company are made joint defendants. The
plaintiff seeks to suspend an order made by the
commission on June 24, last, giving the Rahway |
Valley Rallroad permission to make connection
at Summit with the tracks of the Lackawanna.
The plaintiff says that the physical connections
as ordered cannot be made and operated on its
main line with safety, and are not justified by
business demands or advantage to the travelling |
public. .
