It was thought at first

that most of this cargo was burning, but an ex-
amination showed that the fire an.l ?moka cam*

from a coil of rope in a far corner of the hold. \.

Swim Put to the Test in Run-

ning Don-n Birds.
Swimmer!* of the New York Athletic Club car-

ried off most i>f the honors at the. annual series of
swimming race* of the American Life Saving Po-
clety. which were held at Coney Island yesterday.

The water was of January temperature and a

choppy -"a precluded the breaking of aquatic lec-

onl*. There were twelve entries in the duck race,

which was the m.-st Important ns well as the most

amusing of the series. Three unhappy ducks were

launched and the swimmers started twenty feet

behind them. It was \u25a0 real test of endurance and
swimming ability until the third duck was cap-

tured after fifteen minutes.

MERRY CHASE FOR DUCKS.

Inhalations Appear to Increase

Strength Temporarily at Least.
In tests held at Huntington Bay. Long Island,

yesterday afternoon, it was conclusively shown

that athletes who have inhaled pure oxygen are

for the time being so invigorated that they are

capable of faster performances for short distances

than under ordinary physical conditions. The ex-

periments were made on a number of swimmers

from the Bath Beach Swimming Association at

the Chateau dcs Beaux Arts, on the shore of the

bay. and were under the direct supervision of Dr.

EL K. Smith, professor of physiology In the I-ord-

ham University medical school.
Ray Mulvey and .T. Kerber. after oxygen had

been administered to them, made remarkable rec-

ords and .Mulvey was enabled to swim 100 yards

in 54 "-n seconds, when his best time made under

Identical conditions earlier in the afternoon was

more than .-even seconds slower than this. As a

result. the physicians who witnessed the tests be

lieve that when athletes are exhilarated by oxy-

gen they will bo able to break all existing speed

records in the short distances at least.

Dr. Smith, in an interview after the experi-

ments, declared that the opinion of Dr. Leonard
Hill F n S. of the London Hospital, who an-

nounced a short time ago that better time could
be made by "oxygenized" athletes, had been sub-

stantiated. He said:

"It does, seem clear, however," he said, "that in

short distances lower records will be. made aft'r
th» administration of oxygen, but that there would

probably be no appreciable difference In the results

of long distance tests unless it be possible for th*

man to inhala the oxygen at intervals throughout

the test."
Ferber and Kelly, th«^ participants In the first ex-

periment, were examined by I>r. K. G. Biasing, of
Huntington, the physician In charge before and

after the test After the experiment Kerb«»r> pulse.

had gone up to li'O and his respiration to 24. whil«

Kelly, who had not taken oxygen, showed a lower
pulse and respiration In comparison.

Practically the same was tru« of Mulvey «nd

White. This, according to Dr. Bieslng. showed

that tho man swimming without the inhaled oxygen

was compelled to breathe less oftener and his heart

did not have to work so Laid .is that of the man

who was without the "energizing" influences.
Another test wa? conducted on George Dewers,

who after three inhalations of oxygen swam under

water for 1 minute and C« seconds and came to th«

surface apparently as fresh a* when he began the.

test. Mr. Dewers said that he did not feel ex-

hausted in the least.
Miss Elaine Golding. the champion Bath Beach

woman swimmer, swam a quarter-mile exhibition

on a triangular course which Included all condi-
tions of tide an.! current, in th« time of 8 minutes

4 3-5 seconds. Miss Goldii.g had taken three inhala-
tions of oxygen two minute* before she plunged into

the. water, and the time she made is a record for

women swimmers for that distance. Miss molding

said It required much less effort than under normal
physical conditions.r
