{Y UNTIMELY DEATH.

What has become of the anti noise crusade?
1t was a beautiful exotle flower which burst
gnddenly into fuil bloom on a summer's day
after yvears of apparently hopeless culture hy a
faithful few. We admired it exceedingly. For
a brief space its rare beauty made metropolitan
life even in the summer more delightful to con-
template. Citizens In imagination saw eab
horses tiptoeing down Broadway past cushlon-
tired surface cars and heard only the accidental
dropping of a lawless pin reverberating around
the Flatiron Building. But alas! On a hot
August morning they awoke to find this fair
flower wilted and dead. It had gone the way
of many other erusades.

A magistrate discharged several prisoners ar
rested for noise making and ruled that there
was no ordinance against their producing ail
the racket desired by their unmutfied souls. A
few days later the acting Police Commissioner
met complaints with the statement that the
police wera apparently doing their duty and
that if there was any noise now on this little
island it was the people’s fault, and he hadn't
happened to hear it anyhow. And again bedlam
reignel.  Once more there flonted toward the
heavens the passlonate appeal for “Cash clo's,”
intuned like the duleet notes of the file gliding
mellowly over the saw teeth. Again the merits
of assoried vegetables set aquiver the cirenm-
ambient ether, the luring clamor of the ancient
scissors grinder's bell is beard in the land, and
over it all limp unchecked the classic strains of
the hurdy-gurdy. .

Now such noises are entirely unnecessary,
and to 90 per cent of the population they are
highly distasteful. Why tolerate themn? They are
as easily checked now as they were a few weeks
ago, and a really good work was then being
done. Tt takes time to reform flat wheels and
uneven tracks:; but venders and hand organs
can be choked off at once. If the present ordl-
nances are inadequate pass some new ones. If
the Police Commissioner can't hear these insults
to the tympanum, open his window. He will not
have to listen long to be convinced that the
anti-noise crusade is so dead that It would make
the conventional eoffin nail look like a live wire
under high voltage.

JAPAN'S NEW CABINET.

The arrival of Count Komura at Tokio marks
the complete assumption of power by the raw
Keatsura ministry. More strictly it is a resump-
tion of power, after the interval of the Saionji
ministry. The former administration of Mar-
quis Katsura was the longest and in some re-
spects the most distinguished In Japanese his-
tory. It conducted the empire with amazing
success through the unprecedented strain of
the war with Russia and achieved the unprece-
dented triumph in diplomacy of an alllance
with Great Britain, and it probably would have
remained iu office indefinitely had it not been
for its fallure to exact a large cash indemnity
from Russia and for the pecuniary embarrass-
ment which Japan suffered in consequence. It
was felt that a period of retirement must be
lmposed as 4 penalty for what may really have
been a wise and statesmanllke course, which,
however, offended the Japanese sense of what
was due to the victor. Now, after four years,
the ministry is restored to office in the enjoy-
ment of the full confidence of the nation.

.Marquis Katsura, who in general esteem Is
not outranked by any statesmau of Japan, not
eéven by Prince Tto himself, returns to his old
place as Prime Minister, and fills also the
ardyous place of Minister of Finance, the latter
for obvious réasons by far the most diffieult of
all 1o fill with snccess. At sixty-one years of
age he is at the height of his intellectual now-

DiMeultles are in the preparations that are
being made for the payment of old age pensions
in Great Britain and Ireland in January. One of
“the most serfous of these is the verification of
the ages of the applicants. Compulsory registra-
tion of births was introduced Into England in
1836, but a similar act was not enforced in Ire-
land till 1863 and in Scotland till 1854. It is be-
