HENRY J. BRAKER.
Henry Jones Braker. the well known Manhattan

drug importer, died from pneumonia in 8 hospital,
at Plymouth, England, yesterday, after a brief
illness.

Mr.Braker was the owner of the buildingat the
southwest corner of Sixth avenue and 55th street.
This was th old home of the New York Athletics
Club. When the Van Wyck administration came
into power, ten years ago, under the absolute dic-
tatorship of Richard Crofeer, then boss of Tam-
many Hall, Croker bought the building, which had
just been vacated by the New York Athletic Club,
ostensibly as a home for his Democratic Club,
into which be was then attempting to inject new
life with The assistance of the large amount of
city money which was then Sowing into the pockets
of his followers. . '

It turned out. however, to be a distinctly profita-
ble real estate speculation on Croker's part, for in
a short time he sold it to Mr.Braker at a marked
advance. He immediately installed the Health De-
partment of the city in the building, although it

was not fireproof and distinctly linwilllil for the.
use of the department, with its mass of valuable
records. Mr.Braker. of course, drew a large rental
from the city as a return on his investment.

Mr. Braker went abroad on the steamship Kaiser
wiiheim der Groaee, and became ill on the voyage.
He was carried from the ship to a hospital In
Plymouth. Mr. Braker was fifty-two years old.
It March, ISOT. his engagement to Mrs. William H.
Gelshenen. the widow of the president of the Gar-
field Bank, was announced, and they, were married
In June of that year.

About twelve years ago he caused a sensation by
offering to pay ?2,orto.<W> for the franchise which

years.

He made his home thereafter in this city. He
was a member of the Loyal Legion, the Order of
Foreign Wars and the Military Order of

ish War. His clubs were the Century and Army
and Navy, of this city, and the Army and Navy,
of Washington. General Cious was a versatile
man, and. besides his skill in other matters, was
an accomplisli*3 musician. He was widely read
and owned many books. He was the author of a
series of lectures on military and martial law, de-
livered at Union College, in the Butterfield course.
He married Miss Caroline Strickle, of Dayton,
Ohio, in 1574.

BRIGADIER GENERAL JOHN W. CLOUS.
Brigadier General John W. Cloup. U. S. A. (re-

tired), died yesterday at St. Luke's Hospital. He
had been ill for some time General Clous had
made his home of late at the Century Club, in
West 43d street. He. \u25a0was an educator, a lawysr
and an engineer, as well as an army officer of
distinction. His birth occurred on June 2, 1837, in
Wiirtpmhurg, Germany, his-father being a civilen-
gineer, and his education was received in the higher
schools of his native land to enter his father's pro-
fession. He began the study of civil law there, but
came to this country InI£s. Two years later he
redded to becomn a soldier, and he served s«« a
private In Company K. 9th Infantry, V. 3. A.,

from 1557 to Ml During the Civil War he was
in active service, and rose from the ranks to be
a first lieutenant, and also served as a regimental
quartermaster. He was twice breveted for gal-
lantry at Gettysburg. His advancement from
quartermaster sergeant to second lieutenant !n 1862
was for "cool behavior." In the reconstruction
period. 1860 "67. he was adjutant general of the 2d
Military District under General Sickles. He be-
came a captain in the 2Sth Infantry in lf>B7. In
jA6&-'«9 he was acting aide-de-camp to Major Gen-
eral Sheridan in the Indian campaigns of those
years.

While engaged In militaryduties Captain Clous had
continued his study of law, paying especial attention
to the relations of civil and militaryauthorities, and

in 1870 he completed his law studies and was admit-
ted to the bar in Texas and later in the United
States Supreme Court. But he continued in the
frontier service, especially in Indian fighting, until
IRB6. He was then made a major and judge advo-
cate, and from I§K to 1890 he was assistant to the
judge advocate general of the army. For the suc-

iceeding five years he served as professor of Inter-
1 national and constitutional law at the West. Point
!Military Academy. He had been commended for
igallant conduct in the Indian campaign of 1572. and
: when on duty under General Mackenzie he had
Iaided in the purvey of the "Staked Plains," In the

\u25a0 Texas* Panhandle, using the training he secured
;in Germany to map the country. He went to the
IDepartment of the Lakes on the staff of General
IMerritt in 18S6. and when General Merritt took
] charge of the Department of the East, in the
Spanish-American War in IS9S. Colonel Clous was
with him as judge advocate. He entered the active

| service In that war as a brigadier general of volun-
teers, and went with General Miles to Porto Rico.

j He served on the commission for the evacuation
j of Cuba as secretary and counsel from August.

189S. to January. ISP9. He was discharged from
; the volunteers In March, 1599. and in February.
I1901. became a colonel and judge advocate in the

J regular army. He was then on the staff of Major
General Brooke. General Clous served as judge
advocate at the trial by court martial of Brigadier

General Hazen and Captain Oberlin M. Carter.
On May 22 1901, he was made a brigadier general
and judge advocate general, and two days later was
retired at his own request, after more than forty
years of service.

Panic on the Ntw Hampshire
Quickly Quieted by Crezv.

Much of the "dealing house"" process expended

on J. P. Morgan's steam yacht Corsair during the

la«t three weeks went for naught yesterday in the
East River when the Sound steamer New Hamp-

shire came down from Hell Gate in a thick fog

and hit her.

COBS AIR IN COLLISION.

The large sume of money speat in developing the

Edward VIIin former days is best shown by the

fact that when the Belgian King used to visit
London, several times during the course of the
year, -he would Invariably put up. not at any hotel,

but at Maryborough House, where a special bed

\u25a0was always kept for his use. owing to the fact
that ordinary beds were too short for a man of

his extraordinary stature. His father, Leopold I,

was Queen Victoria's guardian, uncle mentor and
confidant, and was treated by her as a father,

and throughout the greater part of his life Leopold

IImade a point of writing to his cousin. Queen
Victoria, regularly once a week: in fact, she was

the only one of his relatives to whose wishes and

advice be was accustomed to defer. But the scan-

dals of his private life, widen had become so
shameless in late year?: his unsavory quarrels
with his daughters, his queer associations, and his

unfriendliness toward England in connection with

the Congo, all contributed to alienate him from

his English relatives, who have participated in the

royal boycott to which he has been subjected by

foreign courts, and there has been no interchange

of visit* between Leopold and any of his English

kinsfolk since Edward VIIsucceeded to the throne,

eight years ago. King Edward's impending visit

to Brussels will therefore he in the nature of a
reconciliation, and is hound to attract much at-

itention.
