IRON TRADE CONDITIONS.
'The Iron Trade Review" Bay*:

•August was the i>esi inonUi of the year lor the
iron business, but the improvement has been very
slow, and there is nothing to Indicate that it will
be mure rapid during the remainder of the year.
11 however, the same rate or progress can be
maintained, conditions willbe very satisfactory at
Ute beginning of the new year. The United f****
Steel Corporation has furnished additional evi-

dence of Us intention to continue the making or
improvements. The government having r.-iu.srd
to improve the harbor at Cary. Ind., the curpuia-

uon will do the work itself. A subsidiary coni-
panv has ordered the four largest ore unloading

machines ytl designed to be installeu at Asnta-

iHiUt Ohio. Each of these machines will ha\ c a
rapacity for unloading 700.000 tons of ore in a ves-
sel season. The corporation pig iron stocks are
now the lowest in its history, Deing but slightly

ahove 70.0U0 tons, exclusive of the Tennessee corn-
I.^ny. Corporation activities are now about W

per cent of normal, measured by blast furnace
capacity in operation. Three or four of the fcUs.
furnaces at <;ary will probably be blown in some
time during the fall months. On the Duluth plant
nothing wHI be done this year, exrept to perfect
plans. Sale* of pig iron in the l«i.«tern itoVrit°ry

!md at St. Louis have been in fair volurn«. but in

most parts of the country the market is very

quiet. Michigan consumers are inquiring for a
considerable tonnage for next years delivery.

NEWS PRINT PAPER SALE.
The public auction sale of news print paper yes-

terday realized $11.340 on sales of 560 tons, at an
average of $190»i per 100 pounds. In addition to the

bidders on the floor of the salesroom, there were

n-aU bids for 1.060 tons of paper. John Norris, who

offered tne paper for sale, said the total result gave

a profit over the purchase price.

THREE-DAY REST FOR WALL STREET.
The governing committee of the Stock Exchange

at a special meeting yesterday voted to grant the
petition of the members for an extra holiday next

Saturday. This means that the exchange will be.

closed from the close of business on Friday until

the following Tuesday morning, Monday being the
regular Labor Day holiday. The petition to close

was signed by 560 members, which represented most

of the active brokers on the floor, and by the lead-
ing brokerage houses in the Street. The Cotton
and Coffee exchanges have already voted to close,

on Saturday and Monday, and it is expected that

similar action will be taken by the boards of
managers of the Consolidated Stock Exchange and

the Produce Exchange when they meet to-day to

consider the matte:. With all the. exchanges

closed, the whole of Wall Street practically will

enjoy a three days' vacation. The banks, of course,

will be open on Saturday, but only for two hours,

and it is not expected that they will have much

business to transact.

TO FORECLOSE RAILROAD MORTGAGE.
The Mercantile Trust Company, of New York, it

was stated in dispatches from Pittsburg received
In Wall Street yesterday, had brought suit in the

United States court in that city against the "VVa-

bash Pittsburg Terminal Railway Company to

foreclose on the mortgage which was given on May

10, 1904. to secure the first mortgage 4 per cent

bonds, of which $30,088,000 are outstanding at the

present time.
About two weeks ago bondholders of the Wanash

Pittsburg Terminal instructed the Mercantile Trust

Company aa trustee- under the t00.000,000 first monf-
gage to bring foreclosure proceedings against the

road without delay, and yesterday's action was
brought in accordance with these instructions. Fore-

cloßur© proceedings are understood to be the first

step toward the reorganization of the company, to

be undertaken by the protective committee of bond-

holders ot which James K. Wallace, president of

the Central Trust Company, is chairman. This

committee represents the Gould and Rockefeller
Interests in the terminal property, the truFt com-
panies which originally underwrote the bonds and

a large proportion of the independent investors,

and something more than a majority of the ap-

proximately $30,000,000 of the bonds outstanding has
already been deposited with it.

Bankers Expect Another Issue After
Election.

Bankers .yesterday expressed the opinion, which
they declared was based on the condition of the
Treasury, that Secretary Cortelycu would offer
another issue of Panama bonds soon after the
November !elections. The amount of the issue,
they said, would probably be from $25,000,000 to
$35,000,000. These men said further that, although
formal negotiations had not been entered Into as
yet. even tentatively, there was no doubt that sev-
eral syndicates would be formed here to bid on
the bonds at terms which would Insure the sue-
MM of the Issue. Estimates as to the price the
Treasury would get for the bonds varied from
102 to 103. Bankers said, however, that it was a
difficult matter to malte an accurate estimate at

this time, since market conditions might be dif-
ferent after election.

For the first issue of Panama bonds sold on
July 20. 1906, the government received an average

price of 104.30. During the panic last fall Secre-
tary Cortelyou sold the banks $24,631,000 Panama
bonds for about pax. It has been known for some
time in financial circles that the Secretary had an-
other offering of Panama bonds in contemplation,

because the condition of the Treasury finances

would make It difficult for the government to pro-

vide for the canal expenditures out of funds Other

than those appropriated for that purpose. The
Treasury's working balance Is now only $55,000,000

which, Itis pointed out, does not provide much or

a margin over and above what Is needed for the

current expenses of the government.

Bankers said yesterday that they believed the
government could easily market another issue, of

Panama bonds in the fall, even although it might

not bo in a position to make special deposits with

the banks purchasing them.

But the Question of Wages Is Not Yet En-
tirely Settled.

Glens Falls. K.V.. Sept. 2.—Officials of the Inter-
national Paper Company announced to-night that
several mills which have been shut down for four
*veeks will be started within a few days. The
plants were closed because the men refused to ac-
cept a reduction of 10 per cent in wages.

Joseph Slater, superintendent of the local mill,
stated to-night that when operations are resumed
the men must accept a cut. The International
Brotherhood of Stationary Firemen and the Inter-
national Brotherhood of Pulp. Sulphite and Paper

Mill Workers, it is stated, have signed contracts
with the company by which a revised schedule of
wages is established for a period of eleven months
from September 12. The reduction in wages brought
about by the new schedule is approximately 5 per
cent and the company has agreed to revise the

scale on August 1. 1909. The agreement^ affects
about ten thousand employes in the thirty-two
plants operated by the company.

William J. Burns, of Ticonderoga, vice-president

of the International Brotherhood of Papermakers,

said to-night that the members of that organization

would not return to work until the old wage scale
was placed in effect.
