Abdul llamid's Former Favorite
Fails to Find Asylum Here.

'/An Bey, one time chief of the secret police of
the Sultan of Turkey, after a stay of three or four
days in this city, sailed on Wednesday, It was
learned yesterday, on the steamship Mauretania.
His destination was London, whence he had come
to New York.

Abdul Hamid's former favorite fled from Con-
stantinople to find asylum from the agitation in
the Turkish capital against the camarilla, only to

find on his arrival here the subjects of the Otto-
man Empire In a delirium of patriotic enthusiasm
over the granting of a constitution by the Sultan,

nnd in no mood to tolerate a former official whom
they regarded an in large part responsible for the
crimes of the YlMiz Kiosk.

Zla Bey found New York, with Its sympathizers
of the Young Turk party of revolutionists, too
hot for him. and fled to escape possible punish-
ment. He felt unsafe, even under the Incognito of
1. K. Ignatier. which was the name he wrote In
the register of the Hotel Lafayette.'

Only a few of his -countrymen knew of his pres-
ence here, but apparently Zis Bey believed that

every Turk, Syrian and Armenian was following

his footsteps. He was suspicious of everybody, and
It was with great reluctance that he admitted his
Identity and his part in the old Turkish regime
that massacred people and kept the country in per-
petual terror for thirty-two years.

Iam Zia Bey," said the former chief spy,
iwho was obviously nervous. "I was a fool. Ihave

been cruel and heartless, but am Ito blame? I
was raised in an environment of cruelty and in-

"The Young Turks," he said, "are not acquainted

with the affairs of the government. In the crisis
now confronting Turkey she has no statesman who

Is able to master the situation."

Lord Sackville. who succeeded his brother in the
title In ISSB, was known as Sir Lionel Sackville
West when he represented Great Britain in this
country. He was born at Bourn Hall. Cambridge-
shire. July 19. 1527. and was the fourth son of
George John, fifth Karl P<» la Warr, who married
Elizabeth Sackville. daughter of the Duke of Dor-
set, He was educated at home and became secre-
tary to th.» Earl of Aberdeen, Secretary- of State
for Foreign Affairs in IS4.">. Two years later he

entered the diplomatic service, and., after serving
at Lisbon, Naples and Stuttgart, he went to Berlin
In 18.13 as an attache. In 1858 he was made Sec-
retary of Legation at Turin and went thence to
Madrid and back to Berlin, being transferred to
Paris in 1868. He had charge of the embassy there
for a time. In IST; he went to Buenos Ayres as
minister and In IST* was transferred to Madrid.
Thr<c years later he earn* to this country. He
represented Great Britain at the conference over

Samoa in 1887. "and In conjunction with Joseph

Chamberlain and Fir Charles Tupper negotiated
the Fisheries Treaty of Washington in 1858.
It was in the Presidential contest of that year

that he took the step which led to his precipitate
retirement from his post. A letter was received
by him purporting to have been written by a man
named Murchlson in California, asking which can-
didate for the Presidency an American of English

birth should support. Lord Sackville fell into the
trap and wrote a letter in reply, stating that the
re-election of President Cleveland would be satis-
factory to his country This was at once made
public as a campaign document, and called forth
strong denunciation in th- newspapers. Secretary

Bayard asked the British Minister ifhe had writ-

ten the. letter, and Its authorship was acknowl-
edged. When it was found that the British gov-

ernment did not regard the matter seriously and

would delay action, the State Department, at the
instance of President Cleveland, sent Sackville his
passports, with a letter stating that his with-

drawal from the post he held could not be made
too promptly.

Lord Sackville's dismissal by Mr Cleveland prac-

tically prided his diplomatic career, for after 1881
no important diplomatic mission was Intrusted to

him. He lived quietly the life of a country gentle-

man and seldom appeared in London society. He
always retained a grudge against America and
Americans, and It was his custom to avoid any

meetings with travellers from this country. A few

years ago be created a sensation by publishing a
pamphlet, for private circulation among his friends.

In which he vindicated his diplomatic work In the

United States. The newspapers obtained a copy

of this publication. Init Lord Sackville explained

with much picturesque detail that the trap into

which hr fell nt Washington was a Fenian con-

spiracy; that the Fenian organization harassed
him during his residence In America, k<>pt spies In

his footsteps constantly and plotted to assassinate
him. Few of the diplomats friends took this story

seriously. Most of them regarded it as the imag-

inings of a disappointed old mar, who was brood-
ing ipon what he considered his wrongs.
