Forest Fires Believed Host Destruc-
tive hi a Quarter Century.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]
Washington. Sept. 13.—The forest fires which havejust laid waste whole counties In Minnesota. Michi-

gan and Wisconsin, destroying many towns and
making thousands of persons homeless, have focused
the attention at government and staae for« Ioffi-
cers on the enormous losses In forest wealth which
will be checked up to the year 1808.
In the whole northern part of the United States

the reported destruct'on by forest ares has been im-
mense, and it ia thought b.v officials of the forest
service that the present year will go down in his-
tory as the most destructive of the last quarter
century. Few arts of the country escaped, and
although the latest conflagrations in Minnesota,
Michigan and VTisobnein are the worst of the many
that have visited the lake states this year, other
sections have also suffered from forest tires during
the prteg and summer months, especially the Pa-
cific Coast, the Rock}- Mountain section and the
New England states.

Officials here say that it is doubtful if the actual
extent of this year's losses will ever be known, but
it is certain that they will run so high in the
millions that the country will be startled when thf-
statistics are complied. Th" same official: believe
that the fires have done good, however, inasmuch
as they win tend to direct the attention of the coun-
try to the seriousness of the forest fire pi obl< m
The government has had a lot of work in the lire
fighting line a the national forests, but. serious as
the fires have been, careful patrolling .and imme-
diate organization of fighters have held the losses
to a point that is insignificant compared to those
in forests without protection.

INDIANS SEEK ENEOLMENT.

Mr. Baylor reports that speculative possibilities

have taken the sugar industry to the West, and
he thinks the beet •rillgrow faster in that section
of the country. He calls attention to the produc-
tion of alcohol as one of th» industries related to
the beet sugar industry, and states that recent
legislation promoting the production of denatured
alcohol to be used In the arts and sciences will
r.enent the sugar industry. He points out that it
v.iii take time In this country to develop the new
phase of alcohol production. In Germany. France
and England, he observes, it has developed to a
considerable extent, and in those countries the
raw material Is derived largely from the rield crops.

Tt Is further reported that in the Northern half
of the country the beet sugar Industry is now
distributed from the Atlantic to the Pacific, and

has Intrenched itself in public confidence r»G a per-
manent industry.
