An orator «t the opening

Of t.h<' Hedjaz railroad remarked that the
Prophet himself, in Paradise, would not per-

mit the railroad to reach El Medina until the
Caliph of Islam had granted a constitution to

the Ottoman empire. The renunciation of the

Sultan's autocracy and the raising of the veil

at Xl Medina are appropriate companion deeds.

There are men now living who remember
well when Burton, disguised as an Afghan pll-
grtxn, made his famous journey to the two holy

cities of Islam. But Burton did not penetrate

to the innermost shrine, nor has any person
not at least professing the Mahometan faith
ever done so. Sadller, In 1819, was the first
Christian not a prisoner nor In Moslem service
to look upon the minarets of El Medina, but
he did not enter the city. Keith, the former
Beaforth Highlander, who was taken prisoner
and became a Mahometan, was for »a time
Governor of that city, and Varthema, the rene-
gade of Bologna, who became a Mameluke,
once entered it.

On \u25a0 clean issue between the national plat-

forms and candidates there is little reason to

Mr. Bryan expresses satisfaction with the
result In Maine. Republicans ought to be sat-
isfied also, since there has been no Democratic
gain over the vote of 1906, and In 1900 the Re-
publican party easily carried the country.

Maine has. however, never served as a very

accurate guide 10 national sentiment The re-
sult in Vermont In Presidential years has not

failed In a generation to measure pretty ac-

curately the relative strength and weakness of

the national parties. But Maine's September

vote has been no such barometer. The Repub-

licans lost Main.- in 1880, when they elected a

President. In 1884, when they lost the Presi-
dency, they carried Maine by the largest plural-
ity obtained between 1876 and 1896. In 1890,

when the Democrats swept the country, Maine
returned her four Republican Representatives
in Congress by Increased pluralities. Again, tne
September plurality of 1004 was smaller than
the September plurality of 1900. thus reversing

the September showing in Vermont and notably

failing to indicate the drift of opinion in the
rest of the Union. The vote In Maine this year

must be considered, therefore. as having chiefly

a local significance. So far as it has a bearing

on the fortunes of the two national tickets, it
certainly portends no such upheaval as Mr.
Bryan must depend on to give him a chance of
election.
