' War Over in Automobile World.

Peace Agreement Signed Dividing Control of the Big

Road Races in

'The war that threatened to upset the whole au-
tomobile world came to an end yesterday when
the Automobile Club of America and the American
Automobile Association reached an agreement that
insures, so far as possible, the successful running
of both the Vanderbilt Cup race on Long Island
&nd the Grand Prize race at Savannah.

The two organizations will now work in harmony
for the best interests of the sport, the terms of the
agreement providing that the Automobile Club of
America shall have complete control over all inter-
national races, while the control of the American
Automoblie Association over all local and national
races is recognized and continued. After this year
the Grand Prize of the Automobile Club of Amer-
ica is to be the American international trophy and
the Vanderbiit Cup is to be a national trophy, both
being deeded, according to the peace terms, to an
independent racing assoclation.

The agreement between the rival organizations
was ratified by the governors of the Automobile
Club of America some days ago and by the execu-
tive committee of the American Automobile Asso-
clation yesterday. The document, signed for the
club by Henry Sanderson and Willlam G. McAdoo
and for the assoclation by Robert P. Hooper and
Charles T. Terry, follcws:

It is agreed that the Automobile Ciub of Amer-
ica is the oniy American member of the Interna-
tlonal Association of Recognized Automobile
Clubs, and that it is and shall be the only au-
thority in America for the drafting of rules af-
Tecting and for the granti of sanctions for in-
ternational races and for the regulation of such
races in this country. On the other hand, the
matter of the sanction of and the formulation of
ruses for local and national races is reed to be,
as heretofore, in the sole power and jurisdiction
of the American Automobile Association. The
two bodies agree to co-operate with each other in

making the Vanderhilt Cup race and the Savannah
Grand Prize race successes. After the races of
this year the two cups are to be deeded to an in-
dependent racing assoclation and are to be con-
tested for annually, the Grand Pi Cup as the
international trophy and the Vanderbllt Cup as
the national trophy. It is also agreed that the
Automobile Club of America shall not encourage
other clubs to withdraw from the American Au-
tomobile Association.

The essential points at issue between the two
organizations have thus been settled, and thelr co-
operation in the future in all matters relating to
the lporf’ of automobile racing is assured.

The trouble between the two organizations, which
finally came to open war on account of the drafting
of rules by the American Automobile Association’
f0r this year's Vanderbiit Cup race, which differed
from those drawn up for racing by the Interna-
tional Assoctation of Recognized Automobile Clubs,
the only American member of which §s the Auto-
mobile Club of America, really became acute at the
time of the Briarcliff touring car race, last April
The American Automobile Association disapproved
heartily of that race, holding that it violated the
spirit of its determination, reached at the time of
the 1906 Vanderblit Cup race, that there should
be no more road races about New York untll ade-
quate policing of the course was possible.

While the Briarcliff contest was ostensibly a
manufacturers’ race, it was generally understood
that the Automobile Club of America was behind
it. Then came the dlspute over the Vanderbilt Cup
race ruies; the protest by the Automoblle Club
of America In behalf of the foreign clubs; the boy-
cott by those clubs, through the Automobile Club
of America, of that race; the announcement of the
Autcmobile Club of America’s racing policy, with
the Grand Prize as its chief feature, and threats

of disqualification by both organizations.

AUTO EFFICIENCY RUN

Four Cars Cc:me to Grief and Some
Go Astray.

[By Telegraph to Tha Tribune.]

Montauk, N. Y., Sept. 16.—Of the forty-one
that started from New York to-day in the two
days’ mechanical efficlency test held under the
auspices of the New York Trade Association thirty-
seven arrived here this evening. The cars that
came to grief were a Lozler, which broke a differ-
ential; a Stoddard-Dayton, due to a broken wheel,
a Bursh and a Knox.

With “the exception of the heavy, sandy going
over \the last thirteen miles theroads were in fine
condition, and the machines ran smoothly and
with little or no trouble of any kind, although the
observers will not make the reports until the run
is over, to-morrow. Mrs. John Cuneo and Mrs.
J. R. Ramsey were the only women drivers in the
run. Both handled their cars well.

Charles Lowd, in a White steamer, was the first
to reach the checking station here to-night. The
others came In at short intervals. The American
Locomotive Company's 16-horsepower cab, driven
by P. 8. Johnson and carrying four passengers,
attracted more than usual interest, as it main-
tained the schedule and kept up with the higher
powered cars.

The contestants had to walk a mile and a half
from the checking station to the steamboat Shin-
necock, which is serving the purpose of a hotel,
but the majority seemed to enjoy the novelty.

They raced head and
head in the run up the backstretch, but rounding
the turn Suffragette drew away and won rather
easily by a length

Jimmy Rowe sat in the second tier of the grand-
stand to see his colors carried to victory for the
first time since The Huguenot passed out of his
hands several years ago. He had a few anxious
moments just after the finish, when Taboo ran up
on Suffragette and came within an ace of cutting
her down, but it did not take him long to satisfy
himseif that she was all right, and thereafter he
looked as pleased as if Colin had won another race.

The biggest crowd of the meeting was in atten-
dance, and while there was more or less oral bet-
ting no arrests were made, as those.who felt dis-
posed to wager lived up to the strict letter of
the law in every particular. The racing was inter-
esting, with driving finishes the rule.' The winners,
