Dr. Charles Taylor, who died in London last
month, was mastpr of St. John's College, at Cam-
bridge, anil, according to the London "Jewish
Chronicle,** "the greatest rabbinic scholar outside
the fold of the synagogue. When Dr. Scheehter.
now of New York, found among some Hebrew
fragments brought from Egypt to England In
1595 a page of the original of Kccleslastes he
received the pecuniary and scholarly support of
Dr. Taylor In his endeavors to obtain more of
the precious manuscript, and to these two men
belongs the credit for bringing Into England out

of Egypt « mass of material which now forms 'the
g»»m of the university library at Cambridge.'

"The Chronicle" adds: "We do not. of eour?e. be-
grudge to Dr. Taylor's memory th» fullest recog-
nition of his high-minded devotion to the study of
the science of Judaism, but we do ffsel that the
position he occupied as the leading Msscsnu of
Jewish learning in England was one that ought
to have been filled by a member of our own com-
munity. The Jewish patrons of Hebrew scholar-
ship in this country could be counted on the fingers
of one hand. We trust not "only that* Dr. Taylor's
place will be worthily filled,but that many wealthy
members of Anglo-Jewry may be Impelled to emu-
late his splendid example."

If amid its ninny other
duties the fisheries congress can initiate a move
men- for correcting this evil and for at once

conserving invaluable resources which are now-

threatened with exhaustion and making their
legitimate yield more available for papular use.
It will perform a service of inestimable impor-

tance.

THE CHOLERA IX RUSSIA.

There is no Justification for an over-cen-
sorious tone toward Russia because of the pesti-
lence raging there, as though "those upon whom
"the tower in Siloaiu fell were sinners above :1!

"men that dwelt in Jerusalem." We have had
epidemics here, too, and there is no land that
has not thus suffered. It is largely because of
a certain community of desolation that the
world's beet sympathy goes freely out to the
land of the Czar.

At the same tune justice, and a justice which
should be of profit to Russia herself, requires

the fact to be recognized that of all European

or other countries. enjoying or professing civili-
zation Russia seems liiost to suffer from what
we must regard as preventable plagues, and to
be so afflicted because of inefficient sanitary ad-
ministration. Alone of all European countries,

she has long been subject to frequent Incursions
of the very pestilence which is now prevalent

and spreading. Typhus and typhoid fevers have

been endemic in \u25a0 large part of the empire

from time immemorial. The comparative vital
statistics of European countries are appalling

in their significance. The latest figures at hand
reveal that in every 100,000 of the population
there are in Norway each year 1.450 deaths, in
Denmark 1,900, in the United Kingdom 1,550,

in Sweden I.'.*'.-, and in Finland 1.770. while in
Russia, a large part of which is climatically
comparable with these lands, there are 3£lo.
Or. If we turn to countries more closely resem-

bling in climate the other parts of Russia, we
rind In France 1,900 deaths, in Germany I*ooo,
In Bulgaria, with its low grade of popular
culture, 2,140; in the Austro-Hungarian Empire,
with its Jumble of tribes, some of them only
half civilized, 2,370, and even in Servia only

2,440. The question may well be asked why
Russia's death rate should be more than twice
as high sh that of Great Britain <;r any of the
Scandinavian lands; why it should be 90 iier
cent higher than thai of Prance, Germany or
Bulgaria, and why it should be more than oik

-
third larger than that of the Dual Realm or
even of Servia.

The conclusion seems inevitable that the old
Russian "system," the despotic combination of
autocracy and bureaucracy, not only denied '.he
people the civil rights which are generally en-
joyed, but also failed to give them the benefits
of modern civilization and the advance of sci-
ence for the combating of disease and the pro-
tection Of human health and Jife. We have not
hesitated to say that it Is a grave reproach to
nu American community to have 1111 epidemic of
typhoid fever. Itsurely must, with all possible
allowances and sympathy, be regarded as dl*
credilnble for any civilized country to |ier:ui-;
such \u25a0 prevalence of cholera as is now reported
from a iHi-ge part of Russia, including the met-
ropolitan province* and the capital itself. The
situation is doubtless made all the worse by
the transltica state of th« Russian government,

inefficient instead of mojt experienced- in prison
or in exile. It obviously emphasizes the su-

WHO IS UASKELLt
"Who is Charles X. Haskell?" threatens to

become the most interesting query of the day.

There are two Haskel'.s in the public eye. Are

they two unfortunately confused identities or
only two phases of a dual personality? That

is "what a good many persons interested m

politics would like to find out.
Charles X. Haskell. first Governor of Okla-

homa and chief draftsman of that state's ultra-

radical constitution, is a new but relatively

familiar figure in public life. He has been ac-
cepted for the last twelve months as a mili-

tant evangelist of Rryanism as It is under-

stood in the still virgin and unsophisticated

West. He has been the colporteur of Mr.
Bryan's gospel among the untutored red men
and squaw men of the old Indian Territory.

When Congress united Oklahoma and the In-

1dian Territory to form a state he resolved that

the constitution of the new commonwealth
1 should be undiluted Bryanism. He sought the

iNebraska leader's aid in framing that instru-

ment which the Nebraska leader has since

pronounced the most progressive and rational

in the whole Union. -

It is natural that this Haskell should have

found rapid preferment In the Bryanized Dem-

ocratic party. Elected Governor of Oklahoma,

he committed the state at once to Mr. Bryan s

renomlnation for the Presidency. He went to

the Democratic National Convention as the

chief lieutenant of the Lincoln candidate. He

was made chairman of the committee on reso-
lutions. He was the arbiter of all disputes in

that committee. He made a speech nominat-

ing Mr. Bryan for President, and. though not

a member of the committee on credentials, was
put forward to defend the course of that com-
mittee in taking the control of the Pennsyl-

vania delegation away from Colonel "Jim

Guffey After the convention he was made

treasurer of the Democratic National Com-

mittee It is said that he declined the Mcc-

Presidential nomination.

ruin; hisControl stops with the shore." But
in more than one practical and even painful

way we have, learned that such is not the case.
bat that even the teeming resources of the ocean

gulfs ar«* within the power of man to impair, if
not outright to destroy.

Already the unofficial trials in this country

have shown that the Wright machine can
comply with practically all of the government
requirements. Almost the only remaining an-
certainty relates to the possibility of rens.-end-
Ing Immediately after landing. If the present
design should offer nny difficulty In tlmt re-

spect, however, it is probable that only n slight

modification would remove the embarrassment.

than met. Sew screws have helped the speed

THE AEROPLAUB SCORES AGAIX.

Wilbur' Wright's performance at Le Mans
will do more than "cheer Orville up a bit." It
will have a wholesome influence on public

opinion. It should strengthen confidence in
the merits of the aeroplane, as well as demon-
strate that of the various airships of that type

yet exhibited the machine <>f the Wright

brothers has the largest powers of endurance.
As Mr. Wrights reservoir contained fuel
enough to last another hour, he might have
stayed up two hours and a half, instead of
only one hour and a half. With notable pru-

dence the Wrights reveal the possibilities of
their device only by degrees, and not all at

once. Their policy resembles that of the
Cunard company relative to the speed of its
new steamships, leaving the world to specu-

late as to the extent of future advances on
their record. Perhaps if the weather conditions
on Monday had permitted Mr. Wright to
ascend at an earlier hour he would have re-

mained up much longer, but he probably ac-

complished all that he desired. He did his

full share of xhr work of keeping up the repu-

tation of the family.

There being no question

fis to the duration of the flight there is some
