Names gre written on cards, and salaaming mes-
sengers of ebon hue escort the chosen within
esecret passages. A colonel, a general or a sen-
®tor may be discovered under a slouch hat at any
moment, while visitors iess distinguished affect
@lossy =ilk headgear. Lean-fawed, meat young
Americans rul elbows with foreigners of pointed
beard or uptilted mustache. Keen eyed men of the
Business type contrast with languid, pcetical fig-
wres. A few women sail along with gorgeous
®croplane hats. \

It would puzzle a casuai visitor to know what
eort of an institution it is that draws this hetero-
geneous throng. A little information as to the
scope of its actitivities might justify the conclu-

Ju fact, the Eastern headquarters of the Repub-
lican Nationa! Committee is so inclusive of multi-
fudinoas and diverse labors that it would be hard to
say what subject or what affair does not come
within its province.

The
scope of each department is jaid out as in a manu-
facturing enterprise.

There is a speakers’ bureau, a literary bureau, a
financial bureau, a twansportation bureau, a rall-
road men’s bureau, &n “encyclopadia” bureau and
& few other bureaus. It is recognized that a na-
tional institution must do business in a wholesale
way, and so the distribution of books or buttons is
passed on to the forty-eight state committees, who
are in command of one hupdred or more county
committees, whe reach an innumerable number of
township committees, who are in touch with the
@mctusl millions of voters. Yet the national or-
ganization is ready to respond to urgent local ap-
peals, end has. a few hundred thousand addresses
1o be used directly for special purposes. Mere
snechanical work is not allowed to clutter the of-
fice space. A printer gets an order for a million
pamphlets or a flagmaker an order for a few
thousand banners and at the same time the ad-
dresses where the goods are to be shipped in
qQuantity.

Less literature is being sent out this campaign
than was distributed four years ago, partly because
Ahe consoli@ation with the Congréssional literary
Dureau avolds duplication, and because it is deemed
wiser to send out less but a choicer line of goods,
caretully placed.

IN TOUCH WITH WHOLE COUNTRY.

That Chairman Hitchcock is a2lmost inaccessible
to the casya] visitor doss not seem strange when
one learns that he divides his week betvieen West-
ern headqguerters in Chicago and New York, and is
4n perpetual motion the rest of the time.

Some of the affable oncs have been
traced to Democratic headquarters, across Medlsen
Square, and the evident object of these spies has
been to enable the enemy to wire «h2ad of the Re-
publican speakers and engage all the aalis where
meetings might be held. Whether the enemy’s
sleuths have penetrated other depaitments tham
the specakers’ burcau is not stated. Managers and
secretaries are careful as to the identity of per-
sons to whom they give information.

The advisory committee, which is on the eighth
floor, is assisting the national treasurer to collect
funds and gives general advice to the executive
committee on tha conduct of the campaign. There
are only nine members of the advisory committee,
as against fifty in former campaigns. Secretary
Elmer Dovor said that the work was proceeding
satisfactorily. Messrs. Ballinger, Bliss, Clavton,
Crane, Cromwell, Hammond and Franklin Murphy
have been at the offices within the last two davsy
Subscription lists are being circulated in various
states by committee members. A most vital de-
partment is that which takes charge of the
finances. A new plan of raising funds is being
tried, sald a representative of Treasurer Sheldon.
The idea is to educate indlvidual business men to
contribute to the campaign fund on the ground
o their interest in maintaining Republican rule.
Contributions from corporations are now illegal,
; and the appeal must be made to individuals who are
! not trained to their responsibility and feel the
business a'opresslr»n. even though they are not
wage earners. A comparatively rich man feels
poor when the value of his stock holdings is re-
duced one-half. In one instance a man who was
expected to contribute §1,000 sent In a check for

$10. However, the new plan may help the situa-
tian. Small, leather covered blank books, signed
by Chairman Hitchecock and Treasurer Sheldon,

with space for the signatures of state chalrmer,
are being seni to the chairmen of finance commit-
tees in all the states. Volunteers will canvass tha
business men of the cities and towns, entering the
amounts of the checks in the books.
